Interesting Talk With Famous Mu-

Arthur Hartmann, the noted violinist,
is a guest at the Knatsford hotel, hav«
ing arrived from San Francisco and
southern Callfornia, where he has been

charming many audiences wWith the
tones of his $10,000 Stradivarias. It is
a noble looking instrument, made in

1711 at the celebrated Cremona factory
of the Stradavarii, and he expressed
his belief this moruing, that this even-
ing’s audience in the First Congrega-
tional church would also belleve it an
exceptionally fine instrument, Mr,
Hartmann came east from the coast to
play here, and leaves tonight for Port-
land, where he is billed to appear later,
As he {s to pass this way again the
middle of February, it is very likely to

the noted artist will play in this city
once more before finally going east.
My, Hartmann's reception on the coast
has been such as to greatly encourage
him in his belief in the fact that the
American natlon is becoming musiecal,
and s beginning to properly appreciate
and understand the elevating attrac-
tions of art. At the same time, the
artist deprecated the tendencies of
American newspapers (o exaggerate
and parade before the public view so
much of the undesirable and lowering
in iife at the sacrifice of attention to
art, He mentioned specially the space
given by the average American paper
to criminal sensations and prize fights.
“Why,"” said he, “publicity will be
given by the column and the page to
exhibitions of prize ring brutalities:
and how much space Is awarded to

art?”
ENTERTAINING MAN,

Mr. Hartmann geems not only to be
an artist In Instrumental performance,
but his genera] appreciation of the ar-
tistic in its generic sense {s very
marked, and covers a wide field outside
of the immediate environment of the
violin, 80 that he {8 an entertaining
conversationalist on a variety of topies;
and his ideas of life and “the eternal
fitness of things" arve those of a trav-
eler and savani of wide experience, Mp,
Hartmann admires American womane
hood, and {8 not backward about S0y~
Ing so. He thinks there are more finoe
looking women in the United States
than anywhere elso in the world, and
remarked this moming, to the “News"
representativeg “You just put it in your
paper that any of the pretty givls in
this town who want to come over to
Burope and take violin lessons of me,
why, it wont cost them anything for
tuition!"

quite up to a former standard, be-
cause of the changing persontel, and
the substitution of less valuable ingtru-
monts than what obtained formerly,
The visitor ecalled attention to the fuet
that It did not pay the best woodwind
players of ¥urope (o come to thig COut-
try, as there (s really not enough for
them to do.

THOSE DEAD DUCKS.

State Chemist Believes Bingham Smel-
ters Are Responsible for Demise,

The state chemist is making an ex-
haustive analysis of the vitals of ducks
which are reported dying in such num-
bers at the mouth of the Jordan. Dr.
Harms sald this morning, the appear-
ances go far were very much like the
results obtained from the Jersey oya-
ters that came to this city loaded with
copper. He s rveady to believe that
the emptying of waste waters from the
Bingham smelters into the Jordan rviver
will explain the phenomenon. When
the yiscera under examination are thor-
oughly bolled, the resultant solution is
precipitated by the action of sulphur-
etted hydrogen in the form of metallic
salts, should there be any; and then
this conglomerate is tested for the pres-
ence of various suspected metals.
