ORCHARD RESUMES.

When Orchard resumed the stand at
the opening of court today, Atty, Rich-
ardson continued to question the wi
ness about the attempts he made upon
the life of Fred Bradley in San Frauo-
risco, Orchard sald that he roomed
near the Bradley howme, being able to
pverlook it from his hedroom window.

BOUGHT DYNAMITE.

In buying the powder O hard was
required to give his name. He could
not remember what name it was—it
was a fletitious one, thought of on the
gpur of the moment, As an excuse for
buying the 10 pounds of dynamite Or-
rhard told the clerk he wanted to
plow out some stumps on hia ranch.

“PDon’t you  Know there are no
ptumps within 150 miles of San
Francigco?"' demanded Richardson,

“1 know that there are—I've geen
Ihem on the way to Caliente Springs.”

Orchavd gave ag nearly as he could
A description of the varlous places
where he had lived while in  San
Francigco before moving to the Brad-
lay mneighhorhood.

LIVED NEAR THE PRESIDIO

Orchard was living near the Presidio
st the time he bought the dynamite for
the Bradley bomb. He did not remem-
per whether he took a box of glant eaps
to 8an Francisco or hought them at the
Tudson company. Orchard kept the dy-
pamite In his room and took it with
plm when he moved to 1326 Wasghington
ptreat—within half a block of the Brad-
®y home.

Orchard sald it was after he
peen the milk deliversd to the Bradle
back door several mornings In guecces-
pion that he concelved the ldea of pois-
pning his vietim rather than to eme-
ploy & bomb,

With the fallure of the milk plot, he
went ahead and manufactured the
pomb, first buying a plece of five-inch
vid pipe, 14 Inches long, Orchard said
38 bought the pipe In a plumbing shog
pn Taylor street somewhere in the 200
block,
