A BIG VIGTORY

Won Varsity Eight-Oared Race
At Intercollegiate
Regatta.

FOUGHT OVER FOUR MILES.

Syracuse Captured the Varsity Four
By Good Two Lengths—\Wisconsin
Took Freshmen Eight.

First—Cornell, 20:02 2-5,
Second-—-Columbia, 20:04
Third-~Navy, 2013 4-5.
Fourth—Pennsylvania, 20:33 2-5.

Poughkoepste, N. Y. Juna 26.-~Cornell
wun the varsity elght-oared race at tho
intercollegiate regatta for the eighth time
this evening in the most exciting contest
ever rowed over the four-mile course,
Cornell's time was 20:02 3-5. Columbla was
second, the United States Naval academy
third, Pennsylvania fourth, Wigconsin
Ofth and Georgtown sixth, Syracuse did
not finish, her shell being swamped o halt
mile from the tinish,

The Itacans won by she narrowest mar-
gin from Columbla, and until the judges
announced that Cornell had won the thou-
sands of spectators aflont and ashore wers
in doubt as to which crew had crossed the
line first

Ccornell and Columbia fought for the
honors aver the whole four mliles, and at
no time were the two shells more than
twenty-five feet apart, Columbla led for
over thres miles and then Cornell took
1the lead, only to lose |t to Columbia again
In the last 100 feet of the race Cornell,
by ‘A tremedious apurt, shot the nose of
her shell into the lead and swept over
the finish under the glare of a big search-
light on the United. States monitor At-
kinsas, five foet abhead of Columbia, Tho
Annapolis crew rowed a magnlﬁgnm Tuoe
and finighed two lengths behind Columbla,

Syracuse captured the warsity four-
oared race from Cornell, Pennsylvania and

Columbia., which finished in  the order
named. Sevracuse finished two  lengths
ahead of Cornell. and her time for the

miles was 10:37 1-5.
WISCONBIN TAKES ONE.

Wisconsin won the freshmen eight-
cared race over the two-mile course, lead-
ing Syracuse over the finlkh line by one
langth and covering the distance in H:40
Pennsylvania was third, Columbia fourth
and Cornell fifth. Columbla rowed tha
last quarter of a mile with an almost
water-logged =hell, which filled near thoe
stern when three feet of %»l:mklng waos
ripped out by a submeérged log,

The wvarsity race was postponed until
after 5 o'clock on account of rough water.
Twenty thousand spectators saw  the
races,

Secretary of the Navy Metealf vidwed
the contest from the gunhoat Yankton,
while nearly 4% midshipmen cheered the
Annapolls from the observation train and
from the hridge and conning towers of the
Uinited States monitors Arkansas, Florida
and Nevada, anchored near the finish line,
One hundred yvards from the finish Cor-
nell made the final effort. Amid gunfire
and the shrieking of whisties the leaders
neared the finish line, on which was
placed a great bar of white light from tha
gearchlight on the monitor Arkansas, Cor-
mell's steady low stroke shot her shell five
feet nhead of Columbia as they came in
the light rays. Columbia tried {n wvain
to eut down the slight lead. and Cornell
slipped over the line a winner by about
five fet,

'he navy came over the line third, three
lengths behind Columbia. Pennsylvania
was two lengthe hehind the navy. Four
lengths behind Pennsylvania was \Wiscon-
sin, and far hehind was Georgetown, the
sixth ta finish. Syracuse’s shell began to
fill ha!f a mile from the finish and would
have sunk had not the crew jumped over-
board. They were picked up by passing
launches. Corncll's prow seemed In good
condition after the race.

The (ime of \Wisconsin, Byracuse and
Georgelown was not taken.
