HARDLY A SIGN STANDING.

Ing throughout the city today and, al-
though the council has had the mat-
ter under consideration for some yeams
past, nothing has yet been done to
remedy the evll and people ave wandey-
jng abount the city with nothing to
gulde them except an occaslonal dilap-
fdated post with a battered-up  tin
glgn bearing some Inscriptiog which
has fauded bheyosx] any possibie recog-
nition.

CONTINUES TO PASS ON.

An ordingnce was passed by the city
council several months ago re-naming
a Jarge number of the streets in the
city 80 a8 to do away with duplication
of names and it was ghen out at that
time thut something would be done to-
wards getting new street signs for the
corners so that people could know
where they were, Time passes on and
no doubt will continue to pass on for
geveral more months and yet no signs
adorn our atreet corners. That this
fmportant matter has been sadly ne-
glocted by the administration is very
evideat to he thousands of Ltourists who
visit the city every yeasr and should
the present aflministration be able to
find the money in jts financial straits
it pould pur it to no better use nor to
one which would be better appreciated
than to purchase sultable signs for the

ESTIMATES FOR PAVING.

City Engineer Places the Cost of First
South at $180,740.90.

The estimate of the cest of paving
Pirst South street from Second to
Thirteenth East street has been com-
pleted by City Engineer Kelsey, The
total cost of the improvement is esti-
mated at $180,740.90, of which amount
the property owners will have to pay
$122,644, and the city’'s portion of the
work will cost $58196.90. The plans
eall for asphalt paving and from Sec-
ond to Fourth East the width of the
street will be 80 feet and from Fourth
to Thirteenth East it will be 60 feet
in width.

Although the property owners are
very anxious to have the street paved
it ig not likely that bids will be even
ddvertised for on the Improvement
this year. Should the contract be
awarded and the work dome the city
{s not financially able to pay for its
part, hence it has been given out shat
the paving cannot be done this year
because it would be winter before it
could hardly be started.

WILL BE LIGHTER,

The cars will be somewhat different
from the styles herotofore used in thiy
clty. One difference will be the weight,
The new car hodies are to be consider
ably lighter than those now in use, per-
hups hiat as light. The bodies will alsy
be wider, with wider aisles. They will
be of the convertible pattern, so that
they can be changed easlly for summer
to winter uege, and vVice versga, by ad+
dition or removal of moveabla sides.
The cars will be 40 feet long and 9 feet
wide, capable of seating 60 passcngers,
and holding 125 if necessary. Bach ¢ar
is to have four motors of d0-horse pows=
er cach, a total of 200-horse power,

POLES TO BE MOVED,

To operate such cars on the present
tracks It will be necessary to remove a
number of telephone pojes which are
ton near the street intersection Cross-
ingg. It is the intention of the company
to do awar with all poles on streets in
the paved distriet, This will improve
the looks of the streets greatly and fa~

street rallway system,

U, P. PLANS IMPROVEMENTS,

Will Expend $100,000 on New Depot,
Etc., at Green River.,

The Union Pacltie Is planning for an
expenditure of $100,000 at Green River,
Wyo., the improvements including an
new depot, a clubhouge for employes,
doubling the capacity of the yards, and
providing for double tracking the main
line to Granger 20 miles distant.
