George L. Walker is Confident
Stock Market Panic Has
Run lts Course.

GREATER DEMAND FOR METAL

Appears to Be a Certainty—Will Visit
Mines of Bingham While
Here,

- n

George L. Walker, editor of the Bos-
ton Commercial, and one of the best
copper authorities in the United States,
and author of the Walker copper let-
ters, is stopping at the Knutsford and
is accompanied by Mrs. Walker.

The well known editor has been mak-
Inz a tour of the western mining cdmps,
having visited Butte, British Columbia
districts, the Balaklalla and other
mines in Shasta county, Cal,, the Ne-
vada Douglas and other mines at Yer-
ington, the Nevada Consolidated and
the mora important mines at Ely, Nev.
It is his intention now to go to Bmg-
ham and possibly Park City before re-
turning to the Atlantic seaboard,

When seen by a representative of the
“News' today, Mr. Walker consented to
gay something about the copper situa-
tion and expressed himself by declar-
Ing that notwithstanding the chaotic
condition of the metal markets at the
pregent time and the rather serious
plight of some of the copper stocks, he
views the future with a good deal of
optimism.

“There is no doubt,” said he, “that
the confidence of the financial interests
has been considerably shaken lately
and as a consequence we have seen a
general recession In prices. However, 1
belleve the worst is over and therefore,
the outlook for the future is favorable.
1 have found out during this trip
through the west that plans are maturs
ing for the more extensive development
of water power and for the purpose of
generating electricity for uses in mining
and manufacturing and mining enter-
prises. The present coal famine In
Utah, and throughout the west for that
matter, is an imperative demand for the
utilization of water and electric pewer
for manufacturing, transportation and
other enterprises. Such projecte will
require copper and will help to stimu-
late the demand for the.products of the
mines,

In my travels, I have found no place
where there will be a very large in-
crease in copper production during the
ensuing year. On the other hand, if
the volume of general business is main-
tained at anywhere near the level of
the past two years, there must be a
very considerable increase In  copper
consumption,

'r'll lf,eo})very confident that the present
panic in the stock market has run its
course, and that people who are able
to buy stocks at the present level will
make @ very substantial profit.”

Mr. Walker expressed himself as be-
ing very well pleased with some of th_e
things he saw in Yerington and at Ely,
and will write about them later on.
He visited Bingham about a year ago
and no doubt will note with consider-
able interest the many changes which
have taken place in the meantime,
