BISHOP RENDERS A VERDICT.

Attorneys for Former Chief of
Police Make Mighty Effert at
Eleventh Hour to Block.

Year Old Seandal Now

The case of George Bheets, wherein
the ex~chief of police is charged with
accepting a bribe, will be heard in the
dietriet court. Such was the decision
of Justice of the Peace ¥, M. Blshop
this morning. Disregarding a sugges-
tion by defendant's attoruey, Soren X.
Christensen, that he might take time
in which to render his opinion in the
premises, Judge Bishop said:

VERDICT WITHOUT DELAY.

"I do not care to take the matter un-
der advisement, I have followed the
case pretty closely, and I think there
has been sutficient evidence adduced
to warrant the holding of the defend-
ant to the district court. The defend-
ant is held to the higher tribunal.”

The decision ecame after a half hour
of spirited debating, in which District
Attorney Loofbourow, County Attor-
ney Hanson and Attorney Christensen
participated. Only two witnesses were
examined, and they, very briefly. They
iwere Alexander McWhirter and Wil-
liam Parrent, The first named was
taken in hand first by Mr, Christen-
son, Almost the nitial question was
objected to by Mr., Loofbourow. Mr.
MeWliirter was asked whether the affi-
davit signed by him in the bribery case
against Mr, Sheets was founded upon
the same transaction that characterized
the conspiracy churge filed some
months previously.

Chrfgtensen requested that his client
be discharged. Mr. Christensen sald
that the transaction which made pos-
gible the charge of conspiracy was the
very foundation of the complaint alleg-
ing bribery, the same parties, the same
money, the some time, and that two
courts cotnd not have jurisdiction over
one tdentical case simultaneously., He
contended further that there had been
no evidence adduced in the premises,
aside from thag of alleged accomplices,
and tha* under such clrcumstances the
defendant ghould be discharged.

AMr, Hanson made a motion that Atty,
Christensen's request be denied, and
that defendant be held, and it was in
'ine with this motion that Judge Bish-
op rendered the decision quoted above,

There were just ten persons in Jus-
tice Pirhop's office In Waterloo during
the kearing. namely, the magistrate,
Mr. Looftourow, County Atty, Hanson,
Deputy Shar'ff  Joe Sharp, George
Sheets, Atty. Christensen, Mont Rob-
ers. renorter for the fourth and sev-
enth diatrict courts, Alexander Me-
Whirter, Wiilllam Parrent and a repre-
sentative of the “Nows."

The proceedings were announced to
begin at 10 o'clock, but when counsel
for the state, the two witnesses, Mr.
Sharp and the “News” man arrived at

Upon the refusal of Judge Lewls of
the district court to erant g writ of
prohibition arainst Justice of the Peace
Bishop on Saturday afternoon, to pre-
vent him from taking any further ac-
tlon in the preliminary hearing of
former Chlef of Police George Sheets
upon the charge of receiving a hribe of
$1.800 from the men who robbed the
McWhirter Bros, last September, the
attorneys for the chlef immediately
took steps to appeal the matter to the
supreme court, and today attempted to
get a certifieate of probable cause of
appeal from the supreme court and a
stay of proceedines untll the supreme
court could hear the appeal, 'The stay
was not granted by the supreme court
as It would take no action on the mat-
ter without giving the state an appor-
tunjty to be heard. Consequently, the
preliminary hearing of the former chlef
was taken up again by the Justice of
the peace,

WRIT DENIED.

At the conclusion of the arguments
on the petition for a writ of prohibition
on Baturday afternoon, Judge Lewis
denled the wrlt. The attorneys for
Sheots then asked for a stay of pro-
ceadings untll an appeal could be lak-
on to the supreme court, This was des
nled by Judge Lewls, who stated that
If there were anv doubt in his mind os
1o thé law he might grant the stay,
He could see no way that the defense
would be Injured by refusing to grant
the stay, but was of the epinion that
the state might be [njured should any
of Its witnesses disoppear while (he
case was held up walting a hearing.

Since Saturday
Mr, Marcy has been compelled to an-
swer a pile of letters and calls on the
telephone from people all over this sec-
tion who have business with the firm
and who were considerably disturbed
over the reported fallure,

The communication Is herewith sel
forth in full:

“A rumor that was started on the
Chicago stock exchange this morning,
avidently for stock jobbing purposes,
has been given general circulation, with
the aid of our competitors, to the ef-
fect that application was made for the
appointment of a receiver for Allls-
Chalmers company,

“We immedlately denied this re-
port in the most emphatic terms by
the following statement to the press,
which is self-explanatory:

“There is no foundation whatever
for the rumor that a receivership has
been asked for this company, The com-
pany was never In a more prosperous
condition. We have orders on our books
at the present time aggregating $16,400,-
000, which assure & full year's work

Portland, Or., Aug, 19.~Inecreasing the
acreage of the national forests, more
familiarly known as the forest re-
serves, &8 well as adding to the number
of forest rangers, 18 claimed by the
friends of the Roosevelt administration
to be responsible to a large extant for

the absence of forest firesa in this
state,
Others contend that we have had

more rain than usual, and still sotme of
the old-thmers say that there have
been summaors in the past when the
farest fire was unknown.,

Be that, as it may, citlzens of Port-
land bave net forgotten the remsark of
Henry Ward Beecher, when intervieweqg
by a reporter as to the country and its
scenery, he sald: I might as well have
been In a mall sack for all I saw,” and
there have been many ocpasions during
August when the smoke from the in-
numerable forest flres hid the scenery
and almost obscured the sky.

The increased value of timber s hav-
ing much to do with the care the for-
ests are recelving, and the private hold-

ers are guarding thelr great store of
wealth even more zealously than the

government,
ENORMOUS ADVANCE,

The advarce in the values of timber
during the last three years is so enor-
mous as {o be almost unbellevable.
There are 300 billlons of feet of stond-
ing timber in Oregon alone, and count-
ing the advance at only $6 per thou
sand feet, and In many kinds of lum-
ber it has been filve times that, the
Increased value would be a billion and
a half dollars, or a hundred million
more than the capitalization of the
United States Steel and Standard Ofl
companies combined,

Jamese J. Hill recently made the
statement that one acre of Oregon tim-
ber was worth as much to a railroad
from a (rangportation standpoint as
160 acres of wheat, or a8 he graphical-
ly put it, “One harvest from your well
timbered acres gives the transporta-
tion company as much freight as the
same area in wheat would supply in a
hundred and sixty years”

The scarcity of timber throughout
the United States and BEurope {s prob-
ably the chiof reason why skilled tim-
bermen from all parts of the world are
gathering in the Pacific northwest. It
is not unusual to meet men who have
made thelr millions out of the develop-
ment of the timber resources of Texas,
Louisiana, and Mlississippl, joining with
those from Michigan, Minnesota and
Wisconsin in acquiring timber holdings
here, and the wmillions that have been
transferred from the older states to the
northwest In such purchases have had
much to do with making Oregon and
Wasihngton independent of Wall street
in thelr development.

SLAB WOOD A LUXURY.

Slab wood, the outside or trimming
from the log, including the bark, has
become a luxury instead of a drug on
the market, as formerly, for years
“slab’” ha& been the staple fuel for
the home, A few years ago it was de-
livered in any part of the city for a
dollar a cord; then It rose in price,
up to two years ago, to $1.75 per cord,
and the housekeepers groaned at the
advance and flgured over the Increased
cost of running thelr furnaces and
thelr stoves, and many put in coal, Now
thig slab wood brings $4 per cord, wher¢
formerly the mills were so anxlous (o
get rid of it that they used it as n
filling for the low lands around thely
grounds.

Ordinary fir wood in four-foot lengths
was formerly $2 per cord; then It ross
to $4 and $4.650. Now it Is $6 per cord
and the buyer is the one who is fa-
vored. J

“I think I will be ablg to tell you
whom I shall.name by tonight,” he
aald. “There are some people 1 have
in mind but I don't know whether
they will aceept, and until T find out I

SEVERAL POSSIBILITIES.
Mayor Bransford is not a big man
in stature, but he probably has more

backers and well wishers than any
other man could possibly have from
among the “possibilities” who were

mentioned when he was named for the
place. Today he was saked if he ap-
proved the religious fight made against
one church by a politlcal party, and
ho s=ald he was for a live town, and
then he added, “A live town is Salt
Lake's right, and Its coming, if Salt
Lake will only let it, The papers can
work for it. They do in part, but if
they were all expending all the energy
they waste in these petty quarrels,
Just pulling for a live town, and a big
oneé they would do better. Now I don't
went to tell you papers yvou are kill-
ing the town—it wouldn't look nice for
me to be quoted on a thing like that—
but if Salt Lake doesn't get what's
due the only influence that keeps it
