LOUD IN PRATSE
OF THE GAREY AGT

Wyoming Senator’s “Rider” in

General Appropriation Bill
0f 1894, Important.

WEST GAINS GREATLY BY IT.

Muss of TInformation Presenteyl by
New York Daily to Show Wonder-

ful Strides Made as Result,

Special Correspondence.

New York, Aug. 18.-The Evening
Post of this city yesterday pregented
a mass of information on the conver-
sion of western pradrie land by [rriga~-
tion and under the provislons of the
Carey act. 'The article follows in its
entirety:

In August, 1804, just as Congress was
on the eve of adjournment, a rider was
placed upon the general appropriation
bil] that subsequent developments have
proven to be one of tne wisest and
most important pleces of legiglation ev-
er enacted for the development and up-
building of the west., This was the
Carey act, of which ex-Senator Josoeph
M. Carey, of Cheyenne, Wyo,, was tha
author. Stated In the briefest possible
terms, it provided for the donation of
not more than 1,000,000 acres of the va-
cant public domain to each of the
states in which desert publlc lands are
located, conditional upon the reciara-
tion of such lands by the state or un-
der state control

AIDS STATE IRRIGATION.

State irrigation under the operation
of the Carey act has now attained pro-
portions that compare not unfavorably
with the results being pwocomplished
by the great scheme of national reclam-
ation under the Hansbrough-Newlands
law. The greateat {rrigation project
vet undertaken in Ameriea is being car-
ried to a successful eompletion in Ida-
ho under the provigions of the Carey
act; and the projects now belng devel-
oped by it will call for a total inyest-
ment of private capital In reservoirs,
dams, capals, and laterals In excess
of $20,000,000, for the reclamation of
more than 2,000,000 acres of land thal
now form part of the desert. If it is
assumed that the average size of the
farms {nto which these newly irrigated
districts will eventually be subdivided
will be 40 acres, then the Carey act ia
the instrumentality for the provision
of homes for fully 50,000 American
farmers and their families, or for'a
total farming population of 250,000 per-
gONS.

ACCEPTED BY UTAH.

Idaho, Wyoming pnd Oregon are the
three states In which the greatest
progress has been made in Carey act
irrigation, although Montana s now
taking a conspicupus place in the
cclumn. One important project s now
under way in Colorado, with strong
prcbabilities that numerous others
will soon follow. Utah, Washington
and Nevada have accepted the pro-
vislons of the act, but none of the
selections of desert lands for reclama-
tion in thase states has been approved

by the secretary of the interior. North

Dakota and South Dakota remaln
strangely apathstic. In New Mexico
there ig a very general desire that

Congress extend the benefits of the
jaw, but the last legislature was too
busy shaking the plum tree to pay
attention to legislation designed to
benefit the people. The la\\_' would be
particularly beneficial to New Mexico
for the veason that in that territory

there are suitable locations for a very

large number of small rrigation pro-
jects that could be carried into effoct
at little cost if the publie lands af-
fected could be segregated in the same
manner as in the states,

PROJECTS UNDER WAY.

The followlng table—although it
may not be entirely complete—will
giva a very falr idea of the extent of
stute irrigation under the Carey act,
showing approximately the number
of acres of land In each state that will

be reclaimed by projects now under
way:

In general it may be stated
as the intention of the government to
handle under the national reclamation
lawsg such projects as are, froin thele
magnitude, or from the enginecering or
legal difficulties, unlikely to prove at-
tractive to private capital. However,
that the magnitude of an undertaking
of thls character i3 not always a bar
agninst corporate enterprise s proven
by the great project now nearing com-

pletion by the Twin Falls Land and
Water company on the Snake River,
Idaho, Water s diverted from the

Snake river by means of a dam 2,000
feet long, 80 feet high, and 480 feet
wide at the base. YWhen completed |t

will irrigate 410,000 acres of
land, making It an enterprise of g
er magnitude than any of similar
acter so far undertaken even
jected by the national government, A
very lurge body of land under this pro.
ject is already '‘under the ditch,”

The largest Carey act project so fap
undertaken In Wyoming 18 that of the
Oregon Basin company, which will jre
rigate 200,600 acres of land on the South
Fork of the 8hoshone river, [t |8 ex-
pected that all of this land will be un-
der the ditch some time in 1907, Other
lhmportant projects o Wyoming are

AMENDMENT PROBABLE.

Wx-8enntor Carey, the anthor of the
net, stated in a recont interview with
the writer that when the act passed It
was generally understood among  his
colleaguea In the senate that {f any
state should secure the reclamation of
the maximum amount permitted by the
Carey act, and feel the need of the
amendment of the law to permit of the
patenting of stil] larger amounts of
the publlec domain to the state, there
would be no difflculty in securing such
amendment, Aoth Idaho and Wyo-
ming are now within measurable dis-
tance of the time when every acre pev-
mitted to be segregated under the exe
1sting 1aw will be ealled for. In neither
of these states has Carey act Irrigation
been applied or projected to nearly all
the land readily available, It is, there-
fore, probable that an amendment will
he proposed to the law permitting the
donation of 2,000,000 or more acres to
any state able to secure the reclama-
tion of sucn amounts,

OREGON WIDE AWAKR,

The most Important state project un-
der way in Oregon, under the Carey
act. 18 that of the Deschutes Irrigation
& Power company--really a consolida-
tion of three smaller projects cump'rils-
Ing in all 25000 acres of land. The
lands thus being reclaimed are all in
the desert between Crooked river on
{hie north, Bear Creek mountains on the
south, and the Deschutes river on the
west,

COLORADO HAS BEEN SLOW.

Considering the topographle advan-
tages and the abundant wuter supply
available in Colorado, capitalists have
been strangely slow to selze the op-
portunities open to them for profitable
enterprises in that state, The act was
accepted by the state legislature 11
vears ago, but not until within tha
past few montha was an impm'tnnt'pro-
ject started under |tg provisions. Jh‘:lt
g located in Routt county, on the Lit-
{le Snake river—a tributary of the
Yampa. This enterprise 1s being con-
ducted by the Snake River Canal com-
pany. The reservoir will be located on
the Slater Fork eanyon of the Little
Snake river, deriving its waters from
the mountains north of Hahn's peak.
The dam will be 65 feex nigh and 127
feot wida at the top, impounding enough
water for the frrigation of from 50,000
to 66,000 acres of land. In addition to
the reservolr, 65 miles of canals and
laterals will be constructed, the plan
costing about $300,000. T'nis, however,
represents a first cost of plant of only
$6 for each acro of land reclaimed, as
against an average firet cost of govern-
ment irrigation projects amounting to
35 o acre. By bullding the gaam 35 feet
higher, Its storage capacity can be
doubled, As the water supply is am-
ple and the lands available, It s prob-
able that this will ultimately be done.

OFFERS SPECIAL ADVANTAGES.

The Carey act is pecullar in that its
pravisions offer special advantages to

both settlers and construction com-
panies. As stated by C. E. Wantland,
a rallroad company's general sales

agent who has made a particular study
of all public land questions, this law
affords to capital its only opportunity
to ghare in the reclamation of the Arid
Empire. Irrigation enterprisey, con-
ducted by private persons or corpora-
tions, are impracticable under cither
the homestead or the desert land laws;
but under the Carey act capital is ab-
solutely secure, while the rights of set-
tlers are fully protected by state super-
vislon and control. The state, In fact,
owns the land until the settler has
patd for his water rights; and deferred
payments for the water righty are a
first llen upon the land in favor of
the - construction company until they
have been fully liquidated.

SETTLERS GET BIG BENEFITS.

The advantages to the settlers con-
sist in the extremely easy terms offered,
and in the fact that the ownership of
the irrigntion system passes into their
hands when the construction company
has been paid, Each state has {ts own
laws, defining the terms upon which
ownership of lands and water rights

may be acquired. The two are in-
separable. The lands segregated under

the Carey act cannot be acquired with-
out the water rights, nor can the water
rights be acquired without the lands,
Most of the states have modeled their
laws after those of Idaho, which are,
therefore, falrly typleal. Under these
laws an entry can be made elther In
person or by agent, the amount being
limited to 160 acres to one person. Na
regldent I8 required untll within six
months after notice that water is ready
for delivery, After that time residence
{8 continuous until final proof, which
Is usually made within 90 days, but
which can be made at any time within
three vears after delivery of water,
One-eighth of the land is required to
be cultivated, and Carey act entries ave
ussizmable.

ENCOURAGES HOME SEFRKRERS,

These liberal provisions of the law are
particularly attractive to homeseekers,
Suitable reclamation of the land f{s
requlred; bul at the same time resi-
dence I8 not required untll water Is
ready for delivery, and until eonditions
are such that lfe is tolerable. The
fact that entries are transferable and
title easily acquired are of inestimable
value In glving credit to members of
these new communities that are being
established In the desert with both
bankers and merchants,
