ready on hand, The grain ready® to
be thrashed next month will amount

to more than 4,000 bushels, besides an-
other 1,000 still on hand., The ranch
is well stocked with cattle and horses,
which are in excellent condition and in
the near future more cattle will be
purchased to kKeep pace with the far-
ther development of the resources of the
land. Altogether, the outlook is very
gratifying, and emphasizes the wigdom
of the selection of losepa as a gather-
ing place for the Hawailan people.
