Weather Burenan Tells About Snow/fall
Throughout State During December,

More sloppy  weather Is  coming,
Here's what the weather office says
about it: High barometric pressure

prevalled over the Rocky Mountain
slope, plateu, gulf and Atlantic states,
Low pressure extended over the middla
Pacific coast and central Canada, These
conditions have caused rain or snow
over portions of Oregon, Washington,
Gulf and Atlantle states, lake region,
Ohio valley, Tennessee and Manitoba,

Tha Pacific storm will probably causa
partly cloudy tonight, and rain of
snow in this vicinity Saturday,

Regarding snowfall during December,
the hureau's report for that month
says:

The snowfall the month of De-
comber  was unevenly distributed
throughout thae state, the largest
smount being over the northern-central
portion, and the smallest over the ex-
treme southern counties. The depth of
snow on the ground at the end of the
month averaged one to seven inches in
the valleys, and one to four feet in
the higher altitudes. The supply of
gnow in the mountains was in good
condition generally, belng well drifted
and packed. The amount of snowfal]
for the month was about the average
with few exceptions, The prospective
water supply was very good for irri-
gation purposes for next season, The
stage of water in the lakes and vivera
was above the average, and the ground
was well saturated with moisture from
rain and melted snow,

EVENTH YEAR

DEMONSTRATION
BY SUFFRAGETTES

Make One on Arrival of Ministers
At Downing Street to Attend
First Cabinet Meeting.

ENTER PREMIER'S RESIDENCE

Some Had Chains Around Waist,
Which They Attached to Rail-
ings When Police Arrived.

Had to Remove Them by Force—Ites
fused to Give Seenvity for Good
Behavior and Sent to Prison,

—

London, Jan, 17-=The arrival of the
minlsters at Downing street today o
attend the first meeting of the cabinet
before the asgembling of parliament
was made the ovcasion of a publio dem-
onstration by the woman suffragists.
The police anticipated trouble and a
large force was present, but the women
succeeded fn making their way inside
the residence of Premier Campbell
Bannerman, and flve arrests were made
before order was restored.

Some of the demonstrants adopted a
novel manner to prevent being earried
off by the police. They had sttached
to their beits stout chains, which, when
they saw the police about to Iy hands
on them, they quickly threw around
the iron ralling in front of the bulld-
ing. I'he police had to take these
chains by force before they could get
the women away,

The suffragists subsequently were nr-
raigned in the Bow street police court,
They refused to give scourities for
thelr good behavior*and were sent to
prison for three weeks.

NO WORD YET

Chief Pitt Has Not Been Apprised

0f Officers’ Departure
With Sullivan.

Chief of Police Pitt stated this, morn-
ing that he did not know whether or
not Detectives Chase and Shannon had
left Portland with Sullivan,

“When they left here,"” sald the
chief, “I instructed the boys to wire
me the day they left with the prison-
er, 8o far I have received no wire to
that effect and I don't know whether
or not they left yesterday morning or
today."

There has been soma talk about vio-
lence to Sullivan when he shall reach
the city, and this talk may have reach-
ed the earz of Chiel Pitt, but so far
it has only been talk without any def-
inite features asszociated with it. Jt
may have been deemed wise on the
part of the detectives, however, to keasn
the time of thelr arrlval here a secret,
“just to be on the safe side.”

I1f the officers left Portland yester-
day morning, they should arrive here
with the prisoner before midnight to-
night. They wlill take no.ghances with
the Jdesperate crook, but will bring him
back not only securely handeuffed, hut
with an Oregon boot on. The boot 18
miude of solid steel and is  fastenad
around the ankle with u screw key, It
welghs in the neighborhood of a0
pounds and is impossible to remove ex-
cept with a serew key, With this and
a palr of handcuffs on, Sullivan’'s
chances for escape from two vigilent
officers will be next to nothing.
