When on points which are vital to
the final outcome of the case, the tall
detendant-witness leans forward and
rolls a handkerchief between his
palme  thoughtfully. At all times
Sheets appears confident and certain
and answers without hesitation in a
muajority of instances.

As he neared the end of his examina-
tion he said angrily, “I never got &
dlshonest cént and no one will say so
execept & thief testifying against me for
immunity.”

HIS TEXPLANATION.

He explained why he didn't arrest
Bell when that individual came into
ns office with Alexander McWhirter
in substance as follows: *“I regarded
Bell a8 an outsider trying to squ#re
things, There is usually some one who
had nothing to do with the game who
tries to console the sucker and thats
what I thought about Bell., I asked
MeWhirter if he wanted Bell arrested;
he sald, “No,” all he wanted was his
meney. He did say that Bell was “in-
irectly one of the gang.'

Sheets' cross-examination will prob-
ably consume the greater portion of
the afternoon.

SHEETS' STORY.

(George A, Sheets, defendant, took the
witness chair at 10:45.

POLISH WEDDING
ENDS IN RIOTING

Four Men Stabbed and Niay Die
As Result of Cele-
bration.

ATTEMPTED MURDER AT JAIL

After Being Arrested Brother of Bride
Tried to Slay Pole Who Was
Bleeding to Death,

Chicago, Feb, 2i—Four men wera
gtabbed In a manner likely to prove
fatal, 16 others, including a policeman,
were severely cut and several others
slightly injured in a riot between two
factions of Polish celebratorg early to-
day.

The fight marked the end of festivi-
ties In the saloon of Joseph Kuta, 73
Front street. The gjoters were guests
at the wedding of Leo Chasski and
Mary Wadaya. The conflict had its ori-
gin in an old controversy between the
two factions of Poles and a free-for-
all fight in which knives, beer bottles,
chairs and tables were used, followed
several quarrels which occurred early
in the evening, The men who will prob-
ably die are James Grimm, John Lu-
betzeski, John Wadaya, brother of
the bride, and Stanley Wundasek.

LIPS AND EARS CUT OFF.

All of these men were frightfully cut,

the lips and ears of Wadaya being

slashed off. Policeman John MceDon-
ough, who was detailed at the hall, was
cut on the hands and his uniform ripped
to pieces.

A riot call was sent in and a strong
detall of police was sent to the hall,
where, after a severe fight, succeeded
in arresting 20 of the rioters,

After being taken to the police station
John Wadaya attempted to kill Stan-
ley Wundasek, who was unconscious
from loss of blood. Wadaya, however,
fainted while struggling with police-
men.

The bride and the Dbridegroom were
locked up in a cell for a time, but were
later released.

Going back to the conference in his
office, In which the Tribune reporter
came in, Sheets said, “The McWhirters
were anxiousg to have nothing appear
as they did not wish the story to get
back home,"” meaning Scotland.

BELL AND THE MONEY.

“When Bell returned he sald he had
been able to get but $760, but Alex
wanted him to get $260 more, Bell
started to go out and had reached a
point near the stairs in the hallway
when I went out and touched him on
the shoulder, asking him for the money.
He gave it to me and T took the $750
back into my office and laid it on my
desk, One of the hrothers asked wme
what a certaln coin was, I told them
to divide it. Later Bell brought In
$260 more and asked the McWhirters
where thelr grips were, They said they
were at the Cullen, and Bell said, ‘We'll
have to hurry to catch the train.’

DONALDSON'S CHARACTER.

“T have known Jim Donaldson for

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UNEARTH DEEP PLOTS OF ANARCHY.

Thirty Italians to be Arrested in Vafiouu Parts of Country—Murder of Priests in Many
Cities Planned—Woman Saw Father Leo Marked For Death— Chancellor of Chicago
Diocese Believes Society of Warfare on Church Well Organized—Started in Chicago.

Denver, Feb, 25.-~Through the efforts
of Chief of Pollce Michael Delaney It
is belleved at least 80 anarchists in
various parts of the country will be
placed under arrest within a few doys,
In speaking of the school of anarchists
of whose movements the Denver police
heve gained knowledge, Chief Delaney
said:

“We have traced Alio and his band
from stone quarrics in southern Italy«to
Amerlea and have located most of the
towns where they are living. The men
are all stone-workers and were driven
out of Italy two years ago. Forty went
tegether to Barcelona, Spain, Here, too,
they worked as stone-cutters all the
while teaching the diabolical dootrines of
anarchy. They ware discovered In
Spain and were driven to Buenos Ayres.
They remained there as long as they
could and then decided to come to the
United States. They settled all of them,
in Paterson, and after a few days
spread over the country.

FOUR IN COLLORADO.

“Wao have located four who were de-
tailed to work in Clolorado, Alio is one
and the other three will probably be
placed under arrest today,

“We have definite information where
there are others in Wyoming and sev-
eral in Barry, Vt."

Meantime, Alio, who is kept in jail
at Colorado Springs in order to pre-
vent any attempt at lynching, vehe-
mently denies that he belongs to any
anarchist body that wishes to murder
priests, or that there was any plot at
the bottom of the shooting.

“I did the killing on my own acecount

and because I thought it would ease
my mind,"” he declared; “I received no
orders to kill the priest. I did it be-
cause 1 hate priests of all kinds.”
CEREMONIES, IN DENVER.
The body of the murdered priest

FATHER LEO'S AUSTERITY,

That Father Leo llved a life of se-
vere austerity is evidenced by a dis-
covery made by the coroner when he
prepared the hbhody for burinl, Next
to the skin wrapped about the walat
and upper arms were heavy bands of
linked steel chains. and to each link
was attacked a hook, every gne sharp-
eéned to a nesdle’s point in such a
fashion that each move the priest
made caused the hooks to plerce his
flesh and to remind him of the life
and death of Him in whose steps he
struggled to follow. Father Leo never
spoke of his mode of penance even
to his fellow clergy. Father Euse-
biug said that no one in the monas-
tery surmised that the priest was un-
dergoing such unusual and severe
penance. His body and upper arms
were calloused entirely, showing that
when the pain became deadened be-
cause of the toughened =kin, he had
taken the net work of chain and ad
justed them =o that the pain miyg
come agaln with renewed force.

Representative from Tennessee
Speaks of Record of

Fifteen Years.

TARIFF ISSUE TO BE MET.

In HMis Speech He YLays Blame for
Panicky Conditions to Party in
Power and Demands a Stand,

Washington, Feb, 25,—A general ar-
raignment of the Republican party
was made in the house of representa-
tives today by Mr. Garrett of Tennes-
see.  He charged that during its en-
tire career that party had had just
three fundamental arguments with
which to appeal to voters., He assert-
ed that the party came into power by
an affillation with the anti-slavery
sentiment of the country, while In the
second stage the Republicans retained
power “by appealing to the heroie
memories and the intense but inevit-
able prejudices engendered in the war
in which slavery was abolished.” For
two decades, he declared, the “bloody
shirt” was the party banner, “and be-
hind its crimson flowing folds they
marched to victory after vietory.” Tha
third stage, he sald, was “the argument
with which we of this generation are
s0 familar,” that Republican success
means prosperity and Democratic sue-
cess does not., This last contention
had become the battle hymn of the
party.

RECORD OF FIFTEEN YEARS,

Not In fifteen years, he charged, had
the Republican party as such faced an
lgsue squarely "out in the open sun-
light of judgment and reason.”

Mr. Garrett declared that every panie
since 1860 “has bad its beginning with
the Republican party In power and
with Republican legislation on the
statute books,” He undertook to re-
fute the Republlican allegations that
the panfe of 1888 was In anticipation
of o Demogratic adminlstration. Re.
ferving to conditlons existing in Oc-
tober, 1807, with the Republicans in
full control, he sald the business In-
terests knew in advance there would
be no tarit tinkering before 1809, He
scouted the idea that the Republicans
during the short sessfon would revise
the tariff, "Oh, no,” he sald, ‘the
tarift will be revised at the next long
sossion by a Demooratic house." He
