One of the
latest indications was @ fight which
occurred on the corner of West Tem-
ple and Second South strects Saturany
afternoon, Three men employed at the
Rio Grande shops to take placess
strikers had come up town to make a

number of purchases, such as ghoes,
working clothes, ete,
ATTACK WAS SUDDEN.

The trlo was walting for the Rio
arande depot car. Their arms were
loaded with bundles, Suddenly and
quietly, in the neighborhood of eignt

men, appeared and the attack was on.,
What followed could not be called a
fight; the sides were uneven and the
attack too sudden.

ONE KNOCKED DOWN,
One of the eight pounced on a lit-

tle fellow and knocked him to the
ground. Eye witnesses say a gash was

cut in his cheek. Others of the at-
tacking force jumped on the second
strikebreaker. The third got away. A

great crowd gathered and intense
citement reigned for a few minutes,
The strikebreakers got away and scur-
ried down West Temple street, Eye
witnesses say they bhelieve one of the
attacking party wore brass knuckles,

POLICEMEN APPEAR.

After it was all over, but while it
was still soon csotugh to put up a good
bluff, a squad of policemen charged
down upon the scenc; saw a crowd dis-
persing; looked at cach other as if to
gsay, “Not so bad, eh?” and resumed
their travels up and down beats where
less danger of spoiling future election
returns existed,

BUSY AT SHOPS,

Down at the shops everything is
quiet so far as peace goes and noisy,
Speaking of industry, A big bunch of
men is at work and the shops present
u busy appearance, Nothing out of the
way has been experienced during the
entlre strike. The only demonstration
80 far was the assault made upon three
men Saturday evening.

CLOUDS LOWERING.

Threats aguainst all Gould systems
are heard more frequently now, The
strikers are goilng to put every force
into play to win against the company
and a general strike over Gould sys-
tems is regarded as one of the things
which will come sooner or later. 'The
strikers, themselves realize there Is a
half dozen men to every job just now
but feel, with thousands rorsuking thelr
posts, something like victory for the
maintenance of unionism will be won,
Locally all emploves of the company
are working ahead, some ready to go
out with the call, others less anxious to
quit their jobs but all signifying their
willingness to go out should the cause
of orgunized labor demand it,

TIE-UP IMMINENT,

The following A. P. dispatch shows
which way a strong wind is blowing:

Denver, March 30.—Unless it Is of-
ficially announced today that union
labor will be recognized in the shops

of the Denver & Rio Grande railway,
the strike of the machinists, boilermak-
ers and blacksmiths, which has been
in force since March 14, will spread
to the shops of all the other lines in
the Gould system west of the Missourl
river, according to a statement made
today by J. J. Mockler, second vice
president of the International Brother-
hood of Blacksmiths, He sald a strike
vote was taken in the shops of the Mlis-
gouri Pacific, the Wabash west of the
Missour! river, the Iron Mountain and
the Texas Pacifie, before the shopmen
on the Rio Grande walked out, and it
was only by contiuous efforts on the
part of the union officers that the
men had been restrained until now
from going on styike.

Chester Gillette Maintains Char-
acteristic Lack of Emotion
At Execution,

EXPIATES HIS FOUL CRIME.

Youth Who Murdered His Sweet-
heart Urges Men to Be
Christians.

Spiritnal - Advisers  Declare That  in

sending Youth to the Electric Chair
No Mistake Was Made.

Auburn
Gillette today paid the full penalty for
the brutal murder of Grace Brows, He
went to his death in the eléetric chanr
Auburn without a =ign of
weakness the lack ot
characterized him
from the day he was arrested charged
With the erfme. Gillette appeared to
have been fully reconciled to his fate,
and In a statement given out by his
spiritual advisers immediately after the
executlon, It is indicated that he had
made a confession of his guilt. This
statement was signed by the Rev. Hen-
ry Mellravy, of Little Falls, and the
Rev, Cordello Herriek, the prison chap-
lidn, who had attended Gillette since he

has been in the death cell at the prison,
It was as follows:

NO MISTAKIE MADI,

‘Dlecause our relationship with Ches
ter Gillette was privileged, we do not
deem it wise to make a detailed state-
ment, and simply wish to say that no
legal mistake was made in his elec-
trocution,” i

Gillette himself, so far as the public
was - concerned, pever admitted his
crime.  His last word, in the form of
i statement which  he had prepared
with painstaking care, was made public
uru-r.hﬁ had been put to death this
morning.

dispelled when he stepped from his cell
to the corridor leading to the death
chamber, His step was firm and strong
and he walked rapidly toward the in-
strument of death. Not even by the
quiver of an eyelash did he betray: the
least sign of emotlon and at no stuge
did _he require assistance from  the
Keepers and his spivitual adyBers whao
accompanied him in his last walk. He
Feated himself in the chair, the straps
and electrodes were placed, and within
two minutes Gillette had been officiat-
Iy pronounced dead,

ONE CONTACT MAi)E.

The electrocution was the most suc-
cessful that ever took place in the
local prison. But one contact WS re-
quired to carry the mandates of the
law into effect, and when that was
over, the murderer of Grace Brown
had paid the penalty of his crime.

The electrocution was marked
throughout with celerity, The man
was declared dead by the officials ut
6:18, Two minutes later the warden
said to the witnesses and attendants:

“Gentlemen, the physicians announce
the man is dead.”

The electrocution lacked much of the
solemnity of former executions, and
during most of the time, except for the
brief space when the electric current
was coursing through the man’s body
there was a hum of voices in con\'ursa-'
tion. This grew so marked during
the time that the physicians were mak.
Ing the examination of the body for lite
that the warden found it necessary
to pound on the tiled-covered floor of
the chamber for silence,

BIGHTEEN HUNDRED VOLTS.
The current was of 1,80 volts wt 7t

amperes, and it was held on one nlnx;l«:
and three seconds, When this had
been done careful examination o the
man's heart was mude but there was
no sign of life,

The Rev, Henry Mcllravy of Little

THI GILLETTE.

He Murdered His Sweetheart Hather

Than Amend His Wrongs.

Auburn, N. Y., March 30,—The crim:
for which Chester E, Glllette was sen-
tenced to Torfeit his life In the electric
chalr in Auburn prison today, was the
mnurder of his sweetheart, Grace Brown,
near Big Moose, in the Adirondacks on
July 11, 1906, Gillette was convicted on

circumstantial evidence after a sen-
sational trial in which the pathetl
love letters of “Billy"” Brown, as the

girl was familinvly known among her
associates, 1o Gillette, played an Im
portant part The givl who perished
i the waters of Big Moose lake had
trusted Gillette to make amends for
the wrong he had done her by making
her his wife, and her letters which were
found in the young man's room after
Lis arrest at Eagle Bay, have been covn-
sidered by many as classic in thewr
simplicity and their tender pleading
for the right that was her due,
HER LAST LETTER.

Her last letter to her lover, written
A few days before her fatnl trip to Big
Moose, was particularly pathetic, “I
have heen bidding good-bye to some
places today,” she wrote. “There are
g0 many nooks, dear, and all of them

€0 dear to me. | have lived here near-
| Iy all my life. First, 1 said good-bye
to the spring house with its great
masses of green moss then the apple
| tree where we had our playhouse; then
| the ‘Beehive,” a cute little house in
{ the orchard, and of course all the
neighbors that have mended my dresses
from a little tot up, to save me a
thrashing I really deserved.”

Gillatte had been more or less of a
rover up to the time he became fore-
man in his uncle's ghirt manufactory
in Cortland, N. Y. He had led a some.
what gay life but was given to under-
stand upon hig arrival in Cortland that
he must conduct himself so that his
wealthy relatives might at least recog-

during her stay at her home in South
Otselic that she wrote him the re.

In these outpourings of her soul she
breathed the poignancy of her sorrow,
and her sweetness of girvlish yvouth,
faith and self-sacrifice were ever ap
parent. In her misery she pleaded with
her lover to come to her, gaying that
she had been brave but was beginning
to freel dlscouraged. In spite of her
suffering she thought first of all of
him, and how she might lessen any
burden that he was destined to bear,

“I am as lonesome for you

For the smelter, their experts
tempted to show that thls gas was
harmless, and that other smoke In-
gredients, which they now could ar-
rest, were what did the damage. Pre-
viously experts for the same company
had worked to show that it was this
very gas which did so much damage,
when the point in earller hearings
seemed to turn on the arsenic or lead
and copper dust

The attorneys for the farmers set
forth that the fact was notorious that
this colorless gas Is the big agent
for damage, that in wet weather
it absorbs water and becomes sulphur-

ur-

ous acld, weaker than sulphuric acid,
but plantifully harmful to health, to
crops, and ta animal life.
