AT PARK GITY

Splendid Headway Being Made
With Work of Restoring
Drainage Avenue.

HAPPENED THREE YEARS AGO

Superintendent Ames Recelves Praise
~—Only One Fatality
Occuwrred,

Late reports from Park City indjcate
thal the great task of restoring the
Ontario drain tunnel to its former uses
fulness again fs progressing in & man-
ner highly gratifying to Supe rintendent
(GGeorge Ames and other officials of the
Ontarvio company, On Saturday night
the water was down more than 30 feet
below the 1,300-foot leve] and that it is
receding at the rate of between five
and &ix feet daily. With a continuance
of the headway now being made, it will
take only about 30 days longer Lo reach
the tunnel level, hence the latter part
of April should bring forth some inter-
esting developments,  Last Wednesday
was the third anniversary of the On-
tario tunnel disaster and the Park
Record makes the following reference
to it:

“The aceldent happened on a Saturday
evening and at that time it was
thought by all that it would be but a
matter of i few days, weeks at the out-
side, until everything would )n-. in
shape again and all damage repaired.
As the work went on, however, 1t was
found that the consequences were
going 1o be more serlous than was at
first aaticipated, and though noew there
js« every reason to belleve that the
task has been for the most part
aceomplished, it has been 4 most ex-
penstve  and difficutt undertaking.
Though the work has been more or
less dangerous at all times, so far there
hag been but one fatality among the
workmen emploved there, the vietim
being Andrew Nystrom, who was
overcome by bad alr and drowned on
the 22nd of November, 1905. This acei-
dent occurred about 12,000 feet from the
mouth of the tunnel, Nystrom was at-
tempting to go still farther into the
tunnel to see what shape it was in, and
was overcome by the foul aly, f 11 into
the water and was drowned before his
tellow=workmen could get to him.

“The firet eave in the tunnel came
down at a point about 1,600 feet from
the portal, ard the carelessness of the
timbermen employed there at that
titue was given as the cause, When
they had gone off shift they had left
three sets of timbers open in the bad

ground, without putting in any falge
sets, as they should have done, a‘ud
the ground naturally gave away. The

first cave was calculated to have hee
50 feet In length. The wark of open-
ing the tunnel was * commenced at
onee chy driving o drift  arcand  tae
obstruction, and to tup the pent-
up waters steel-tipped two-inch pipes
were driven Into the main waterway.
The stee] tips were perforated to al-
lew the water to enter, and for awhile
the plan worked in good shape, the wa-
ter rushing forth with a tremendous
force. As time went on, however, dif-
ferent methods were inaughrated, the
diamond drill was put to work, parallel
drifts were run and every other meth-
od which was thought might be

cessful, was tried. The work was in
charge of Matt Connolley, who hnq
been superintendent of the mine for 26
vears, up until February of last year.
when he decided to leave Park City,

and he was succeeded at the tunnel
by B. A. McRoberts, a gentleman
brought in by the new Bamberger
management. McRoberts stayed with

the proposition until May, 1807, when
George Ames stepped into the superin-
tendency, and that gentleman has been
in active charge of the work since then.
{mder his personal and eflicient direc-
tlon every possible effort towards the
reclamation of the tunnel has heen
made, and it now seems covtain that
his efforts will be successtully crowned,
and in the near future, oo, I'ne
dinmond dril! has been the main stand-
by in the work during the past sev-
era) months, In February of last year,
the tunnel was opencd to No, 2 8ot
the news at that time being enthu-
sinstically received as indlcating that
a great stride had been made toward
A Victory over many very obstinate
problems encountered in the opening
of the big adit.”

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WYONING FLEEGES -
PROMISE PROFITS

Flockmasters Preparing to Off-
set Any Attempt to Force
Wool Market Down.

SHEEP IN EXCELLENT SHAPE

Commisgioners Say Pavorable Winter
Has Put Flocks far Ahead of
»
All Previous Records,

(Special to the “News.')

Chayenne, Wyo., March 30.—~The state
board of sheep commissioners, which
i& getting everything in readiness for
the annuwl shearing pen inspection, has
glven out the statement that sheep in
Wyoming are in better shape now than
at any time in the history of the indus-
try in this sstate, especially at this
gseason of the year. The past winter
has been favorable for the grazing of
sheep, and with a few exceptions all
sheep have come through in splendid
condition. The sheepmen In most sec-
tions are now confronted with short
feed, owing to the dry, open winter,
and in sections where green  grass
makes Its appearance by this time,
there is no green grass. But the grow-
ers had immense supplies orf hay, soma
of which has been held over for twao

and three seasons, and this is now be-
ing fed to the ewesand weak wethers.
In =ome (nstances corn s being fed
to the ewes in preparation ot the
lambing period.

WOOL CLIP PROMISING,

Sheepmen are looking for unnsually
heavy lleeces and good prices, in sptie
of the depressed financial conditious,
The feeces will be heavy owing to the
open winter, and prices will be satig-
factory, for the growers are in a con-
dition to compel the commission men to
pay satisfactory prices, or the wool will
not be sold.

In anticipation of a combination to
“squeeze’” the clip, or force prices five
or six cents per pound below the true
market value, the growers are building
big warchouses in Omaha, Cody and
other places, and with those at Casper,
Douglas and Cleariont, they will be
able to store the entire clip of the state
which this year will aggregate 34,000,-
000 pounds.

Banks have been found that advance
10 cents per pound on the wool, and
arrangements have been made for dis-
posing of the wool to private bidders,
or at auction sales,

MAY CONTROL SITUATION.

It I8 expected the storing of from
50,000,000 to 75,000,000 pounds of the
Wyoming and Montana wools will have
a very important bearing upon the sit-
uation, and will in a measure not ouly
break up any combination among the
buyers, but will force the congsumers of
the wool to pay the market value for
the clips.

The wool storage proposition has the
indorsement of the Wyoming and na-
tional associations, and as the clips
can be handled very cheaply and at
small rates of interest to the grower,
it is expected that the plan will suc-
ceed from the start. Heretofore the
growers have been completely at the
mercy of the buyers, or commlssion
men, but large profits during the past

to get out of debt, obtain surpluses
and unlimited credit, and thus hecom-
ing almost If not wholly independent
of the middlemen.
