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Simply boiling over
is how Anthony 1.
from Pioche yesterday alter
spent several days in making an ex-
amination of the properties of tho
Prince Consolidated and Ohlo Kentucky
mines in the famous camp of southern
Nevada and with the general manage-
ment of which he is identitied.

It is really a bigger thing than
I expected {o see and the fact that
the ore is identical in character to that
taken from the old Raymond and Ely
vein in the earvly days of the distriet
fmpressed me very forcibly. The Ray-
mond and Hly mine has a record of
production approaching $20,000,000 and
it {8 not unreasonable to venture the
prediction that the Prince will do as
well,

“The new vein is about four feet
wide and runs parallel to the big low

grade DPrince veln 150 feet wide.
One=half the new vein contains
vary rich ore which we ave
now sacking for shipment to the
Sult Lake smaelters. It is a heavy
chloride impregnated with horn
silver and will average from 200
to 300 ounces in silver, $8 1o

$10 in gold, and about 20 per cent lead,
The balance of the vein is not so rich,
but the whole thing will pay to ship,
The vein was opened tirst on the 300-
foot level and has been drifted on for

more than 30 feet, Cross-cuts have
been started from the 200 leVel: also on
the 400 level of the shaft and within
the next 3% days we should have it
opened on the second, third and fourth
levals, The vein s a well defined
fissure, and (ts discovery may be at-
tributed to an accident as it was
found in a cross-cut run into what

was supposed to be the foot wall of the
big vein, and which carried small
values. The distance between the
parallel veing is ubout 16 feet.” In the
early days of the camp, Mr. Godbe
relates, considerable ore was taken from
trenches along the surfuce by Wil
