Better for Women (o Marry and Have

Children Than to Become Artists,

New York, May 11.—Declaring that
it 18 better for women to marry ana
have children than to become artists
and have a career, Olga Nether=zole, in
an address delivered yesterday after-
noon before members of the People's
Ingtitute, spoke In faver of compul-
sory insurance and old age pensions for
working men and women.

“Under the exiasting industrial sys-
tem,” she said “it Is necessary that
many women go into factories and

shope to do work., It would be better
if they and other women workers mar-
ried, but as they are compelled to work,
governments should be compelled to
take proper care of them,

“This country should follow the ex-
ample set by Germany, The federal
government should institute old age
pensions and compulsory Insurance.
Part of the cost might he defraved by
the employe, part by the employver and
part by the government itself.”
