SCENE IN CONVENTION HALL.

(At 12:14 National Chairman New
Rapped Immense Gathering
To Order and Addressed It.

Introduced Senator Burrows as Tem-
porary Chairman, Who Sonnded
Keynote of Campalgn.

Convention Hall, Chicago June 16,
wConvention doors were opened at
10:30, but hall slowly filled, until at
M1:30 the seats  were only partially
filled.

Convention Hall, Chicago, June 16,
~—Fifteen minutes before the hour at
nvhich the convention was to he ealled
10 order, not more than half the dele-
gates were in their seats but arrivals
were beginning to crowd into the hall,

Convention Hall, Chicago, June 16,
—At 12:14 Chairman  New ruppqd
convention to order, and at 12:20 he
began making his opening pemarks,

Convention Hall, Chicago, June 106,
2:03 p. m.—~—Convention adjourned un-
til tomorrow,

The prayer at the opening session
of the national convention was deliver®
ed by Archbishop Muldoon of the
Cathollic dlocese of mnorthern Illinois
and was the Lords prayer only.

CONVENTION DOORS OPENED.

(Chicago, June 16.—~The doors of the
convention hall were thrown open at
10:80 o'clock as the delegates, and
nlternates began to file in. High up in
the girders of the great arching roof a
band struck up “America’” and the
first scene of the 1908 gathering was
under way. The decorative scheme in
the hall was purely a patriotic one,
with gracefully draped flags predom-
inating.

Senators Heyburn and Borah of Ida-
ho and Representative Boutell of Illi-
nols were the first platforin guests to
arrive, On the platform, &lso, pre-
parcd to take up his responsible dutlcs

OH10 TO FORE.

In locating the delegations in the
body of the convention hall, Ohio was
given the front of the stage as coni-
pared to all others which have candi-
dates. The men from the home state
of the secretary of war,were placed {m-
1ediately in front of the speakers'
rostrum, and on the right of that cfil.
cial as he faced the convention,

Directly across the alsle was Indiann
on the right of the Hoosters was Iili-
nols, and Just beyond was Wisconsin.

In the front row, across the hall to
the left, was Pennsylvania, and on the
extreme left came New York, Di-
rectly behind Ohio were Minnesota,
Connecticut, Colorado, Maine, Nebras-
ko and Michigan. Still further to the
rear were Oregon, Georgla, Idaho,North
Dakota and Vermont, In view of the
delegates on the right of the hall were
placed the territories, Alaska, Hawall,
Porto Rico and the Philippines,

(rowded close upon the rear seats of
the 1llinois men Maryland, Ar-
kansas and Elorida and lowa, which is
expected to furnish much of the gun-
powder for such explosions as will take
place during the vice-presidential
gtruggle.  Way back, the last of all,
was placed OKlahoma, her standard be-
Ing further to the rear than that of any
of the states on the left of the hall
and on a line with the tereitories on
the right,

PRESS PEOPLE ANGRY.

When the newspaper correspondents
reached thelr seats and surveyed the
facllities provided for thelr work they
were Indignant and exasperated, A
storm of g¢ensured criticism was at
once directed at Chalrman New of the
natlonal committee, who supervised all
the  press  arrangements, His only
maethod of egress was to literally walk
among the fmsy desks upon which
other men were attempting to write as
the spuce of passage for the corres-
pondents at the far end of the row
was too narrow and hopelessly Impris-
oning,  Elbow room was at @ premium
and it is well within the confines of
truth (o say that for overcrowding,
down right discomfort and genernl lack
of, udaptabllity to the purposes for
Wwhich they are supposed to be designeid,
the press arrangements of the Repub-
lHean convention of 1908 surpassed any-
thing seen at-any slinflar gathering in
many years., Not only were the press
arrangements unfit to a degree bhut n
multitude of sergeants-at-arms, friends
of officlale on the committee on ar-
rangements stood at the end of most
every row of newspaper seats, oocupy-
ing space to no useful purpose, ob-
structing  the space  already jam-
med to the utmost with correspondents
who had work to perform and in the
discharge of which the chalrman of

the pational committee  had  placed
Berious and unnecessary obstructions.

I'he vigitors' sections filled more rap-
ldly than the floor but the baleony
crowds were slow In recognizing the
more  prominent  men  among  the

A WISE PROVISION.

Tho framers of the federal Constitu-
tlon wisely provided that all govern-
mental power should be lodged with
and retained by the peaple, and that
thelr chosen  representatives selected
Lo administer the affairs of govern-
ment should be vestod with only a lim-
ited tenure of ofMeial Jife, and ut regu-
lar and stated perlods render Wn ac-
count of their stewardship to their
rightful sovereign, ta the end that the
administration of public  affairs,
through the instrumentality of indi-
viduals and parties, should at all times
conform to and reflect the dominant
Judgment of the American people.

To this end the constitutional term of
the executive office i limited to four
years, the senatorial to six, with a
third of its membership subject (o
change every two years, while te ser.
vice of members of the natlonal house
of representatives, the immediate and
direct sponsors of the people, {8 re-
stricted to the brief perlod of two
years, Thus in this free representa-
tive government all powers over ofM-
clals, parties and policles restg at all
times with the supreme electorate, con-
firming the declaration of Abraham
Lincoln that this is in fact a “govern-
ment of tha people, by the people, and
for the people.'”

APPROACHING ELECTION,

In the approaching election, a presi-
derit and vice president of the United
States, a full membership of the house
or representatives, consgisting of 303
members and delegates, and 30 United
States sonators from as many different
states are to be chosen. The result, in-
volving as it does the control of both
the executive and legislative branches
of the national government, with the
opportunity for a change of parties and
policier, is of transcendent importance
and far-reaching consequences, involve-
fug the states and the nation.

Four years ago the. Republican party
in national convention submitted the
record of its achievements to thf Amn-
erican people, announced its policies for
the future, and invoking continuance of
public favor, placed in nomination for
the office of president and vice presi-
dent of the United States, Theodors
Roosevelt and Charles W. Falirbanks,
who was elected and the platform ap-
proved by a popular vote of 7,623,485,
a record unexampled {n the history of
political parties since the foundation

of the government, receiving the in-
dorsement of 82 states out of the 45,

with but 13 in opposition.
WHAT HAS PARTY DONE?

In view of this endorsement, it he-
comes pertinent and opportune to in-
quire, What has the Republican party
dong in the last four years of govern-
mental control—in .many respects the
most remarkable and brilllant In the
history of the party and the country—
to forfeit public confidence or create
distrust in its capacity for future ad-
ministration?  Although some unto-
ward and unforeseen conditions have
beset the republic during the last four
years, yet these have been met and
overcome with alacrity and courage,
and the country has marched steadily
onward in its matchless course of ine
dustrial triumphs. The wise and benefi-
cent legislation of the Republican par-
ty during the long years of {ts ascen-
dency and administration of national
affairs laid the foundation for the pub-
lic weal so securely that no disquiet-
ing condition, not evén a temporary
panie, which necessarily touches the
mainspring of all industrial life, could
arrest the country’'s resistless advance,

FOR PENSIONERS.

The act of June 27, 1880, was the first
disability law in the history of the
world granting a pension to soldiers
and sailors because of their need of
help, without requiring proof of dis-
incurred In service in the
line of duty, and the act of Feh. 6, 1907,
granting pensions to ail soldiers and
sallors who served in the Civil war and
in the Mexican war, are measures of
justice and generosity unexampled In
the annals of a grateful people. The
total number of pensioners on the rolls
188 now slightly in excess of 950,000, and
the average amount paid out in pen-
sions in a month is nearly 13 million
dollars, and in 1907 $138,165,412 were paid
to pensioners,
FREB.

During the past four years the post-
office department has continued its
beneficent work in the interest of all
the people, until on the Ist of April,
1008, free rural delivery was in opera-
tion on 89,087 routes from 16,303 post-
offices: complete rural service has been
established in 793 counties, saving $§9,-
500,000 in the discontinuance of post-
offices; and in every way carrying the
blessings of the free-delivery system
to our rural population, and thus pro-
moting the happiness and contentment
fo of the people <

THE ARMY.

The work of -reorganizing and pro-
moting the efficiency of the army his
gone steadily forward until we have
a military force not only suffleient to
maintain peace within our own borders,
but capable of resisting any possible
force that could he sent against us,
The establishment of a general staff of
the army has made action hy it more
prompt and effective than ever before,
and hag served to give to the policy of
fmprovement in the army a prominent
character,

OUTLYING POSSESSIONS,

The management of our outlying pos-
sesslons under Republican administra -
tion has been attended with remarkablo
success. Under Amerlcan occupation

PEPT, OF JUSTICE

The department of justice has prose-
cuted its work with fidelity and dili-
gence, seeking to prevent vielations of
federal law and to mete out meritori-
ous punishment 1o the gullty. Its
most important work during the past

four years has bheen lo defend the
soundness of the positions taken by It
relating to  prosecutions undar the

Sherman anti-trust law and the inter
state commerce law, by carrying pro-
ceedings thus inaugurated through the
various courts and 1o a final determing-
tion by the supreme court of the
United Btates, that the constitutionall-
ty of these acts might be adjudicated
and settied,
TARIFF REVISION,

In thig connection it can be safoly
promiged that whatever revision or re,
adjustment of the tarllf takes place
under the control of the Republican
party, it will give just and adequats
proteetion to American industries and
American labor and defend the Amen-
can market asainst the unjust and un-«
equal aggression from whatever quar-
ter they may come.

A WORLD POWER,

But, In  the broader feld of the
world's drama, where the nations ave

uctory, our eountry hae a con.

[splnunuu and commanding part. Hav-
Ing become a world power, our in-
fluence fs world-wide and always ex-
erted In the interest of poace and the
betterment of mankind. When the
dispute betwoen Germany and France
regarding the rvight of control in Moroc-
co threatened to involve all Burope in
war, the active influence of the United
States, both directly and through its
representative at the conference at Al
gecirag, was o potent factor in bring-
Ing about a peaceable solution.

PEACE CONFERENCE,

With the sactive participation of the
delegatos of the United States, the soc
ond International peace conference ut
The Hague, in the summer of 1007, en-
tered Into agreements which,  taken
together, have been declared by high
authority to constitute one of the
greatest advances ever made toward
the reasonable and peaceable reguli-
tion of international conduct. Twelve
treaties agreed upon at that conference,
all designed for reducing the probabil.
ity of mitigating the horrors of war,
have been approved by the senate and
ratified by the president of the Unit-
ed States

THREATENED TARIFF WAR,.

Threatened tariff wars between the
United States and Germany, and be-
tween the Tinited States and Prance,
have been averted by commercial
agroements between the United States
and each of those vountries, made un-
der the authority given to the president
in the third sectlon of the Dingley
tariff act, 7

PRESIDENT'S PHACE WORK.

But the crowning act in this dramna
was that in which the president him-
self took the initiative, halted the arm-
ies of Russia and Japan, bringing about
an_honorable, and, it is to be hoped,
enduring peace.

HIS SELF-ABNBEGATION,

Yet nothing has added so much (e
his just fame as his persistent and ir-
revocable refusal to break the unwrit-
ten law of the republic by accepting
a nomination for a third term. By this
act of self-abnegation he places his
niame and fame in the secure Keeping
of history by the slde of that of the
immortal Washington.

WORK OF CONVENTION.

The work of this convention will soon
be concluded. The platform will veics
the dominant thought of the people
and the candidates nominated must
stand upon it firm and erect.  They
must have the patriotism and sagacity
of a Lincoln, the tenacity of a Grant,
the wisdom and moderation of a Moe-
Kinley, and the courage of a Rooseyvelt
With such a platform and such candi-
dates the {ssue can not be in doubt
The Republican party confldently sub.
mits its record to the approving judg-
ment of the American people and, upon
its renewed declaration of faith, in-
vokes continuance of public favor.

DEATH OF AMOS HOWE

Well Known Tron Founder Succumbs
To Iness Which Has Held Him
In Its Grip-for Months.

Death claimed Amos Howe, the well
known foundry man, at 7 o’clock this
morning, the end coming after several
months of suffering. ¥He had been a
resident of Salt Lake City since Oct. 25,
1864, and during all of that time he had
been engaged In metal manufacturing
business. Mr. Howe was greatly gifted
along mechanfcal Hnes, and the natural
inclinations were enhanced by diligent
study in so much that prior to his com-
ing to Utah he was recognized as one
of the leading mechanics of the United
States. His journey to the West began
at §t. Louls, where he had resided for
several years. His membership in tho
Church dated from March 30, 1850,

In July, 1874, the firm of Davis &
Howe was organized and Mr. Howe
was the manager from the inception to
the time of his death, though for about
five months he had been confined to his
home. He was an active and faithful
member of the Church and was highly
esteemed  in every walk of lfe. Be-
sides his wife, Julia Carry Howe, he
is eurvived by three sons and three
daughters, namely, Edgar Charles, Julia
M., Cora M, and Amy M., all of this
city and George E. Howe, of Provo, also
32 grandchildren and great-grandchild-
ren., The funeral will be held from the
Seventeenth ward chapel, Friday, com-
mencing at 11 o'clock.

also to malintain the high standard of
living of the wage earners of this
country, who are the most direct bene-
ficlaries of the direct system,

THRADE WITH PHILIPPINES,

Between the United States and the
Philippines we belleve in a free inter
change of products with such limite-
tlons as to sugar and tobacco will
avoid injury to domestic Interests,

EMERGENCY CURRENCY.

We approve the emergency measurcs
adopted by the government and ey
pectally cominend the passage at tho
last session of Congress of the tom-
porary enactment designed to protect
the country from a repetition of such
stringency only until there can be es-
tablished a permanent currency system
that will aveid all emorgencies.

The Republican party is committed
to the development of such permancnt
system responding to our greater needs
and in line in all respects with the
most progressive natipns of the world
and the appointment of a monetary
commission by the present Congress
which will impartially investigate ull
proposed methods insuring the carly 1e-
allzation of thls purpose,

The present currency laws have fully
justified their adoption by an expand-
ing commerce, a marvelous growth in
wealth and population multiplying the
centers of distribution, Increasing the
demand for the movement of cropg in
the west and south and entalling per-
lodiec changes in monetary conditions,
disclosing the need of a more elastic cur-
rency and adaptable system. Such a
system must meet the requirements of
agriculturalists, manufacturers, mer-
chantg and business men generally au-
tomatic in operation, minimizing the
fluctuations in interest rates and above
all it must be in harmony with the Re-
publican doctrine which insists that
every dollar  shall be based upon, ra-
deemable in, and as good as gold.
