TWITGHELL  WRIES
ON IRRIGATION

The Mormon Pioneers Revivers
Of a Prehistoric System
0f Reclamation.

ORIGINATED WITH INDIANS,

The Congress Hos Become Fixed and
Stable—NRecogntzed in
High Pluces,

“Who were the ploneers In practical

irvigation?" is a question taken up by
Ralph E. Twitchel, secretary of the
board of control of the Sixte nth Na-

tional Irrigation congress that opens at

Albuquerque  next September, Mr.
Twitchell gives credit to the Mormon
ploneers as being the originators of
frrigation as it is practised today, say-
ing that the raising of crops on arld
or semi-arid land was first suceess.
fully undertaken in the United States
"l_\' the Morinon ploneers who sottled
Salt Lake valiey in 1847. He suys, how-
ever, that although the 1tah pioneers
first concelved the Idea of growing
fruits, grain and vegetables on the arid
lands of Amerlea by means of lrri-
gatlon, the prehistorie races of what is
now the gouthwestern part of the Unit-
ed States and Mexico made “the des-
ert blnssom like the rose' in dave lona
before those of the earliest white ox-
plorers.

In & sketeh of the fifteen years of ac-
tivity of what Mr, Twitchell calls "the
greatest unonfficial organization in
America," he says:

PREHISTORIC METHODS,

“Centurles before there was any civil-
izetion wlong the Atlantie coast seotion
of the country there were effoctusl,
though crude systems of irrigation in
operation In the southwest portion of
what s now the United States. The
writer, however, h often heard the
statement in the eastern and middle
western states that the idea of growing
fruits, grain and vegetablez on the arid
lands of America was first successfully
undertaken by the Mormnon immigrants
at the time of the settlement of Yhe

Great Salt Lake valley. |

"“Although this is true, speaking with-
in the memory of man today, investiga-
tion opens the doors of the past and
down the vistas of centuries from pic
tures of the ‘diteh,’ the ‘hoe,' the ‘lat-
eral,! with great carpets of verdure
rows of great trees, clusters of archard
follage and fleld upon fleld of gréfving
foode for dusky-faced people who pop-
ulated a land of sunshine in a climate
which it is sald without exaggeration
can never be excelled. Tt is after in-
vestigation that we recognize that in
the land of Mexico, New Mexico and
Arizona that the prehistoric ploneers
of {rrigation bullt and operated the
first ditches for purposes of irrigation
and in Utah, Colorado and southern
California, & prehistorie race . whose
descendants are the Pueblo Indlans of
today, first practised the science of ir-
rigation, led water on to the arid lands
and made the ‘desert blossom as the
rose.'

OLD SCIENCE REVIVED.

“it was, however, the Mormon pio-
neers who revived the sclence of frri-
gation for the men of today and it was
most appropriate that 15 years ago, the
first annual session of the National Ir-
rigation congress was held at Salt Lake
City. At that time there sprung finto
existence, full fledged at its birth, the
organization known as the Natlonal ir-
rigation congress; the child of the am-
bition, intelligence and patriotism of
the men who settled In the western
land to create homes, build fortunes
and create an inland empire.

IRRIGATION CONGRESE.

“The organization embodied from the
start the combined efforts of all classes
of ambitious and patriotic men and
women. The executive of the nation
became intarestel and participated In
tho movement through his message to
the Congress of the United States, He
gave the movement his personal rec-
ognition and attention and today the
idea. embodied in the resolutions
passed by the session nf the congress
during the last 15 years have become
erystalized into a fixed polley for this
guvernment

“The National Irrigation congress is
a deliberative and advisory body, com-
posed of delegates from all countries,
states and districts, chosen to repre-
sent their respective districts and en-
dowed with special qualifications by
way of experience, observation and
gtudy and thoroughly equipped In ren-
dering valuable assistance in the con.
sideration of irrigation problems and
policies,

“The personnel of the congress ems-
braces the highest officers in the gen-
eral government, governors and legls-
lators of states as well as prominent
men in all walks of life; professional,
commercial, manufacturing, agricultu-
ral, stock ralsing and finance.

OFPFICIAL RECOGNITION,

“Although from its inception the Na-
tlonal Irrigation congress has recelved
official recognition from the general
government, as well as immediate rec-
ognition of {ts usefulness and the un-
limited possibilities of {ts value to na-
tlonal welfare from governmental head-
quarters of baoth state and nation, The
congress has recelved particular atten-
tion in this line from the national gov-
ernment under the last two administra.
tlons,

“This emphatic appreciation of the
presidents of the United States, and
more particularly the expressious and
actions of President Roosevelt, nag ied
to the same point of view aud the
sama action on the part of Lhe rulers
of the nations of the eastern ounti-
nent, Not only have the previous
sessions of the lrrigation congress becen
attended by accredited delegates of
other nations, but even at (his early
dato prior to the sixteenth congress,
information Is being received almost
dafly of the appointment of a lurger
number of forelgn delegates than ever
hefore, Among those already an-
nounced are reprosentatives fran Gers
many, England, Portugal, Poerto Giico,
Mexlco and two other South Amerlcan
republics One special fealure of the
coming congress will be the report of
a committee appointed at tho last soxs
alcn at Sucramento to coasidor the
pruposition of orgunizing an Loterias
tional Irrigation congress, having tho
same odme and objects, but upon a
brouder basis and larger scape,
