3 THROWN INTO WATER.

Just ot this moment the hoat rose
high upon a wave, exposing her to the
full brunt of the wind,  An unusually
heavy gust struck her, and in a twin-
kling the sloop went over on her beam
ehds and the parvty of 10 was thrown
into the walter,

For one brief motnent It was every
one fer one's self.  Capt,  Hasgkell,
however, had been clinging to the sheet
and his tenacious hold had not been
fgogened by the sudden plunge into the
vold waters,  He saw that the boat's
tendoer was right side up, and shouting
to Prof. Crawley wnd Henry IByans he
directed them to make for the tender,
doing so al the swme time himself.
Prof. Crawley, however, still clung to
the overturned sloop, looking for his
wife, while IBvans was trying vainly
1o lucate his sister,

1 the meantime Haskell had gained
the tender and had clambered aboard.
Gutling it loose from the overturned
glaop, he picked up the oars and bring-
1ng, the boat  up near Crawley and
Wvans helped them aboard, persuading
thdm that the only way they could help
the women folks was from the row
boat.  But even then the women wele
bevond help. Weighted down by theip
water-soaked clothing and chilled, they
had been unable to Kkeep themselves
ailoat.  Some had grabbed the person
nearest them by the neck, and in somng
ingtances they had gone down togethey,
clagped In cach other's avins,

The three men in the  tender found
thirt they were almost as incapable ot
giving a stance in their boat as they
had been in the water, The wind wis
too high and the sea too vough, ‘T'he
upsct, however, had  been  seen from
Wagle island, and as soon as possible a
sloop was sent out to piclk up the sur-~
vivors., Mhe rescuing party reached the
tonder just in time and puiled the three
exhausted men abomrd. Of the rest or
the party but two were in sight and
dhe boat headed for them They were
Tatle Kellogg and Miss 12vans,  They
were unconscious,  and although the
rescuers worked: vigorously over them,
ell efforts to restore dife failed.

for the month of August, 1908, of $3,90),-
127, against a deficit for July, 1908, of
$24,869,438, and a surplus for August,
1007, of $3,628,491. This small deficit for
the month just closed is wholly due to
the very large decreases in expendi-
tures, for the reeeipts for the month
were 36,875,084 less than for July, 1908,
and abhout $13,000,000 less than for Aug-
ust, 1907,

The expenditures were $27,835,304 less
than for July, 1208, and $15.424,201 less
than for August, 1907, As compared
with the previous month of July, 1908,
there was a4 deerease in the expendi-
tures on account of the war department

of over $20,000,000, and a decreasas of
over $4,500,000 on account of public
works, The navy also shows a decrease

of $1,700,0000  As compared with August,
1907, there was a decrease of §$2,500,000
on account of the war and $1,172,000 de-
ecrease on account of the navy. This
was also a decrease of $2,750,000 on ac-
count of public works,

The teceipts from the customs during
August, 1908, amounted to $22,533,645,
which is an increase as compared with
July, 1908, of nearly $2,000,000, and a
decrease of mnearly 37,000,000 as com-
pared with August, 1907.
