ENERY DOES WORK;

POLIGE ARE IOLE

Sheriff’s Deputies Throw Out The
Dragnet About Fallen
Women.

I Mean ‘Business”  Declares Shérlﬂ,
\Who Has Started in to Clean the
City—Promise to Lcave.

0

The constant efforts on the part of
the “News' to arouse officials to ac-
tion against the army. of fallen women,
black and white, who walk the streets
at night, pocketpicking and encourag-
ing immerality, are beginning to have
offects, The police have apparently
been artificlally blind to the trightful
conditions. Every night street walkers
have roamed about the principal streets
accosting whoever they met. ‘Whather
the policeman was on his beat or not
made little or no difference to them.

Robberies have been of nightly oc-
currence, Strangers were robbed In
dens of vice and had thelr pockets
picked on the streets. Black parasitea
have heen permitted to loaf Aibout Com-
mercial street and live from the earn-
ings of fallen white women.

Complaints by the score were made
to the police, but little-or nothing was
done. - Conditions wera getting worse
until the county authorities decided to
take action.

SHERIFE ORDERS RAID.

Last night, acting under orders from
Sheriff Emery, Deputies Sharp, Emery,
Corligs, Smith, Sperry and Burbidge
began rounding up the women, Four-
teen were arrested and locked In the
county jail in default of heavy bonds,
Fallen women were found on nearly all
the principal streets plying thefr voca-
tion. The deputies placed them un-
der arrest as fast as they saw them
stop persons and solicit. More would
have been gathered in but for the fact
there was not roomn in the county jail
for them, :

The round up made by the deputies
was a great shock to the women, Feel-
Ing secure from police interference,
they did not dream that the sheriff
would molest them. Their yotes count
and the “American” party administra-
tion has been decidedly easy on them.
Six of the women arrested last night
are street walkers. Two of them are
colored. The others are wWomen occu-
pying ‘“cribg’

HIGH BAIL FIXED,

When the women were landed at the
county jail, Justice of the Peace Lund-
berg was called and fixed the bail of
the street walkers in the sum of $300
and the other women in the sum of
$500.  Of course, they were unahble to
give ball in such a large amount—be-
ing used to paying.the city only $10—
they remained in jall. The raid made
by the sheriff will undoubtedly have
the effect of driving a large numbeéer
of this class of people from tho c¢ity.
Some of those arrested last night stated
they would pack up’and leave just as
(goan agposgibla. Sheriff Emery says
he meang ‘business:and proposes to do
all In his power to clean up the city,

BISHOP SPALDING HOME

Anglican . Congress in London—
Preached In Westminster

- ‘Bishop . 8. Spalding of the Epts-
copal church, ;returned last pight from
his-atténdance on the Pan-Anglian con-
gress in London, whera were convened
representatives - from  the  English,
American ‘and = colonint  1oplscopal
churches all over the world, And af-
ter. ‘a three weeks' session, Bishop
Spalding'  attéended 'a ~ conference of
bishops from the entire Idplscopal
church ‘also in London. He left Salt
Lakeé June 1 last, and returned via
The bishop, while in Tondon,
was appointed by Governor Cutler a
delegate to represent Utah in the In-
terantional Peace confereénce, in com-
pany with Hon, ¢. W. Penrose, presi-
dent of the Juropean lLatter-day
Saints mission. He saysg that at the
Pan-Anglican  congress, there  were
specches,  discussions and  questions
brought up of speclal Interest to the
church, involving the duty of the
church to society.  Tha conference was
of ‘a more technical nature with Its
deliberations of a private nature, the
conclusions being published in an en-
oyclical letter to  English speaking
Christianity. Among the questions
discussed were the attitude of the
church toward intellectual doubt, the
duty of the church to governments,
and economfcal questions, the question
of Christian soclety, what the Ipis-
copal church is doing to promote unity
among- the dhurches, and the matter
of forms iu Christlan worship. Mar-
rlage and divorce were of course made
specinlly prominent, resoluitlons being
adopted decrying the evil of divorce,

and calling on the church to check it:

in every way possible, both corporate-
ly ‘and fndividually. Blshop Spalding
emphatically safd that something would
have to be done without delay along
this line. = “The congress meets every

SITUATION NEVER WORSE.

Frult Going to Waste In Vast Amount
In Utah Orchavds.

The fruit situation in this state this
year ig the worst in the history of the
industry. = The crop of peaches has
been an enormous one, and in many
of the peach growing centers thousands
of bushels: have been allowed to go
to waste for want of marketing and
shipping facilitics. Notwithstanding
thoe great amount of fruit shipped out
of the state, much greater than i(n
former years, the price of flrst class
fruit is the lowest in years.

At the beginning of the season. the
Grand Junction Fruit Growers' associ-
ation sent its manager, Mr, Moore, here
to arrange for the handling of Utah
fruit, to flll orders already taken by
the Colorado people, as the crop there
was a failure, owing te spring frosts.
Inspectors and expert packers were
sent here to ald the growers in put-
ting up the fruit in the manner de-
manded by the eastern markets. J. I,
Taylor, secretary of the state board
of horticulture, took hold of the mat-
ter and had shipped 33 cars of peaches
from Davls county, and 22 from Salt
Lake county, against 2 and 3 sent out
last year. This has relieved thie local
market to some extent.

One of the Grand Junction inspectors,
Mr. F. M. Willlams, who operated in
Davis county principally, who is now
on his way home, was interviewed by
a “News" representative in this city
this forenoon in rvegard to the fruit
situation.  He said that'this had been
one of the hardest years to dispose
