There was something fascinati i
watching the filling htlz of thelplncgturg
by the constantly growing inpour of
people. Before the gates were thrown
wide there were but the bare outline
formed by grandstands, bleachers, ¢tu
house ‘L’ structures, viaduct, speed-
way roofs, trees and overhanging cliffs
westward. Then suddenly, here, there
—everywhere—men and women, more
and more. Every possible vantage
point, however, precarious, soon came
to haye 18 human cluster. The un-
usual number of women gave relieving
touches of ‘colod here and there. And
in the center of this all, in the middle
fareground, the empty diamond, clear
out on the browned field: On the grand-
stands™ werd ‘ninierous  notables and
“fans”. many of whom had traveled
hundreds of miles for the event.

No last act of any drama ever heid
in expetancy and thrill such a waiting
audience as those which today follows
the play to the curtain fall on the
pennant season of 1908,

Hundreds of Its counterparts, in min-
fature throughout 'the country, are
watching bulletin: boards, in Chicago,
whereby almost instantaneous flashes
over the wires, play by play was re-
produced on a mammoth perpendicif-
lar:diamond; and even in the little vil-
lage where the enterprising weekly re-
cords on an impromptu poster the re-
sults half Inning by half inningwere
wired from the press box here.

WHAT WILL END BRE?

Tragedy or glorifying comedy, it will
end finzlly according to one’s sympa-
thies with the actors. Iate has cer-
tainly set the stage and developed the
culminating scenes with a master con-
ception of dramatic proprieties and es-
sentials. And, now, stadium-like, the
shrongs are hanked high here on every"
side; and now breathless hushes, now
wildest cheering indicate the tension
which has eliminated life’'s ordinary
routine and concentrated attention up-
on championship baseball.

At 1 o'clock, Doyle, who has been laid
up for sometime, ran out onto the dia-
mond, and was greeted with great
applause. Both teams began warming
up. The weather conditlons were per-
fect,

The gates to the diamond had been
closed and the Polo grounds practical-
1y sealed against further entrance.

At 1:16 p. m., the gates to the field
were opened and thousands rushed for
vantage places. Soon the police within
the enclosures had thefr hands full.

Outside the grounds pandemonium
reigned, thousands clamoring for ad-
mittance which was denied them.

The police ‘cleared part of the dia-
mond in front of the grandstands, using
their clubs in some instances.

Manager Chance, crossing the field
today to join his team, was greeted
with jeers and hisses from the bleach-
ers, while McGraw, strolling from the
club house across- to the benches was
given tremendous applause.

Mathewson arrived on the fielg at
1:50 and was received with wild en-
thusiasm.

The Chicago team went out on the
fleld at 2:20 p. m., for practise. There
was some booming for the stands, but
the visiting players did not seem to
mind it.

The sporting  world, augmented
by the additions of thousands usu-
ally luke-warm or indifferent to-
wards baseball, ‘holds . its breath

today while New York and Chicago
contend under extraordinary conditions
in the last round of the struggle for
the National league championship of
1908.  For weeks, while the leaders in
the race have see-sawed hack and forlh
with only the slightest margins in the
percentage standing separating them,
Interest has been maintained at fever
pitch. Hut today even that point
was exceeded, Not only the ‘fans”
but staid business and professional
men laid aside all their engagements
for the day and devoted their time and
attention exclusively to the ‘‘discus-
sion of the prospects and to attempts
to obtain for themselves advanicgeous
places in the grand stands and bleach-
ers at the pelo grounds. Aside from
the weather, which could not have been
more favorable, chief interest,of course,
centered in the two teams, which were
to engage in the battle royal.

The Chicago team arrived at 9:25
in fine condition and cheerful spirils,
ready for the supreme battle of this af-
ternoon. They were welcomed at the
station by a large crowd of baseball
enthusiasts. newspaper men, photo-
graphers and waliting passengers and
received a cordial cheer.

It was announced that the line-up of
the Chicago team this afternoon would
nrobably be identical with that on the
day when tha disputed game was
played as follows: :

“I'he boys were never in such a con-
dition. of fitness as< they are today,”
said he, “They always fight better
away from home, and the unjust deci-
sion of the directors on the. tle game
has stirred up every particle of fight-
ing blood in their bodies. I believe it is
the greatest nine that ever played.
Whvilu I have no bitter feelings against
MeGraw or President Bush, 1 am strong
in my assortion that if the tie had to
be played off It should have been set-
tled in a series of three games,  This
custom obtains in' all departments of
sport, and in a precarious contest llke
baseball it is unfair for a team to ho
obliged to rush out of the west and
play one deciding game. I belioved as
do all the Chicago followers, that the
game should have been awarded to us
by the board of directors on the merits
of the case." 3

THE TIE GAME.

The tie gama which was responsible
for today's sensational play-off has
been looked upon from every side as
one of the most unfortunate incidents
of an extraordivary baseball season.
New York and Chicagos.were tled with
a score of 1 to 1 in the ninth inning
of the game played at the Polo grounds
on Sept. 23, It was the last half of the
ninth inning, Chicago having been re-
tired without breaking the tie. Two of
New York's men also were out, There
were two men on bases, McCormick on
third and Merkle on first, and Bridwell
was at bat.

Bridwell smashed a single to center
and reached the first base safely, scor-
ing McCormick and forcing Merkle off

first base, A dispute arose as to
whether  Merkle touched the second
base. Manager Chance protested, de-

claring that Merkle did not touch the
second base, but ran from the first
hase to the club house and the crowd
which rushed on the field prevented the
Chicaga plavers from getting the ball.
Merkle has maintalned that he comn-
pletad the play by touching: the second
base before running to the clubhouse.
After hearing the reports of the two
umnpires, President Pulliman of the Na-
tional league declared .the game a tle,
and hls decision was upheld by the
boavd of directors of the league. Both
New York and Chicago team managers
have aoxpressed extreme dissatisfac-
tion with the decision, each maintain-
ing thot the game should have been
credited to their clubs.

The weather outlook gave promise
of almost ideal conditions today. Oc-
casional fog banks rolled up from the
south, hut not a storm cloud was in
sight to threaten the appreaching
game.

Belgrads, Oct. 8.—The clamor for war
with Austria~-Hungary because of the
occupation of Bosnia and Herzgevonia
is growiug here constantly and scenes
of wild enthusiasm ave being witnessed
on the strects of Belgrade.

This morning @ mob of demonstrators
forced its way to the precinets of the
palace and demanded to see King
Peter. The crowd was so threatening
that troops and gendarmes finally had
to bhe called out.

They surrounded the palace and had
to charge several times febore the war-
fevered patriots would disperse.

The patriots are very much dissatls-
fied with the tone of the protests of
Servia against the occupation of Bos-
nia and Herzgevonia.

Constantinople, Oct. §.—~The pro-
clamation of the union of the Island of
Crete gvith Greece may not  be ac-
cepted by Turkey without retaliation.
1t is reported here today that the Turk-
ish government has ordered four war-
ships which are at present at Symrna
to proceed to the Island of Samos.
These vessels are the cruiser Medjidieh
and three torpedobouats. Samos is a
Greek island and paysg an annual tvi-
bute to Turkey.

The Greesk minister to Turkey today
presented to the porte a communication
from his government announcing that
the people of Crete had spontaneously
proclaimed the union of that island
with Greece. He assured the Turkish
government that Greece was not re-
sponsible for the proceedings of the
Cretans and expressed the hope that
this action would not disturb the pres-
cndly relations between the two
powers.
