SUED BY BROKER

F. O. Altinger vs George Wingfield,
is the title of a suit recently filed in
the district court at Goldfield, which
fg attracting much attention amg some
comment In mining circles, owing to
the fact that the plaintifY in the case
is well known as a member of the
Goldfield stock exchange, and the
defendant is one of the most prom-
jinent of Neyada's mining Investors
amd promotors.

The ground upon which the suit
for 875,000 damuge to the character
of the plaintiff is brought arc given
as follows:

Altinger in his compaint says that
he has been engaged in the business
of a broker with a seat on the local.
stock exchange, for the past year and
a half. On Nov. 2 last, so the Dbill
reads, ‘‘George Wingtield, l‘ulnqu,
maliciously and with the intent to in-
Jure and damage the plaintiff, in his
reputation, business and credit, in
the presence and hearing of 76 mem-
bers, more or less, of the stock ex-
change, and acting maliclously, spoke,
uttered and published of and con-
cerning this plaintiff, then and there,
these words,

“‘I wish to Kknow if this exchange
will permit persons e¢ngaged in the
high-grade business to remain mem-
bers of this exchange, There is at
least onec member of this exchange
who is engaged in that business, and
that man is F. O. Altinger. He is and
has been engaged in that business
continuously for the past two years,
and made a shipment within the last
three days of about 50 or 55 ponuds
of high grade ore, and if you want
the proof I can furnish it. Altinger
is not engaged in mining or leasing,
and you can draw your own conclu-
sionsg, as to how Altinger got the ore.'”
Altinger claims in his suit that the
words  were false and defamatory.
and known to be such by Wingfield
when he uttered them. The bill then
goes on to say that high-grade ap-
plles to ores carrying values of 3300
or more to the ton, and that a high
grader is one who steals this class of
ore, or who handles it, knowing it to
have been stolen, Altinger savs he
has been iibeled to the extent of $50,-
000 on account of injury to hiz bhusi-
ness and reputation, and he also de-
mands $25,000 as exemplary damages,
