Bransford is at prea-
ent the only official member of this
committee,  He was designated tp be
chairman = by the Commereial club
board of governors, cand upon his
shoulders has been put the task of
calling a meeting of those he wishes to
help him in the work of producing it
syecessful encampment,  This meeting
he will call in the very near future,
probably early next week, and the peo-
pio of Salt T.ake will then know just

< how they are to propare for the Grand

Army encammpment, and Jjust what
there is to be done. ‘The executive
committee will have no merely hon-

orary tusk of receiving the honors and
plaudits of the occasion,  Theirs will
be the tusk of preparing cvery detall,
of  supervising absolutely a1 expendi-
tures, and of appointing all other com-
mittees to participate in the arrange-
"n)c-nt of particular featureés of the en-
campment work,

GETTING $60.000,

UIhe finance committee, which will be
the moest important of these, will have
the ‘duty of raising @ exactly . 360,000,
This is the sum it was estimated would
just carry the encumpment before Salt
Lake got into the game of working forv
the encampment, It will rafse this
mmoncy by soliciting o leglslutive ap-
propriation, a civic appropriaton, sub-
serptions from  puble citizens, and in
all other practicable ways. Once rais-
ed, the sum will be placed to the credit
of the exccutive committee, to be
checked against only by checks signad
by its chalrman, and approved by its
auditing connmnittee.

THE SIDIZ TRIPS.

To care for all slde trips thera will
he a transportation committec, Its In.
formation on all available lake trips,
resort trips, canyon and mining camp
trips, must be furnished Col. Sterrott
at onee, with signed statements from
those In charge of transportation that
their rates *will be as stated. Then
in a booklet to.be issued March 1, to
be sent to every Grand Army member,
these  trips, with their cost, will be
desceribed.

Besldes this work, the transportation
committee will have charge of secur-
jng the best rate it can on the ravil-
roads to the encampment.

The ‘hotels committee in Salt Lake
must get the signature of every hotel
man and every restaurant man, guar-
anteeing that he will charge only his
ordinary rates during the encampmexst
week, Then it will be charged with
the special duty of sseing that all vio-
lations of this signed agreement aro
promptiy reported, and that all prac-
ticable meansg are exhausted to pre-
vent such violations.

THE FREER QUARTERS.

"l‘hu free quarters problem 18 ocea-
siongd by those . veterans who cone
from far and near to march with thelr
old comrades, regavdless of seeing that
they have change in their pockets with
which to return. Only those in uniform
will be cared for publicly, but for such
veterans a committee on frec quarters
must secure a list of schoolhouses, pub-
lic buildings and halls whero cots can
be placed, and must secure cots and
mattresses—(without pillows and bed
covers) for such bulldings. Also they
must prmvide guides to show the vet-
erans to these guarters, and toweis and
wiush basins for them,

The committee on grand stands will
have an impertant work bafore it of
providing a reviewing stand, which will
bo huilt at the sight selected for the
parade’s finigh, a  grand stand. for
the general public, somewhere along
the line of march, and a “living flag”
stand, to he fllled with children, pro-
vided the school board decides to un-
dertake this feature of the pageant
day. As carvied out elsewhere the “liv-
ing flag' has consisted of 2,600 school
children, draped In the natfonal colors,
singing patriotic airs, and so moving
with the music that they have raade a
huge flag, “waving with the regular-
ity of ocean bhillows."

IFor the parade itgelf a special comn-
mittee will be named, which will have
the authority, with the approval of the
commander-in-chief of naming the
grand marshal of the day. This official
wiil probably be & Grand Army man as
the old soldiers still like to follow be-
hind one ‘of their veteran members,
rather than any young officer, whose
spurs have been won In the Spanish
war or other recent disturbance,

To secure the lists of private homes
where Grand Army men may be quar-
tered at a proper priee, ‘the committeo
on ‘‘private accommodations' will go
to work on the task of listing all avail-
able rooming houses,

b ARMY NURSES.

And as most important of the com-
mittees there will be that one which
will do a thing in which all of the
old veterans take a. tender personal
interest. This will he the committee
on “army nurses.” “You wlill be sur-
priged,” said Col. Sterrett, ‘how nany
of these gray Haired old veterans of
the hospitals will be here. They are the
special guests of the men whom they
nursed after disasters on the battle-
flelds, and at every encampment care is
taken to see that they are well housed,
that they secure tickets to everything
in the line of entertainment, and that
guides are furnished to show them
about, ‘The committee on army nurses
must  select @ hotel and reserve it

‘especially for them, and must provide

tickets to the public entertainments,
and furnish guldes to take them there,
The work will be delightful, and I am
sure will please all who participate in
it.

A final committee will arrange the
deampfires” which will ‘be held in many
halls, for regimental and other re-
unions. All of these committees, it is
expected, will be appointed at once, and
will be on duty before the end of the
month, The progress of their work will
be told for all Grand Army men in an
fancampment bullatin - to be issued

FARMER GOMMITTEE

Sevier County People Ask Relief
From Railroad Con-
ditions. ’

TALK OF NEW FACTORY.

Beet Growers Say the Treatment by D.
& R, G. R. R, Has Reached
Intolerable Stage.

A committee of citizens from Scvler
county consisting of W. L. Clark of
tichfield, IR, W. Lowe of Monive and
C. B. Greenwood, of Central, spent
geveral days in Sait Lake during the
present week, Interviewing officials of
the (Utah-Idaho Sugar company on
matters of deep importance to Sevier
county beet growers.

On Monday afternoon, by previous
appointment, the committec held a ses-
sion of several hours with Directors
John R, ‘Winder, W, 8. McCornick,
John C. Cutler, ©, W, Nibley, Generai
Manager Cutler, and Secretary —and
Treasurer H. G. Whitney,
tin and Parley Austin of the agricul-
tural departments of the sugar com-
pany also being present.

The committoe representing the He-
vier county farmers, made an extended
statement of the conditions prevailing
in- their county especially along  the
line of the D, & R. G, railway, where
the [nability of the company to handle
the beet crops reached the infolerable
stage during the fall. The committee
reported that n mass meeting of the
Sevier county people had authorized
them to lay the conditions before the
Sugar company, and to state that if
the compuany would erect o sugar fac-

tory in Sevier county at any time
within the next one, two or three
years, the farmers wounld sign con-

tracts to raige all the beets needed and
it necessary, would invest $100,000 in
the capital of the entorprise. 1

The committee represented that they
had laid their grievances before the
raflroad so often that they felt that no
redress there. was possible, and . their

only hope now was In obtaining @
sugar factory. They felt sure they
could supply it with all the «beets

needed. As it now stood -the railroad
was not cquipped ta carry the beets so
long a distance as that from Sevier
county points to the cutting stations
in Utah county. All the committee
agreed that the Seyier county farmers
were thoroughly converted to the fact
thal beets formed the one and only
crop for their county. They were s0
remote from the usual markets that
their products, such as hay, grain, ete.,
did not bring them remunerative prices,
but if something could not be done io
assist the farmers In delivering their
beets, many would stop planting. Con-
ditlons mnow. were simply excruciating
as all the wagons in the different towns
had- been ‘held for days loaded *with
peets and no cars: had been obtain-
able, 5 \
The ‘committee also requested. that
when cars could not be had the farmi-
ers be given the privilege.of unloading
their bects in bins close to the rallroad
track, .as had been. done: in other lo-
calities.

Muny gquestions;were put to the com-
mittee by the sugar officials, and a
great deal of interesting information
was obtained. The committee’ was -as=
sured of the sympathy of the Sugar
company, and Manager Cutler fully
verified the reports of the hardships
to which the farmers had becn subject-
ed, owing to the unpreparedness. of the
railroad company -to handle the beet
crop.

The discussion was at all time friend-
Iy and frank. and the conditions sur-
rounding the sugar industry from the
standpoint of the stockholders and i.n—
vestors, was laid freely hefore the vis-
iting committee. ~ The questions as to
the uncertainty of tariff legislation, the
Phillippine qguestion, etc:, were explained
and all the sugar people were unani-
mous in stating that the present was
a very inoppeortune time to agitate the
erection of '‘a new factory, the deci-
sion was, therefore, that this question
should be held in abheyance for the
present time; it was gtated that it
might be taken up later, hecause ;\lr.
Cutler said frankly that, in his opinion,
it was only a question of time, and a
short time, at that, when the people
would grow enough beets. to warrant
the erection of a factory in Sevier, and
possibly Sanpete county, as well. Mr,
Cutler also gave it as hig opinion that
the special session of the coniing Con-
gress, to be called by President-elect
Taft in March, would settle the tarifi
question as far as it affected sugar,
for a long term of years, He also said
that he had assurances from the rail-
road company that conditions would
be improved next season.

On Tuesday, the Sevier county com-
mittee held another extended meeting
with Manager Cutler and Agricultural
Superintendent Gleorge ~ Austin,  at
which an amicable arrangement was
made in regavd to handling the beets
next season, when no cars were obtain-
able. At the request of the commit-
toe, the sugar company agrees to allow
the farmers of Richficld to pile their
beats on the ground, under the direction
of the company's agenis, after Oct, 20,
when no ‘ecars are obtainable. The
fartmers, on their part, are to agree 10
reload these beets for 20c per ton. The
farmers of Sevier county are also to
agree to silo beets on their own lands,
as directed by the sugair company, after
Oct. 15, to an amount not exceeding 25
per cent of their entire crop, and to
deliver these siloed beets aboard cars
not later than-Dec. 10, for which the
farmers are 1o receive 50c¢ a ton addi-
tional tn the contract price of $4.50 per
ton. in addition to this, the sugar
company agrees that it will advance

the farmers $2.30 per ton on all siloed

beets, the estimates to be made by the
agents of the company. -
