New York, Jan, 8.-1t is not surpris-
ing that Tom Longboat, the greatest
of all Marathon runners, has put the
world behind him and jolned the great
army of Christiun soldlers, Longboat
has two great reasons for so doing.
First, the influence of & good woman,
and the second, example of former
great runners who were not only true
Christians, but ministers of the gos-
pel a8 well, Bome of the speediest
runners the athletic world has ever
known have been doectors of divinity,
and perhaps Tom, the Redskin, has
noted this before taking the step,

Many present day athletes, and best
of all, Harry Hillman, remember well
the Rev. John D, Morrow of Montreal,
who snatched the Canadian champlon-
ghip prize away from & fast field of
quarter-milers in 1803, Hillman was a
warm favorite for the race, but the
preacher's great finish was too much
for him. Morrow won in the great
tUms of 49 8-5 seconds,

Dr. Morrow's parishioners looked with
disfavor upon his athletie inslinations
before the race, but wihen he snapped
the worsted winner over America's
greatest, the flock rushed upon the
strenuous pastor and bore him to the
dressing rooms on thelr shoulders.

The next day Morrow made his vie-

Rev. H. W. Workman of Cambridge
was the greatest half-miler of his time.
In 1001 he ran the legs off everyihing
that was trying his distance in Eog-
land, Canada and tho United States.
As a member of the Oxlord-Cam-
bridge team that toured this continent
Workman won every rnce he started
in, and once ran the “half" in 154 4-5,

In winning the last named title
Hall made one of the gamest gprints
ever seen in a hill and dale contest
He was a hundred yards behind a
mile from home, but shut his eyes,
sgritted his teeth and cut down Harvey
Cohn about 50 yards from the tape.
