John Y, 8mith then arose to rémark
that he thought Wilson's statement of
the poseibility of hig working to get the
arm into Waaateh county unfitted him
tor committeée service.

Hulanisk] thought that the committes
on publie institutions would be the
proper place to refer the matter.

TAX ON PROPERTY SOLD.

Senator Sevy Wants Assossor tu Pro-
