upon any other convict or upon the
warden or guaM or upon any other
permlm with any deadly weapon or in-
strument ot any kind or by means of
force or by administering any poison
OWl or deleterious substance lI1cultft-
tn produce great bodily Injury shall
upon conviction tit punished with
death

The debate centered on the motion
insole by CIa to strike out the en-
acting clause Mr Iegg said a similar-
measure had been Introduced in the leg
Islature two year ago and that It had
felled to pu In his opinion the
reasons operating to effect the defeat of
the measure were just as forcible and
powertul today all they were at that
time lie said the measure was too
drastic and while he was In favor of
providing every protection necessary
for the warden and guard of the peni-
tentiary yet then men know with
whom they have to deal and usually
tall precautions accordingly Tn the
opinion ot Mr Clegg the passage ot
this bill would place In the hand of
unscrupulous prison officer a means tit
doing away at will with prisoners who
might be under theh displeasure and
while the omcer ot the prlllOll at the
present time were nut to be included
In such a category el Mr Clegg said
the act If placed on the statute books
was likely to remain there a long time
and the using nt such power was eon
lrary to the spot of liberty and jue-
llrn He was opposed to the Idea or
capital punlllhment almost till any
crime but when the legislature under
took 10 enforce the death penalty for
any other crime bUt murder In his
oplnlllll It was a step backward into
the dark age rather than a tp for-
ward to liberty and enlightenment

AVENUE TO RUICiDE
Representative nolman said he

thought the very intent of the bill
might be defeated In its enforcement
for the reason that a life prisoner with
no hope or liberation night make an-

assault on the guards for the Urpotlt
of getting a means to end his own ex-
istence

Representative Dyreq of Mnpetc
thought the tneaur too drellttc and
one calculated to Plat In the hands of
prison ometa a power which might-
and might not be wielded with justice
In case of erring on ellhr aide he
was of the pVlnlon that it should be
on the ode of mercy-

Repffatnlalhe Wootton also opposed
the giving ot such power to prison-
otaclas and argued that the bill was-
not calculated to make the pHaonet
more tractable Ire less inclined to make-
an attack on prlllon guards hold IU1
