Syphus wis on a spree About 1
o'clock Mrs. Taylor took the baby to
bed and was cuddling the Infant when
Byphus returned. Almost immedinte-
Iy he flew Into & drunken rage and
attacked his daughter Drawing a
knife ho plunged the blade into her
breast just over the heart He drew
back the bloody knife for another
thrust when youn Syphus threw his
father aside and selzing Mrs, Taylor
carried  her  outslde The woman's
sereams  attracted the nelghbors and
she was taken to the home of R L
Wiatson where she was caved for un-
tll the srrival of the pollce patrol
wagon, The woundad woman was then
conveyed to the emergency hospltal
and placed under the cae of Dr. F
B. Steele who dressed the ugly wound
and had the young woman removed to

her home, 419 Wwest Fifth South street
The wound 18 not regarded as danger-
ous and Mrs. Tayior will recover

In u cell at the ity Jall. A complalnt
will no doubt be lssued by the county
attorney, charging him with assault
with a deadly weapon with intent to
commit murder.

He admitied he had been drink-
fng prior to golng home lust night but
insisted he did not rempember assaulting
his daughter

REASON FOIL ATTACK

“I'he baby s about 18 months old and
she married Taylor about three weeks
ugo,” sald Syphus. Heyond this he
would not make a statement,

It was learned from the police this
morming that Taylor and a fellow
naned Jack Ryan, were released about
the 23rd of last month from the state
prison, where they served a sentence of
18 months for burgiary
