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| INVENTS METHOD FOR

MAKING GOPPER WIRE

British Electro-Metallurgist Has Pro-
cess of Making Wire and Plate
That Give Great Strength,

A new process of making copper sheat
and wire direct from the raw ore has
been inventod by My, Sherard Cowper-

Coles, a4 Bhltish plectro-metalluvgist,
whicly makes it cheaper, quicker and
cleaner than the method nosw inuse.

The process permita of making sheets
and wire of copper in varying diaine-
terg, thicknesses and widths in continu-
ous lengths from the crude metal, giv-
ing it greoter strength than that pro-
duced by rolling. swaging or drawing.

At s cladmed that the process is en-
tireiy now, copper being deposited by
eloctreal agency upon the surface of a
drum or cylinder drlven at a  given
speed while immersed in @ huge vat or
cell. 'The copper as deposited upon the
cylindyical surface is.rubbed by’ the
frietion ‘of  the solvent = solution’ or
electrolyte in the cel, so that a per-
fectly pure metad is obtained.

By electralyte is mean  copper gained
froin hnpure metal by electrical decom~
pogition, and redepoxition, whereby the
copper is taken from an impure and
redeposited  In @ pure form at the
oppasite pole of tha battery, while oth-
or anetalg are precipituted to ‘the hot~
tom of Lhe tank in which this work is
done, The wire or sheeting thus ob-*
tiained s denser, tougher and hetter
texture than under the present process,

CENTRINUGAL FOROCI,

The centrifugal force caused by the
rapid revolution of the cylinder in the
yvat, together with the friction of the
solution itself upon the particles of cop-
per, eliminates all fmpurities from the
copper, leaving the wire and sheets ab-
golutely -pure copper. This alone recorn-
mends the process, as it is much short-
¢r than the old method of refining the
copper first. y

To determine the speed—for that is
the “secret. of thé whole process—at
which the c¢yindeical cone  should he
revolved the inventol' tried many experv-
iments. " The slow revolutions left the
copper deposited on the cylinder rough
and uneven of surface, while that of
‘greater speed left  the deposits both
smooth and highly polished.

In forming. wire, the cylinder upon
which the metal is to be deposited is in-
seribed from end to end with a con-
tinuous splral serateh, the ¢hanne]l he-
ing V" shaped, making unwinding
ecasier, and affording a demarcation for
breaking the copper, making the uncoil-
ing strip one of uniform thickness,

The process of immersing this cylin-
der with Its spiral scrateh in a, rounil
vat contalning the acid  sotution or
electrolyte, and.revolyed at the re-
quired speed, can produce a strip of
wilre from three to flve miles in length: |
and by the same process the eopper:
sheet or copper cylinders so much used
in the textile industries.

TEN TIMES BTASTER.

The copper produced. by this method
is to all purposes absolutely pure, the
finished "article containing 3 pér ceat
impurities and the copper  ls as hard
as i obtained by cold rolling. Tubes
made by this process hiwve bean known
to withstand, the strain of equal to 17
tons, wmid wftes adrawing to withstand
a’ pressure of 3,000 pounds to the square
inch, the thickness of the metal being
only 063 inch. ‘Chis method Is said o
be 10 times, fakter  than any existing,
system of electro-deposition,

MASON VATLTEY ROAD.
Contract is Awarded for the Constrnc-
tion of Railroad to Copper Camp.
Mason, Nev., May 29.—»F1‘:mk Jensan
was awarded the contract for building
the readway from the Bluestone mine
to a point on the Mason Valley road-
way, about o half-mile from the busi-
ndss center of this city, and is now
engaged in the undertaking, which will

require many weeks to complete.

The usual characteristic method of the
Townsite company in doing such things
has given very little publicity to this
roadwny, and it has been _but little
discussed; ‘it is, however, the second
important enterprise  to the railroad
soon to enter the city, putting us in
connection ywith the main line of the
Southern Paclfic at the Hazen Jjunc-
tion,” and giving us telegraphic com-
munication dlrect with all the world.
