At. First West thape ig aibhody o wa~,
ter.about 25 feet wide, which has torn
out «thae foof bridge, and in’ backing up,
evidently from some impediment in the
bottom of the creek at this point, is
overflowing nearly all the Crossings
used for vehicles. A dam has algo been
put In here, and two men ave stationed
there to see that it is Kept from break-
ing away. The south half of the slrget
has been  tlooded betweén this point
and Third West, though practically no
damage has been done to the street.
