were to invade Chicago and other big
¢itles, and that the Major leagues were
to-unite angd put a “erimp’ in the Min-
ors by enlarging the circuits to from
eight to twelve clubs.

When August. (YGarry') Hetw"mann,
president of tha Cinginnati club in the
National: league. and chalrman of the
national “baseball’ commission, was.  In
cdlt Lake City on his way to the Elks!
convention at Los Abgeles, he ‘was agrlked
jf there were any truin in the report.
He sald: 1

UThere WAS a. Teport that the -Amer-
jean assoclation intended to'inyvade Chi-
cago. L heard it 'In the cast but there
iz nothing at all to it so far as 1 know.
The report was ecvidently started Dby
come disgruntled. person but for what
object, or-ywhat he expected ‘to- gain by
it, 1 am:at & loss to know, 3
“As. to enlarging the leagues to twelva
clubg there is nothing In that either, and
1 don‘t-know anything about a plan: to
consolidate the two major léagues.'

RUMOR CONTINUES.

In spite of this statement another story
ccmes from the east (o' the offpct that
the idea of congolidation really originut-
¢d - with “Herrman, Here Is the story:

The two major leagues combined,
with  Byron ‘Brancroft Johngon: as the
Ppresident, -is within. the possibilities of
the nenr future.  The idea originated
with President August - Herrmann of
the Cincinnati ¢lub, and. already looks
good to . a  majority of the 16 clubs
that go to maké up the party of “the
first part of the nidtiohal agreement.

In short, the idea is to have the two
present leaguéas. run by vice presidents
with Mr.. Johnson as the president of
the combination at a salary of $25,000
a year. ‘Then with the major leagues
‘a party of the first part and the Na-
tional association (Minors) a party of
the second part, ropresented - by their
respective presidents ~on a  national
commission  with August Herrmann as
¢halrman, developed a workingz force in
organized baseball ‘that wil] fully pro-
fect the property rights of all inter-

ested. .

S With  H. - M. Sexton representing the
minors and Ban Johnson the majors.
baseball ‘would'be in‘the hands of the
two ablest men in bazeball today and
both' thé'majors and rmors would wel-
come Mr. Herrmann as the third party
on the commission.

WOULD PROTECT ALL.

A combination of this kind would
fully' protect the best interests of base-
Hall, and ‘make secure the. great  in-
vestments in thosp citdes. building, or
already bullt, such as Pittsburg, New
York and St. Louis. Clevelandiand De-
troit will start in soon to bulld plants
only . second to Pittsburg and' Phila-
delphia.  Washington and Boston “will
soon  follow 1n the same line.. Cincin-
nati has already a first ‘clags plant.
while Chicago will be strong on  ball
parks ‘when Comiskey has' finished his
new home for the White Sox; which
wil' be ready by next spring, With a
man of Mr. Johnsan's marked abllity
and absolute strength in baseball  as
the head of affairs, st would take 'a
strong combination to oppose him suc-
cessfully,

‘1t would be possible and feasible, in
some cities, to: play the games at one
park, where two clubs are lagated In
f c¢ity, "such a8 Boston, New York,
PhHadelphia and 8t. Louls.' With non-
conificting: sohadules and games’ every.
day for six months the public would
become familiar with ‘'the ' filne homes
of the clubs and the ecxpenses would
be much less' for the 'clubs' intorested:

The chances for new leagues to break
into. Chicago or Pittsburg  'would be
lessened, and tha annual talk of ‘'“out-
law"” leagues would soon be a thing
of the past all over the country, for the
nmew combination would strengthen the
hands of the great minor organization
that has grown very powerful during
the last three or four years,

BENEFIT TO THE NATIONAL,

While on the face of %:m proposition
it. ‘might scem that | the Amerlcan
league was getting a shade the better
of the move, and might be the aone
anxious to see Mr. Johnson at the head
ofcthe combination with Mr. Herrmann
all’ powerful, this is not so, however.
The American leaguo has for eight
years enjoyéd the remarkable execu-
tive brain of a born leader, and the
magnates of " the National league are
shrewd business men and. are looking
tn their own protectlom: and can realize
how their interests’ would be protected
and their propérty become more velu-
ablp with the new combination, |

Tt is =afe to- say that inslde of two
years. from now ‘at least  $10,000,000.
will be invested in ' the ' two' mnajor
léagues nlone, taking buseball-“plants
and players, while twrce that sum® will
be.  invested in.the minor leagues, cov-
ering tha territory from Malne to Cali-
farnia. It will, therefore, take strong
characters to handle the business, for
a break means trouble for all,' and the
lendars, must be. good -politiclans as
well as good business men.
