FREE HIDES, FREE LEATHER.

In case ‘the conferees, ‘bring 4in
a rree-niae report:the’opposition -wiil
yresart'to:the tactits of adopting a reso-

utlon’of ‘authorization to:the’.conter-
ence . committes’ to place all kinds of
leather ‘and 41l leather: goods on the
free list along with hides. :

By thig' course they count on ohtain-
ing ~all ‘but' one  of the Democratic
votes in the sénate and all but four'in
1he house. 3 0l

The Democrats 'are ' committed . to
Jower dutles and while they wauld ‘not
directly help the hide men by, voting
1o put a higher duty on their product,
they would he willing to torce all the
duty off shoes. ;

The hide men think that rather then
accept free leather and free shoes the
manufacturers and the conferees wio
represent. their views would be willing
to concede a duty on hides. *

The fighting 'will he close in' both
houses.

In the senate there are 61 Repubil-
cans and 31 Democrats.” Senator Mc-
Lnery, of the Democratic column, will
vo.e with the Republicans for protec-
tion,  The 'other 30 Democrats = are
counted on as favorable to free leather.
With these 30 votes ' 'as a starter, it
would be necessary to get 17 Republi-
can votes.

There are about 10 senators who wili
go to.any necessary extent to prevent
the taking of duty off hides.

BILL IN: CRITICAL STATE.

Everyvbody appreciates that the tariff
bill ig in o critical state and not even
its ‘'most enthusiastic supporters are as
hopeful over the outlook as they were
i week ago,

_Greatly cencerned by reports of fric-
tion between Senator Aldrich and Rep-
refentative Payne on the Sunday night
session of the!tariff conference commit-
tee, many members of the senate and
house today besieged the offices of the
two leaders in efforts to learn ‘if possi-
ble what the outcome is to be. At both
offices, it was stated that the ill feeling
engendered by the attempt last night to
compel ‘a vote on-making hides dutiable
at 714 per cent had not widened the
breach between the senateiand house
so much as had Heen indicated by pub-
lished 'stories of the controversy.

Beéfore the sessions of the conference
conimittes at 2:80 p. n1. today, Senator
Aldrich told all of his callers there was
yet a c¢chance to patch up all differ-
ences so that a report could be made
to the house tomorrow. -

Washington, D. C, July 26.—In re-
sponse to a question as to whether he
cared to answer the charge in a Salt
I.ake paper that he has betrayed west-
ern interests’ by conceding reductions
in the lead and hide schedules, Senator
Smoot: sald this afternoon that there
has' been mno reductlon 'In the  lead
schedule in any’ particular so far as it
relates: to mining of lead ores.. He
further added that'he has conceded
nothing. in. the matter of hide duty,
land that a hide tariff has not been
agreed upon, The senator added that
he is opposed to. the policy of free
drawe materials, so° called because
most of/these “raw'’ materials are: the
finighed :product of .the mines, farmsg
and ranches of the west, In this con-
nection it ‘can be said that Senator
Aldrich’s positive declaration that he
must not consent to free hides is pri-
marily ~due to  the loyal manner in
which (Senator Smoot has aided the
chairman of the finance committee,
in framing the bill

SPREE HIDES." i

On Saturday it was reported that the
conferees on the tariff bill had agreed
upon’ *'tree hides,” there never has been
a4 moment. slnce the tariff bill went to
the ! conference committee, when the
‘senate members were willing to con-
cede ‘so much to ‘the ‘house, or to the
president. - :

At one time last week a compromise
might have been reached on the bnsis
of 7% per cent duty on hides, but this
was not ‘satisfactory to the house and
on. the: other hand, 'the shoe manu-
facturers ‘have positively refused to
consent to have shoes and leathej goodas
placed on the free list, so that all at-
tempts to reach an agreement have
falled thus far. ;

““Phere is nothing like leather," used
to be an old cry, today ‘it is' ‘'there's
nothing like hides.”

With!the differences between tha two
houses on this oie itein adjusted, all
other differences c¢an be smoothed out
inan hour, but nides are worrying both
sldes ‘and the western senators,  es-
pecially’ Senators - Smoot,” Sutherland
and.

Tror this reason, it is feared that'if a
rule {s brought in to permit the house
conferees to place leather goods on the
free list. it will give the adherents of
free wool, free marble and free gran-
ite  opportunity to amend' the ' rule.

Apparently,
therefore, the only hope of agreement
rests ~upon . the chance
compromise® on hides and the western
senators whose constituents. are large
cattle growers, 'ingist that they ‘will
never consent: to. free. hides, .even if
they aid in keeping Congress in ses-

SPANISH FORCES
. _FIGHTING WITH MOORS

Madrid,  July 26.—Fighting between
the Spanish forces, under Gen_  Marina,
and’ Moorish ‘tribesmen was resumed
outside of Melilla at 9 o'clock last night.

CGen. Linares, minister of war, in an
interview today announced that the
mobilization of Spanish 4roops would
soon reach 24,000, thereby bringing Gen.
Marina's effective ‘force* up to 40,000
men, but on account of the extent of
territory on the riff coast to be covered
he considerea it doubtful whether that
number suffice and consequently the
formation of naw brigades would con-
tinue.

‘The Madrid newspapers have been
notified that hereafter they will not be
allowed to print specjal dispatches from
the seat of war unless their accuracy
has been confirmed by the general staff,
Foreign correspondents are forbidden
to telegraph any except official news,

Conde De Allends Salazar, minister of
foreign affaires, in a note to the press,
announced that the war in Morocco was
limited to the protection ofj Spanisn
possessions and frontiers covered by
the treaty of Tetuan and is in no sense
against Morocco,

. Henry P. Fletcher, American charge
d’affaires at Peking, today warned Sir
John Jordan, the British minister:at
Peking, that the American government
will' understand a continuation of pres-
sure on Chang Chi Tung to mean that
it 18 sanctioned by Great Britain,

The prince regent has placed a serl-
ous interpretation on President Taft's
message and has instructed the
Chinese foreign bhoard to use every
means in {its power to arrange the
loan in accordance with Mr. Teaft's
wishes. ;

It 48 now learned that on July 17,
after the failure of the conference in
Lendon with the American represen-
tatives, the British,” French and Ger-
man bankers signed an agreement em-
bracing an “equality alllance with re-
ference to Chinese loans.”

The foreign bankers here are eagerly
awaiting details of this agreement.

The above  disclosure followed
threatening British ‘criticism here re-
lative to the political Infirmities of the
Rritish alllance .with German bhanks
and is believed to have been partly
inspired by Britilsh apprehension at
being involved in- the threatening
iscandals over the construction of the
German  section  of the Tien.

BURSTS ON JAPANESE
." WARSHIP, FOUR KILLED

Toklo, July 26—While the crew of the
Japanese: battleship  Asahi was  en-
gaged in,gun’ practise at Ise bay yes-
‘terday, one of the 12-pounders of the
{vessel blew up, killing four and wound-
ing ‘five of the 'gunners. Among ‘the
wounded were two officers of the bat-
tleship. Ise bay, which is slightly over
100 miles from here, in the province of
Ise, has long: been used as a place for
target practise by the ships of the Jap-
‘anese navy.:.: No additional detalls of
the explosion have ibeen heard from

there.

The Asahi is one of the older battle-
gships of the Japanese navy, having
‘been built at. Clydebank in 1899. She
is the sister ship of the Shikishima and
like her bore an important part. in.the
sea fights of  the Russo-Japanese war.
Besides 'four 12-inch and 14 six-Inch
rifles, the Asahi carried 20 guns of. the
caliber of the one that exploded yes-
terday, . :

'OFFICIAL TEST OF
WRIGHT AEROPLANE TONIGHT

‘\ashington, July 26.—Formal an-
nouncement was made today’ by Chief
Signal Officer Allen of the army that
the official test of the Wright aero-
plane would be begun this evening on
the Fort Myer drill grounds.

‘Today’s trial is to be an endurance
flight of one hour and with one passen-
ger aboard in addition to the aviator.

EX-CHIEF BROADHEAD

police  officers. in . Los Angeles, was
placed on trial today in Judge Davis'
division of the superior court on a
charge of bribery in conection with the
alleged protection of vice in the red-
light district during the administration
of Former Mayor A. C. Harper.

. Broadhead, who resigned from the
police department following his indlct-
ment, is accused of having accepted
various payments of’ money, totaling
about $500 a month and covering a con-
siderable period of time, from *“Nick”
Oswald for permission to run a red-
light district free from police interfer-
ence, Oswald was known as the ‘ten-
derloin king.” It was his evidence be-
fore the grand jury which resulted in
the overthrow of the Harper adminis-
tration and the indictment of Broad-
head.
