dinary rules of the road or to the su-
preme cavelessness of automobile driv-
ers In ignoring the stmple regulations
that c¢conduce to gafety.

A word of warning has been sounded
by President Lewls R. Speare, of the
American  Automobile association, and
his endeavors to control the present
wavea of recklessness hive been second-
ed by the other officers and chairmen
or the various A. A. A, boards.

Many of  the recent deplorable accl-
dents might have been avolded by ' .the
observance of the'simple road rules and
sane  driving,”! sald President Speare,
“There {8 algo too much recklessness in
crosslng rallroad’ and surface car lines,
as well as pussing elecwrie cars’ In clty
streets, when passengers are alighting.
Again, many motorists in des¢ending
hills, ' even if not very long or: steep
one, persist In keeping practically 'the
full power of their motor on, 'If more
motorists would throttle down the en-
gine,  or totally disengage it while de~
soending a hill, the number of accidents
from thig source would be materially
decreased. When the maororists sudden-
]y finds himself in a tight place while
descending & hill under full power ot
even partially 8o, and he loses control
of his car it is the most natural thing
in the world to attribute the difficulty
to the fallure of the steering gear -to
work  properly, whereas, there would
probably have been no trouble at. all
wero  the machine allowed  to. coast
;lown gradunlly under its own momen-
um.'’

SOME ORDINARY RULES.
