DUCK CLUBS A BENEFIT,

TUnder the law, wild ducks are well protected
and the large increase In the supply Is due to
this and, according to the commission, to the
fact that the varfous duck clubs are caring for
and feeding the festive bird. Commissioner Cham.
bers declares without hesitation that the clubs
are a benefit rather than a detriment to the
duck hunting sport. For the past flve years the
ducks have Increased wonderfully and this 1s due
to the fact that the various clubs have spent a
great deal of money to feed the ducks and fnake
nesting places for them., Otherwlse they would
not remailn here but would go farther north

CHICKENS ON THE INCREASE,

The forestry service has also done much to
make conditions better for wild chickens in that
they are provided with range where sheep are
not permitted until after breeding and nesting
time. It Is the hope and expectation of the com-
mission that, within three years, Utah will be
able to boast of having every kind of game bird
that the climate ls adapted to, this under proper
care and careful propagation. It is also planned
to have a reserve at each hatchery and thusg in-

crease the game birds. There are plenty of hills,
vallevs, and fields where many varieties of
pheasants, partridge and quall are particularly
adapted and there Is no good reason why these
places should not be well stocke It 18 claimed
that there has been n big Incr in this sort
of game and that deer has inc 100 per

cent In numbers during the past three yars

The Iimproved conditions are largely due to
the earnest efforts of the authorities throughout
the state and Mr., Chambers feels most grateful
for their help and for the assistance rend by
the various county commissioners and also the
railroads.

Reverting to flsh, it will be pleasing to know
that another big state hatchery to be erected
at Spring creek in Utah county, in fact it is almost
ready for the eggs. Not long ago the capacity at
the Murray hatchery was about 800,000 but it
fs to be enlarged to, and the new one will have,
a capacity of 2,000,000, So that, all things con-
sidered, the wielders of rod and gun have much
to be thankful for, and the prospects for the
future are exceedingly bright
