Preceding  this incident Senator
Jones's joint resolution for an Investi-
gation of the interlor department and
the forestry bureau was referred to the
committee on public lands, but the ref-
erence was not made until after much
discussion of a resolution by Senator
Newlands instructing the committee on
public lands to report within two weeks
bills putting into effect Secy. ! %ulin-
ger's recommendations in hls aimual
report on the conservation of natural
resources, The Newlands resolution
also was referred to the committee on
public lands. -

While the senate was taking this ac-
tion, the house declined to enter upon
a discussion of the joint resolution in-
troduced by Mr. Humphrey The reso-
lution went over until tomorrow.
In the senate Mr. Pinchot's
caused a genuine sensation.

In addressing his letter to Senator
Dolliver, Mr. Pinchot indicated that it
had been written at the request of
the Towa senator, but It was addressed
to him as chalrman of the committee
on agriculture, thus making it an ofli-
clal document

He said that Messrs. Price and Shaw
had prepared as official report upon
thelr actlons which he was transmit-
ting to the secretary of agriculture.
*This report shows that Messrs, Price
and Shaw made public certain Informa-
tion regarding the so-called Cunning-
ham claims for coal lands in Alaska,”
sald Mr. Pinchot. “The effect of the
publication was to direct critical pub-
lic attention to the actlon of the In-
terlor department

“It shows that they countenanced
the publication by L. P. Glavis of cer-
tain facts concerning these clalms after
he had been dismissed from office and
that In other ways they endeavored to
direct public attention to the fmminent
danger that the Alaska coal flelds =till
In government ownership might pass
forever Into private hands with littie
or no compensation to the public.”

PINCHOT FOR PUBLICITY.

This information, Mr. Pinchot adds,
was of a nature proper to be made pub-
lic, “unless there are secrets which tha
people of the Unlited States are not
entitled to know concerning the source,
nature and progress of clalms made
for portions of the public lands.”

“The rumor,” he sald, ““that the Glay-
is report to the president was prepared
in or by the forest service is Incorrect
At Glavis's request I sent Shaw, as 1:
was proper 1 should, to Chicago, to as-
sist him in arranging his material for
submission to the president.”

After saying that these officials had
acted on information concerning the
danger of the loss of the Alaska coul
lands, Mr. Pinchot continued:

“Actlon through the usual officlal
channels, and finally even an appeal
to the president, had resulted (because
of what I belleve to have been a mis-
taken Impression of the facts) in elim-
inating from the government service in
the person of Glavis, the most vigorous
defender of the people's interest. Fur-
thermore, the refusal of the secretary
of the Interlor to assume responsibilily
In the cases had left their conduct whol-
ly in the hands of subordinates, each
of whom was apparently committed
in favor of patenting these claims. '
Price and Shaw, he sald, dellberately
chose to risk their official positions
rather than permit what they belleved
to be the wrongful loss of public prop-
erty. Having violated a rule of pro-
priety as between the departments, Mr.
Pinchot sald they deserved a repri-
mand and had received one.

“But I shall recommend,” he added,
without hesitation, “that no further ac-
tion in their case Is required.”

Mr. Pinchot said the action of thess
subordinates was most unusual, but
suggested that the sltuation that called
it forth was quite as unusal.

“Price and Shaw,” he gald, “success-
fully directed public attentlon to a na-
tional danger. They Increased the peo-
ple's Interest in the people's property
and powerfully fostered the desire to
conserve It. There IS now far less
chance that the Alaska coal flelds will
pass into the hands of fraudulent
clalmants than there was before thoy
acted

“They acted on what they believed
to be trustworthy information. Many
considerations which had not been
brought home to the president’s mind,
a3 appears from his letter of Septem-
ber 13, had welght with them.

RULES OF OFFICIAL DECORUM

"The rules of officlal decorum exist
In the interest of official adminlstration
and of thut alone. If they are used to
prevent honest and vigllant officlals
from saving the property of the publie
their purpose Is violated, and they be-
come worse than useless, Pr and
Shaw concede that they did transg)esa
propriety, But measured by the emer-
gency which faced them, by the purity
of their motives, and the results which
they accomplished, thelr breach of pro-
priety sinks well-nilgh to insignif-
cance.” ;

Mr. Pinchot said he disclalmed any
Intention or desire to shirk any part of
his own legitimate responsibility for
what was done by these two subordi-
nites. What they did, he added, rals-
ed a question of prineiple that should
not be obscured elither by personal
consideration or by possible mistakes
They had, he sald, done
ople of the country what the
people would have done for themselves
had they been In a situation to do it.

Upon the conclusion of the discus-
slon of the Pinchot letter, the presi-
r_l(-nl‘s message transmitting Attorney-
General Wickersham's report on the
Ballinger case was laid before the sen-
nte, but Mr. Wickersham's long report
was not read.
