TAFT REMOVES
GIFFORD PINGHOT

Chief Forester and Intimate
Friend of Roosevelt Dismissed
For Insubordination.

PRESIDENT VERY INDIGNANT

Would Not Overlook Offense as the
Dignity of His Office Was
Being Attacked.

Washington, Jan. 7.—Gifford Pinchot,
chief forester and (ntimate friend of
Theodore Roosevelt, tonight was dis-
missed from the service of the United
States by President Taft for insub-
ordination. Aseoclate Forester Overton
W. Price and Asst. Law Officer Alex-
ander ¢ Shaw, Pinchot's immedlate
assistants In the forestry bureau, fol-
lowed their chief out of government
employ. Thoroughly indignant over the
actlon of Mr. Pinchot In Inducing Sena-
tod Dolllver to read a letter from him
In the senate yesterday, President Taft
today would listen to no advics that
the forester's violation of executive or-
ders be overlooked pending the Inquiry
s00n to be undertaken by Congress. He
declared the dignity of the presidential
office was being attacked, and he would

be unfaithful to his trust if he submit-
ted longer

WHAT DISMISSAL MBANS

Mr. Taft undoubtedly realizes fully
what the dig 1 of Forester Pinchot
means In a political woy, He has beoen
convinced for some time that the so-
called “Insurgents’” and other critics of
his administration had enlisted the ser-
vices of Mr Pinchot, and practically
were defying him to dismiss Pinchot
from office. The latter's letter of yes-
terday, few here doubt, was written
with the direct purpose of “putting it
squarely up to the president.'”

The president sought to avold the
threatened war as long as he could,
but declared today that patience had
ceased to be a virtue. He picked up
the gage of battle thrown down by Muv
Pinchot through the hand of Senator
Dolliver In the senate, and, with the
administration supporters, {8 ready for
the coming fray.

Polltical observers In Washington de-
clare that the situation created by fo-
day’s developments I8 the most tense
in many years What the outcome
will be, no one {s willing to prophesy

In the house of representatives today
Speaker Cannon lost his first fight to
the Insurgents, who, combining with
the Democrats. caused to be adopted «n
amendment to the Ballinger-Pinchot
Inquiry, so as to take from the speaker

bers of the joint special committee of
investigation.

The margin of victory was narrow-—
three votes—but the Insurgents and
Democrats allke are jubllant tonight
The dismiesal of Pinchot has lent fuel
to the flame of their celebration, and
they are venturing all manner of pre-
dictions as to what will happen

Three Republicans, not classed as ‘In-
surgents,’ but who profeas their
friendsnip for Pinchot, voted with the
“insurgents’”” and Democrats for the
{ amendment, which ealls for the selec-
| tion of the house investigators by elec-
tion from the floor.

The cabinet was in special session
prictically the entire afternoon, follow-
ing the regular sapsion of the morning.
Recy. Ballinger, cognizant of the action
that was about to be taken remalned
away from the uafternoon sitting. It
| was at the end of this special sesslon
tonight that the president gave out
the letter he had written to Mr. Pinchot
notifying him that his usefulness as a
public servant under the present ad-
minlstration was at an end

PINCHOT'S CHIEF ACOUSER

Secy. of Agriculture Wilson, Pinchot's
immediate superior, It appears was one
of the forester's chlef accusers. Ha told
President Taft that he advised Mr.
Pinchot not to send the letter to Sena-
tor Dolliver, that Pinchot had told him
he had such a letter In mind, and
“could induce Senator Dolllver” to read
it on the day that President Taft's
gpecii]l message transmitting the at-
torney-general’'s exoneration of Secy.
Ballinger was to be presented to the
senate.

It was this story of Pinchot's ap-
parently calculated fnsubordination that
aroused the president to Keenest re-
sontment,

Mr Taft accused Pinchot of having
taken his stand agalnst Secy. Ballinger
wholly upon the evidence adduced by
L. R Glavis and without regard for
tho evidence on the other side, on file
in the Interior department.

The letter directing Secy. Wilson to
dismise the forester forthwith was
carefully framed in the afternoon sit-
ting of the cabinet, and was revised
several times before finally belng made
public. It Is the president’s own state-
ment of the case

Mr. Pinchot recelved tonight the let-
ter of the president, and Sccy. Wilson's
peremptory note of dismiszal, but noth-
ing about his demeanor indicated that
he was surprised or distressed by
either. To an accompaniment of sounds
of merriment floating down from above
stalrs, where there was a party of
guests, Mr. Pinchot came down to meet
the reporters, In evening dress and silk
hat In hand, smiling and undismayed
Asked If he would say anything for
publicatfion, he replied

“I HAVE NOTHING TO S8AY.”

“Tt wlill suit me just as well if you
will make for me just that simple state-
ment, ‘T have nothing to say.’

Mr. Pinchot added that he probably
nvil! say nothing tomorrow, but he
would not say how long he would main-
tain his silence

The dismissal of the prineclpal offlcer
of the forest service will in no way
defer or divert the congreeslonal in-
vestigation. One of the subjects eager-
ly debated tonight was the question
whether the dismilssal will rob the In-
vestigation of much of Its public Inter-
est, or will make it more sensational
than before, Friends of the adminis-
tration hold to the former view and
today urged It upon the president and
cabinet officers as an argument against

Friends of Pinchot, on the other hand,
have for weeks heen declaring that the
president *“'would not dare to dlemliss
Pinchot:” that It “‘would cause o
breach betweon -Taft and Roosevell,”
and that It would cause a split In the
Republican party, such as has not beon
seen In years,

Friends of the president said tonight
that the actual dismissal of Pinchot
could add nothing to the embarrnss-
ment of the administration, inasmuch
as all the ammunition of Pinchot and
hia partizans had already been directed
against Secy. Ballinzer, and through
him, against the president

As for a poesible breach between Mr,
Taft and ex-Frealdent Roosevelt, that
subject I8 much debated, but any dis-
cussion of that ix entirely specuiative
On the subject of a party split all
Republicans here regard the situation
as exceedingly serfous

PARTY LEADBRS' OPINION

Purty leaders In the senate and house
declare that the controversy and the
summary action of the president aroe
sure to lead to many harsh words In
Congress, and to much bitterness of
feeling throughout the country. They
say, however, that the president could
not, with dignity, have taken any other
course; that Pinchot “had defisd the
lightning,” and that there was nothing
elso for the lightning to do

Senator Dixon of Montana, one of the
few senntors who would be quoted to-
night, safd:

T am sorry that Mr. Pinchot who is
a warm friend of mine, wrote the letter
that resulted in this actlon. The letter
undoubtedly will prejudice his chances
In Congress, but the eplsode will not
affect the Investigation by Congress,
which will be just as thorough as If
this action had not been taken."

Senator Nelson of Minnesota, who |8
chalrman of the investigating commit-
tee, Indicateq today that no action with
reference to Mr. Pinchot would affect
the scope or thoroughness of the in-
quiry.

“JOLT" FOR “UNCLE JOE."

Speaker Cannon received his “joIt”
today In the house of representatives
on the vote on the amendment offered
by Representative Norris of Nebraska,
Insurgent leader, and the voto was 149
to 146, five voting “present.”

So unexpectedly was the victory ae-
complished that the insurgents and
thelr Democratic allles could  carcely
belleve thelr ears when the speaker an-
nounced the vote. For an Instant al-
most complete sllence reigned: then
the storm broke, and for almost a full
minutg the nolse In the chamber was
deafening. After that the Democrats,
Jubllant that they had helped to plerce
the hitherto impervious armor of thiy
speaker, secemed wllling to abandon
their fight against the resolution itself,
which all afternoon had appeared too
broad to suit them, and all of them
voted for it on a viva voce vote.
Organlzation leaders made no at-
tempt to conceal their confuslon. There
was a hurrled conference at Represen-
tative Dalzell's desk, and for a time
the Insurgents feared that thelr tri-
umph was to be short-lived, as three of
26 Republicans who voted on the
amendment never have been classed
with thelr number and they suspected
that at least one might have voted In
the affirmative that he might move to
reconsider should the amendment carry
But no such move was made. It de-
valoped that the three regulara who
voted for the amendmient rwere all
staunch friends of Chlef Forester Pln-

of Massachusetts and Fish and Parsons
of New York.

The insurgent ranks had only one
deserter, Steencrson of Minnesota.
Strangely enough, Fitzgerald of New
York was the only Democrat to cast
hig vote with the Republican regulars,
although he led the minority fight on
the jolnt resolution

Republican leaders attributed thelr
defeat to a large number of absentees
but the tide of battle was really turr
by Mr. Pinchot's three friends

Nearly the entire day was devoted
by the house to the consideration of
the joInt resolution which was taken
up after the reading of the president's
Interstate commerce and anti-trust
message had been concluded Tho
Democrats made their fight on an at-
tempt to narrow the proposed investi-
gution to the general land office, con-
tending that, as no such charges as
hid been made against Secy. Ballin-
ger had been pronounced agninst For-
ester Pinchot, there was no reason for
dragging the Iatter into the inquiry

The resolution, as It goes to the sen-
ate, provides for an investigating com-
mittee of 12 members, =lx to be ap-
pointed by the president of the senate
and six to be elected by the housa

THE PRESIDENT'S LETTER
President Taft's letter to Forester

Pinchot Informing him of his dismisaal
follows:

“8lr—The sccretary of agriculture in-
forms me that on the 28th of Decem-
ber your assoclate forester, Mr. Price,
went to him and proposed to resign, on
the ground that he had been engaged
with Mr. Shaw, assistant law officer, In
Instigating the publication in varlous
newspapers and magazines of ar-
ticles attacking the good name
of Secy. Ballinger and charg-
ing the interlor department and
the land office with corruption The
secretary thercupon wrote a note to
you, under date of Dec. 29, asking for
your recommendation In the premises
You did not answer, but on Jan 4
you had a conversation with him, In
which you sald you wished to make
a statement which should be read in
the senate at the same time that my
message transmitting the record In tha
Glavis case reached there, and that
you thought you could induce Senator

for vou

‘““The secretary ndvised agninst such
a course; but asked you for a recom-
mendation as to accepting Price's
reslgnation, in order that he might

bring the matter to me, to whom, he
told you, it must ultimately come, be-
cauge I had consldered the Glavis
charges and had passed upon them.
“Without further conference with the
secretary and before making a reaort
to him, you succeeded in making ﬁlb-
lie, by having It read In the genate, a
letter from you stating that vou had
sufficiently disciplined Messrs. Price
and Shaw by reprimanding them, and
that your recommendation would be
that no further punishment was re-
quired, and this before that recom-
mendation was submitted to the seere-
tary and me, whose power and duty it

Ballinger and
the officers of the land office, although
you and your subordinates had only
geen the evidence of Glavis, the ac-
cuser, and had never seen or read the
ovidence of those accused or the rec-
ords that they disclosed, which were
submitted to me; and, second, that
you, under these circumstances, with-
out the exploitation of Messrs, Shaw
and Price in the dally, weekly and
monthly press of the charges of Glavis,
the adminlstration, Including the pres-
Ident and the oflicers of the Interlor
department and land office, would have
allowed certain fradulent clalms to he
patented on coal lands in Alaxka, al-
though the matter had been specifical-
Iy brought to the attention of the presi-
dent by the Glavis charges
You wsolicited the opportunity to
make such a declaration in Congress
for the purpose of offsetting, If pos-
sible, in the public mind, the presi-
dent's declslon In the Glavis case, sup-
ported by the opinion of the attorney-
general, after a full examination by
both, of the evidence adduced by thg
accuser and the ovidence on behalr
of the nccused, while the latter evi-
dence you and your subordinates had
never sean
“You dld this against the advice of
the secretary of agriculture, without
notifying him that you Intended to do

g0, and without conferring with me
at all.
“Your letter was, In effect, an im-

proper appeal to Congress and the pub-
¢ to excuse In advance the guilt of
your subordinates before I could act
and against my decislon In the Glavis

case, before the whole evidence on
which that was based, could be con-
sidered

MORE THAN PERSONAL.

“I should be glad to regard what has
happened only as a personal reflection,
so that I could pass {t over and take
no official cognizance of It. But other
and higher consideratlons must govern
me.  When the people of the Unlted
States elected me president, they plac-
od me In an office of the highest dig-
nity and charged me with the duty of
maintaining that dignity and proper
respect for the office on the part of
my subordinates. Moreover, if I were
to pass over this matter in sllence, it
would be most demorallzing to the dis-
cipline of the executlve branch of the
government.

“By your own conduct you have de-
stroyed your usefulness as a helpful
subordinate of the government, and It
therefore, now becomes my duty to di-
rect the secrotary of agriculture to re-
move you from your office as forester.

Secy. Wilson was swift in carrying

out the decision of the president. Heo
nddressed to Glifford Pinchot, forestor;
Overton W. Price, assoclate forester and

Albert C. Shaw, assistant law officer

of the forestry bureau, letters substan-
tially identical. That to Pinchot reads:
“8ir:—By direction of tho president,
you are hereby removed from your of-
fice as forester. You will deliver po=-
scsslon of your office affalrs, belonging
to the government, to Mr. Albert F.
Potter, assistant forester,
“Respectfully,
(Signed) “"JAMES WILSON,"
“Secretary of Agriculture.”
