In Ills City the policy Is not to con
lln1 the socIal evil but to make It a
dividendpaying business which of-

neresslty means the employment of
every possible device to drag
men and women down to degru-
dtttioh tot tile money anl thlll Is

done with the full knowledge of the
officials who are sworn to maintain
the laws against such practices
