'TRADE SHOWS
INPROVEMENT

Compromise on the Question of
Advanced Freight Rates Has
Had a Good Effect.

CONFIDENCE IS INCREASING

Crop Prospects Good—Pig Iron Stocks
Accumulating-—New Busi-
ness Growing.

————

New York, June 10—R. G. Dun &
Co's Weekly Review of Trade tomor-
row will say:

“With a compromise effected on the
question of rallroad rates, which,
though depending In part on action
by Congress on the railroad bill, is
regared as satisfactory, and with the
crop proapects for both wheat and
cotton decidedly good, the business
cutlook shows much improvement
over last week, The improvement is
largely sentimental but increased con-
fidence almost invariably leads to ine
creased trade

"“Stocks of plg iron continue to me-
cumulate, yet curtallment of produc-
tlon was on a much less. extensive
scale during May than In the preced-
ing month. New business comes for-
ward in slightly larger volume in the
west and a better feeling exists as a
result of the compromise regarding
freight rates, Talked-of cancellations
of equipment orders have not materi-
alized and the railroads continue to
place Important contracts In certain

lines, Structural work continues
quite active, and bridge work pending
uxr(-zawn about 25,000 tons

ducers of cotton and woolen goods of
an Intention teo curtall production
very materially hespeaks the difficul-
ties besetting textile lines

“Manufacturers are purchasing in
A lmited way and there 18 some in-
crease in the call for staple domestics,
while the miscellaneous export trade
continues qulet but fairly steady, the
hest markets belng the Philippines
and some of the South American couns
tries

“Trade In footwear continues quliet
and manufacturers throughout New
England are running under materfally
reduced headway, but slight Improve-
ment Is noticeable, ags New England
manufacturers are getting in more
full orders. Leather Is decidedly dull
Dullness and weakness characterize
the hide market, and prices are lower

on about all varieties”
