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UNITED STATES BEGINNING
TO SUPPLY ITS OWN FRUIT

Washington, July 17.-~The United
Htates Is beginning to supply for its
own use fruits and nuts which a few
vears ago were practically all imported
This applies particularly to such fruits

as oranges, prunes and raisins Ba-
nanas, figs, walnuts, cocoanuts and 4l
monds are still largely imported

Twenty Yyears ago the imports of
fruite and nuts were more then five
times as great as the exports, the for-
mer being valued at 321,000,000, while
the latter were valued at only $4,000,000
During the last fiscal year, however,
the imports of this sort had increased
to $38,000,000, while the exports had
gone up in value to $18,000,000

in 188 there were Imported $2,000,000
worth of oranges; in 1910 less than
$100,000 worth, while more than $2,000,-
000 worth were exportad last year, as
compared with about $25000 in 180, As
to prunes, $1,750,000 worth were import
ed In 1880, but less than $50,000 worth
came In last year; whersas the exports
of this fruit Increased from $1,660,000 in
1800 to $47,000,000 last year

bananas, almonds, walnute and cocoa
nuts Imported hed Increased during the
ast two Aecndes, 36,000,000 worth of
bananas coming to this country in 1900,
as compared with $12,000,000 during the
