Al the hearing this morning only one
withess was examined. Jones offered
th tektity to certain facts, but refused
o do 8o on the terme laid down by
the state and the entire proceedings,
including the arriving at a verdict did
not perupy more than 4 minutes.

EYE WITNESS TELLS STORY

The coroner's jury empancled yes-
terday afternoon was composed of H
L. Driver, A. V, Thompson ang J. H.
Tracy.

George Harrig, a former member of
the police department, and who caught
Jones Immediately following the shoot-
Ing, wag the first witness. Harvis, in
testifying, said that he I8 now an em
ploye of the Bamberger road and was
at the depot, just north of the scene
of the tragedy, whén the shooting be-
gan, As he ran towards the Welling-
ton hotel when he heard the first shots,
he saw Sheppard run out of the hotel
with Jones at hix heeis, and when .n
the street, the witness sald, Jones had
fired two bullets into Sheppard. Tne
wife of Jones had followed the twao men
into the street and was at Sheppard’'s
side when the latter died. After dls-
arming Jones, Harris held him In cus-
tody unti} the arrival of Patrolman
Tom Cassidy

John E. Young, an attache of O'Don-
nell & Co., testified as to the condi-
tlon and wounds In Sheppard's body
when It was removed to the mortuary.

WIFE'S STATEMENT

Recause of the fact that a wife (s not
compelled to testify ugainst her hus-
band, and with Mps. Jones taking ad.
vantage of this disqualification as a
witness, she did net appear on the
stand and was released from the cus-
tody in which she had been held yes-
terday pending the inquest. She, how-
ever, made the following statement to
Asst. County Atty. John F. Bowman

“John A. Jones and 1 were married
in Salt Lake seven years ago. For a
time we were very happy, but ‘Jack’
began to act gqueer and the love that
I at one time felt for him falled. Tam
winter he became unbearable, and
along in March I round it necessary to
leave him. 1 know that he loved me,
and still tloves me, but for some un-
known reason I simply can’t love him.
Poor boy! 1 pity him. 1 know that
he was out of his mind when he killed
Arthur Sheppard, and did not know
what he was doing

“T first met Sheppard last winter
while I was playing in the orchestra
at the Grand theater, Me was paint-
ing scenery then, und hetween acts
used to come down In the lobby under
the stage. | liked to talk to him, and
must confess that I fell in love with
him when | first saw him, [ think
that our love was mutual, and since
being separated from my husband re-
lations with Sheppard had been very
intimate. 1 enjoyed his company better
than that of any man [ had ever met,
He was always very good to me

“1 know my husband did not like to
see me in the company of Sheppard,
even after we had agreed to separate,
When my relations with Sheppard be-
eame noticeable 1 belleve that Jones
tfed to win me back. 1 douldn’t
think of such a thing, for I had begun
to dearly love Sheppard and was enter-
taining future hopes Iin him. Several
times my hushand called me on the
telephone, saying that he wished 1o

on important business. [ told
mn'w’ﬂ T was tho buey. A

YAt 4 o'clock Monday afternoon he
again called me and sald that he
wanted to see me on important busi-
ness. I had an engagement with
Sheppard for the evening and 1 again
had to tell him that I could not see
him until a later date. 1 took a ride
with Sheppard over the Bamberger
Iine Monday night. We did not return
until nearly 1 o'¢lock this mornln.' I
accompanied Sheppard into the Wel-
lington hotel, where we registered un-
der the name of Mr. and Mrs. Arthur
C'. Foreythe.

“We were about to go to our room
when Jones rushed into  the hotel
lobby with a pistol in his hand. 1
knew that he hated Sheppard I
seimed His arm and tried to prevent
him from shooting, but he brushed me
aside and discharged the weapon right
at Sheppard. Jones looked so strange
to me when he came into the hotel
lobby that I could scarcely recognize
him. He did not sgeem to hear me
when 1 pleaded with him not to shoot
at Sheppard Jones and Sheppard
went out of the hotel so fast that 1
could not follow them, [ finally found
Sheppard in the street, He was still
warm, and I didn’t think he was dead
unti] policemen took me away and
told me that he had been killed.

ARTHUR H. MOORE
KILLED BY LIGHTNING

Young Man Struck by Bolt While Rid-
ing Load of Grain at
Dayton, Idaho.

Preston, Idaho, July 20.—A terrific
electrical storm swept this vicinity
yesterday afternoon bhetween 3§ and
8 o'clock, one man being killed and
much damage to property resulting.

Arthur H. Moore, 23 years of age,
son of Peter Moore of Dayton, this
county, was riding on a load of grain
in the fleld from the header when a
bolt of lightning struck him killing
him {instantly, also his team of
horses. The funeral of the young man

who was unmarried will be held on
Thursday at Dayton,
Another bolt struck the barn of

President George O, Parkinson In this
city, and set it on fire. The barn and
contents were completely destroyed.
The Parkinson home was also set on
fire, but the flames were put out by
the fire department, before much
damage was done.

During the passing of the storm
anather thunder bolt struck the
tower of the First wuard meeting-
house and set the same on fire. The
flames were subdued after the tower
had been burned down by the fire
department.

STORY OF SHOOTING.

The story of the shooting of Mr.

‘Mr. Rawn was awakened by sounds
on the first floor of the house,” he sald.
“He Insisted upon going down to ascers §
fain the cause, although Mrs. Rawn
tried to persuade him not to do it

He descended the stairs and had
barely resched the landing when everys
one in the house was awakened by the
roar of two shots, fired in guick sug-
cession .

“I rushed out, as did the others. Wa
found Mr., Rawn lying In his nighe
clothes Blood was trickiing from his
breast

“"He struggied, turned over, tried 1o
spenk. and could not We sent in huts
ried ealls for a doctor Mr. Rawn dieg
within five or six minutes aftér the shot
had been fired. He did not regain con-
gelousness

“We immediately summoned the Win-
netke pollce, and It was they who founa

the mark on the door. which estabh-
lished the fact that the crime had been
committed by a burglar Other than
that, we have no &lue

The house was occupied hy Mr. ang
Mis, Rawn, thelr daughter, Mrs Bige-
low, and my wife and myselr and our |
tw children There were nlso thres
servants In the house, 1t cook, Mrs,
Rawn's mald, and Mrs. Bigelow's mald,
None of the rest of us heard the burs
glar.'
