GANAL GEMENTING J0B
GOES T0 SALT LAKERS

More Than Quarter Million to be Ex-
pended by Davis and Weber

Countles Canal People,

OGDEN, July 20.—At a recent meet
ing of the Webher and Davig Counties
Canal compi it was decided to push
to a completion the improvements of
its canal These will involve the ex
penditure of more than a quarter of
milllon dollars in menting its gre
irrigating ditch from the intake at thi
mouth of Weber canyon on to the s
ridge, where the first main branche
are diverted

The Gilbert Construction company of
Salt Lake hasg been given the contract
1t calls for the concreting of five miles
of the ditch, both bottom and sides
and involves an expenditure of $150,
000. A similar amount will be spent
in other improvements looking to the
prevention of the loss by seepage along
the canal

Today the contracting firm began
hauling gravel to the point where the
work is to commen ind by the last
of August, when the irrigating season
I8 practically over, the water will ®
turned back to Weber river and th
concreting will begin

When it is finigshed the company will
have six miles of canal with the 13
per cent seepage entirely eliminated,
and the water capacity increased frop
210 to 426 second feet The canal will
be 8B4 feet wide an top, 26 feet on th
bottom and six feet deer

It is estimated that 350 carloads of
cement will be used in the work, and
80,000 wagon loads of gravel, The con-

tracting firm will employ 400 men on
the job

Last fall the company built half a
mile of concrete ditech by way of ex
periment The present big undertak
ings are the outecome

Five years ago the Weber-Davi
Countles Canal company, composed of
farmers in that region, was capital
