UINTAH LAND SALE.

Senator  George Sutherland  Recelves
Letter From Dept. on Subject,

Lands In the Uintah reservation will
be offered for sale according to a lat-
ter received from the department of
the interior by Senator George SButher-
land Friday. The lands to be sold are
such as remain unentered Aug. 28, 1010,

and they will be sold at auction at
Provo, on Nov, 1. 'The lettery follows:
“It 18 directed that all of the un-
reserved non-mineral lands within the
former Ulfntah Indian reservation in
the State of Utah, opened to settiement
and entry under the proclamation of
July 14, 1808, which remain unentered
on Aug. 28 1610, and to which no valid
existing rights have attached under the
public land laws, be offered for sale at
public auction under the supervision of
James W. Witten, superintendent of
opening and sale of Indlan lands at the
city of Provo, Utah, on Nov, 1, 1910,
and thereafter, in legal subdivisions
approximating 160 acres each, as near
48 may be, except In cases where the
owners or purchasers of lands adjscent
to offered tracts shall request the of-
fering of such adjacent tracts in sma'l.

er legal subdivisions,

“*No person shall be permitted to
purchase more than 640 acres in his
own right or at a less price than 50

cents per acre,and the purchaser of each
tragt must pay the entire purchase
price thereof to the recelver of the
Vernal United States land office, then
temporarily at Provo, before 4:30
o'clock p.m, on the second day after
the sale thereof, and if he falls to so
make such payment he will forfelt all
right to the tract so purchased and the
truct will be again offered on the next
day after he makes default in such
payment, and any person so defaulting

will not be permitted to bid for or
purchasge other tracts at this sale
“The superintendent of the sale will

be authorized to prescribe such rules
for the proper conducting of the sale,
not In conflict herewith, as the exi-
gencies may require, and he may at any
time suspend or indefinitely postporoe
the sale, or adjourn it to such time or
place as he may deem advisahble, and
may reject any and all bids which in
his opinion are less than the actual
cash value of the land offered

“All persons are warned under pen-
alty of the law against entering into
any agreement, combination or con-
spirgey, which will prevent any of sald
lands from selling advantageously, or
which will result In any one person
becoming tha purchaser of mare than
840 acres at said sale, and all persons
g0 offending wili be prosecuted erim-
inally for so doing."”

GREEK MURDERER
SOUGHT IN UTAH

Fugitive From His Native Land.
George Velemochitas
May be Here.

WAS FOLLOWED 4,000 MILES

United States Immigration Bureau Is
Pursuing Man in Mining Camps
And Smelier Towns of West,

Murdering a countryman in Greece
a little over a year 4g0 and fMeeing to
the United States, the pursuit of George
D, Velemochitas has led to this city,
where the officials of the United States
immigration service are scouring the
colony for trace of the fugitive.

Jesse (. Hise, In charge of the Sait
lLake office of the immigration bureau,
alded by other United States officers,
has been on the trall of Velemochitus
since he first landed in New York and
the trail has been hotter with every
day's developments. James F. Thorpe,
a Greek interpreter, hag been rendering
valuable assistance in the matter of
gathering Information from his fellows
countrymen, but the clannishness of
many of them, the officials believe, has
been brought into play to conceal the
man, rather than to ald the government
in the capture of the fugitive, In this
city, however, the officials are relying
to a4 great extent on the better class
of Greeks to aid them in their pursuit.
Velemochitas was last heard of in Ely,
from which' town the officers have just
returned to this city In the bellef that
their man was headed for Bingham
canyong where the trail Is now being
followed,

Higse and Thorpe spent four days In
Ely endeavoning to secure information
that might lead to the capture of the
man whom they had followed for
almost 4,000 miles, The immigration
bureau is desirous of catching the for-
elgner o that he may be deported to
his native land to answer for a hein-
ous crime.

LEFT FOR BINGHAM,

Learning that he was being closely
pressed, it is said that the Greek took
his sudden departure from McGill three
days ago, and was supposed to be head-
ed for Bingham canyon The governs
ment detectives left Ely shortly after-
wards, and expect to locate the fore
clgner near this city.

Deputy Sheriff George F. Newman of
MeGill, Nev., Is keeping a close watch
on the forelgn quarter there, because
the police officers are not positive that
Velemochitas has left the district.
Some of the officials feel inclined to
belleve that the Greek is being con-
cealed by his clanniah compatriots at
the amelter. The foreigners have thus
far refused to divulge any information
that might be of benefit to the officers.

The government has offered a large
reward for the detection of the crimin-
al, and It was at the suggestion of Sher-
iff Butler of White Pine county that
Hise and Thorpe were induced to make
