15 GOTHAM THIEF

Peter Maris Admits Picture Sent
Is His Likeness Taken
In New York.

ROBBED COUNTRYMAN THERE.

Dentes He Is Involved in Crime, but
Wil be Held for Metropolitan
Policve,

Photographs received by Chief of Po-
lice Barlow this morning completely

identifies “RBillY Berberopoulos, allas

Pete Marls, the Greek still held In cus-
tody after a vigorous fght for free-

dom, as the man wanted in New York

for the alleged hold-up and robbery of

a fellow countryman In the Waldort-
.

Astoria hotel of $4,000,

Maris, as he was known here, was
arrested a week ago by Patrolman
Radke on information recelved by the
police that he was wanted in New
York on the robbery charge, The

Greek strenuously denied that he was

gullty of any erime or wanted In any

city, and sought his release under ha-

beas corpus proceedings. The pollce
won in thelr endeavor to hold him and

after the petition for the writ was de-

nled filled a charge against Maris as be-
ing a fugitive from Justice. ‘Through
Atty. Culbert [, Olsen the prisoney
entersdd a plea of  not gullty, and
sought an immediate hearing., Judge
Whitaker, however, granted the motion
of the prosecutor, to give the police
an opportunity to receive the advice
from New York, B

In response to the telegram sent an-
nouncing the arrest, Chief Barlow to-
day received from the New York police
department photograpns which com-
pletely ideéntified the Greek. In the de.
seription he is classod as a “‘general
thief,” and has & New York police rec-
ord under goeveral names.

When shown the photograph by (Chief
Harlow In the county jail, Maris ad-
mitted, reluctantly, that it was his like-
ness and attempted a feeble denjal that
he was wanted. He, in admitting the
likeness, sald that it had been taken
three years ago, when he had been ar-
rested by “a Greek policeman,” be-
cause of a fued, He denied, in spite of
the charge “general thief,"” that he was
involved in any robbery or other crime

To Chief Barlow Marls stated that he
would fight extradition

Following the interview, Chief RBar-
low telegraphed the New York authori-
ties of the ldentification of the prison-
er and advising that the offlcers come
prepared with the requisition papers,
