The result of thiz long Investigation
was the Payne tariff law, the best
tartff bill ever enacted into law It is
not perfect, nor will ther ever be one
that is, but it fulfilled the pledges ol
the Republican party and it was a re-
vision downward In the act there
were 634 decreases, 220 Increases, al d
1130 items of the dutiable list were left
unchanged. But this does not give you

$1.90 per hundred pounds. Of both
of these rates, $1.8215 per hundred
pounds is for protection and revenue
purposes while the balance is a pro-
tection given to the sugar refineries
