RESUMES OPERATIONS, |

Bartholomew Mine Has MHI Repalred
TFor Winter,

L. H. Bartholomew, who is running
a mine and  mill in' tho 'Mt, Grant
district, has resumed his - perfodical
trips to Yerington, During the early
and middle’ part.of the summer, Mr,
Bartholomew made these triprz every
few ‘dnys and he always brought with
him a smuall gold brick, the product
of the two-stamp million his property,
says the Yerington Times,
A couple of months ago, following
a cloudburst and landslide, the mill
siid down hill and ‘he was forced to
move .and erect 1t on higher ground
where it would bLe safe from = such
catastrophes, This has now been ac-
complished and thoe mill is again
grinding on the product of hig mine,
Mr, Bartholomew. states the mine Js
now looking better than at any time
in its history, The ore body which was
opened up In the Intermediate drift,
30 feet above the lower tunnel, has
widened out and {s now 16 feet he-
tween wallg, It was only 6 fect wlde
when first struck, and In° widening out
the ore still maintains the same
average values,
The whole 18 feet rouns 320 per ton in
gold as it is hroken down. Most of tho
values are saved on the plates, and
with ‘a larger mill and more economi-
cal ‘working the property could be
made to pay- handsomely.
It s the intentlion of Mr. Bartholo-
mew 'to add at least five more dtamps
to'his mill and put in a cyanide plant,
which will treat 25 tong a day, He
wishes also to put In an assay office
and bunk houses and get everything
in shape to work steadily all winter,
Bartholomew . ‘has  heen working
agalnst great odds for somoe time, but
it Is belfeved that with additional
equipment ho will be In a position to
prove that thae Mt, Grant district has
at least one good paying mine.

~Although the expectation wag that
the Cappér Producers’ stitement would
show o substantin! decrease in ‘the sur-
plus, it wis a sueprise that the reduc-
tion awmounted to over 20,000,000 pounds,
which was really (he only substantial
talling - oft in the surplus since, last
January.

The good showing was brought ahout
by all developments being favorable,
for In addition to a smalier production
n( over 8,000,000 pounds as comparved
with August, the dellveries were over
19,000,000 pounds larger than in  the
preceding month, and the total deliver-
fez of over 139,000,000 pounds were tha
largest since the Jarge total of jast
January.

It iz interesting (o note that the pro-
duction for Lrst-September was \,.m‘i)y
about 1,000,000 ponnds lurger than for
the same anonth of last yoear, but us the
policy of curtailment now scems to bo
making itself felt, it 18 very probable
that the figures for the current monih
will show a much larger falling off in
the output than did  the Septembeyp
flgures.

It \is also well to note that the large
deliveries were the result chicily of
the lurge exports of 75,000,000 pounds,
the largest for oight months, while tha
domestic deliveries were over 3,000,000
smaler than for. Augoest. There is
plenty of room for a larger consump-
tlon at home and if the foreign de-
mand continues it will not be long bhe-
fore’ the stock of 148,800,000 pounds will
be  substantially reduceds = Deliveries
for last month totalled 37.421,000 mora
than the deliveries of September, 1909,

‘That’ the copper situation’ has not
been so bad as Is generally suppogaed 'is
shiown by the fact that the total
production  for the nine months nus
excecded ‘the deliveries by only about
7,000,000 pounds, which s an excess
of 21,400,000 Jers thuan the excess pros
duction for tha corresponding periad
of 1309, while the production for the
nine months’ just’ renorted for . wag
about 45,000,000 pounds larger than for
tha three-quarters of the year 1909, X

teduced to a daily average basis the
production was somewhat smaler than
for the preceding month, but with the
exception of June and August was
larger than for any other month since
February, The dellveries on the oth-
er hand averaged tho largest, with the
exception of  August,: since those of
January. The average daily produc-
tion, ‘deliverias ‘ahd surplus or decrease
are shown beloyw: ;
