Szirmay still sticks to the story that
there was another man with him, a
mysterious Joe, whom the officers be-
lleve has no existence save in'the mind
of their prisoner. The ground for this
bhelief has been  furnished by three
street car men, two of them on the
Murray line and the other on the car

that carried Szirmay to the Karrick
home last 'Wednesday.

At the state prison the two car men
from the Murray line Identified Szlr-
may as o passenger on thelr car who
boarded it at Murray with the telltale
saw.  The saw he carrled wrapped up
in paper. Both men were positive that
there was no other man with Szirmay.
Szirmay in his statement declares that
Joe hoarded the car with him at Mur-
ray.

CONDUCTOR POSITIVE.

The conductor of the Tlrst South
streot car which Szirmay boavded a few
minutes after 11 a.n. on the day of the
murder identlfled him as his passangor.
The man held the saw between his legs
as he paild his fare. The saw caught
in the grating at the side of the plat-
form entrance. These facts, and .the
further fact that Szirmay's appearance
was positively connected with that of
thefr passenger convinced the car men
that there could be no mistake in thelr
identification.” The car men from this
University car declare with emphasis
that there was no other man' with Szlr-
may.  They say that he'left the car as
it reached the corner of; Thirteenth 1Zast
and Flrst South street and that he then
walked  slowly south to the IKarrick
home.
