If you ask me to gpoclfy what I may
perhaps call the principal distinguish-
ing characteristic  between  what s
called Mormonism and othey religious
organizations or religious toms of o
Christian nature, T think I <houlid point
to one specitie parazraph in the articles
of faith of the Chureh, which reads in
this way:

BELIEF IN REVELATION,

“Wo belleve all that God has re-
vealed, all that he does now reve
and we believe that he will yet

vedl many great and important thing:
pertaining o the Kingdom of God.”
That, perhaps, is  a distinguishing
chargeteristic of our fuith and cluim
We claim that Jehovah of old is living
today, that the God who =poke unto
Abranan, Isaac, and Jacob, the great
Being who revealed himselt through
the mighty prophets of old, whose
words were voiced by Isaiah, Bzekiel,
Jeremiah, and Micah, and adl the rest
of them, is speaking today and will
continue to speak unto his  children
unti] the end of time. We hold that
this is reasonable, philosophical, true.
We do not belicve that the mere ree-
ord of what he has done in the past
is sutficient for the present. We read
with reverence the records of the holy
seriptures, which go to nwge up what
is called, and rightly the itoly
. It is the tirst of the standard

(s of our Church. We accept it
for just what it profe s to be—the
record of the dealings of God with
his children on the castern continent,
from the earliest period of recorded
history, down to the meridian of time,
