Tating was greatly frightened and
tried to free herself so she might call
the doctors, but her father would not
relense her.

SKETCH OF CAREER OF
GREAT RUSSIAN WRITER

Count Lyof Nikolaviteh Tolstol, usu-
ally called Count Leo Tolgtol, novelist
and soclal reformer, was born Aug. 28,
1828, at Yasnuy o Poliuna, in the pro-
vnilee of Tula, Russia. When 28 years
of age he entered the army and gerved
fn the eavalry in the Caucusus and in
the defense of Sebastopol against the
Lritish and French adlied forees.

He firet made a veputation in litevi-
fure by a series of vivid skotcehes writ-
ten from Sebastopol and when he left
tho army soon after the Crimean war
he devoted himself entirely to litern-
ture,

(Tis “War and Peace,” a tale of the
tnvasion of Russia by Napoleon in 1812,
12 regarded fn Russia as being his mas-
torplece, though his “Anna Karenina,'
which appeared in 1876 and *The Cos-
snoks” fonnd greater favor abroad,
where hig “ICreutzer Sonata,” translated
in 1890, also attracted wide attention,

Talstol wrote much on education and
mublished several short stories and sem-
infeconces of childhood and youth, but
af recent vears he had devoted himself
to relimions tenchings, He made “Re-
turn Not vl the kevnote  of  the
Christlan faith and insisted  that the
Viteral interpretation of the sermon on
the monnt wag the only rule of the
Chriatian 1Hfe. The ralisfons views of
Malatol were @0t forth in his “Chrst's
Chrpistianite and “AMy Rellglon,'

tune, including his yeal and  personat
estite, to his wife and ehildren,

DESFIUNDISD DOUKHOBOIRS.

In 1805 Tolstoi wrote a powerful vin-
dication of the Doukhobor sect,which in
that year had suffered great per
tion, On the Russinn censor refusing to
permit it publication ‘Polstol appiied
to the London Tim which printed the
lengthy artele in full,

He continued from that time on o
address his literary efforts to the Brit-
ish press. - On Mareh 17, 1895, the Lon-
don Daily Chronlele published i long
letter fram Tolstol to o correspondent
in IKngland on the Venezuelan  dispute
which had recently arisen hetween the
nited  States and Great Britain, It

s oa strong Indictiment of war.

I2oi wag several times threantoned
with expulsion from Russin and was
several times, aceording to report, up-
on the point of being exiled; but he
seemed on the whole to have been treat-
ed with unnsual lenieney in view of his
pronounced  views, especinlly  as  sat
forth in o manifesto entitled, “The Peo-
ple's Rights,” his criticism of imperial
acts and his open letters to the emperor.
He was, however, oxvelled from Mos-
cow in July, 1001, and has since rosided
at Yasnava Polinna.  Hix health at that
time was poor and for a time his life
wits in danger, but he regained  bis
strentgh and resumed work.,  Later he
suficred o relapse and in February,
1902, was reported dying, Again he ral-
lied, and in June his recovery was com-
vlete, :

In July, 1904, Tolsto; wrote an article
denouncing the  Rusgso-Japanese wir,
which causad the seizure of The Novisti
of St. Petersburg, which published 1,
and a revival of the reports of the gov-
ernment’s intention to take severe ac-
tion _azainst the author,

Tn January, 1905, Tolstol published an
open letter to the emperor regarding
the internal conditions in Russia, which
wig printed throughout the world, and
some time  later he  completed  hig
dramn, “Behind the Scenes in War”
the produetion of which was prohibited
in St. Petersburg.

The London Times, Sept, 1, 1005, pub-
lished a seven-column article Ly Tol-
stol entitled A Great Infguity,’” deal-
ing with the Iand question and declar-
ing that Russia Is Hving through an
important time that i destined to have
ons results,

“he article was largely devoted to the.
thearies of the lnte Henry George, and
declared that the land question bad
reached n state of ripeness such as 50
yenrs ago wins reached by the gquestion
of serfdom,

In 1957 he wrote a lotter to Paul Sabh-
atier of Poris, ns a reply to the latter's
book on the disestablishment of the
church in IPrance,  In the communici-
tion the Nussinn writer predicted the
possible reduction of all the Christian
countries of the west to a state of v
salage to the Japanese and other orlen-
tal people, hasing his prediction on tne
cround that It is only in the orlent that
religion and patriotism are  synony-
mous,

On the occasion of Tolstol's eightieth

bivthday extensive celebrations were
held, although they were strongly dis-
approved by the Russinn government
and were made the subject of an ap-
peal by the holy gynod to all believers
to abstain from participation,
Soveral publishers of Tolstol’'s works
have been sent to prison. Of these, .
Selden was sentenced to six months in
1909 for publishing and distributing the
pamphlets, “Thou Shalt Not Kill,” “A
Letter to o the Liberals and “Chrls-
tlanity and Patriotism."
The wnvenerable writer  addressed o
note to the court, challenging the pros-
cceution of himself instead of the pnb-
lisher. DBut the magistrate  did  not
venture to institute proceedings against.
Tolstoi and the govermment took no
notice of the challenge,

TOLSTOI'S EDUCATION,
Although Tolstol came of an aristo-
cratie family, being o descendant  of
Count  Peter Tolstol, the Iriend and
comrade of Peter the Great, received
his education at Kazan university, en-
tering the army as a lHeutenant of ar-
tillery and commanding i battery at
Scbnstopol, he was at heart o peasant
in the best gense of the word, devoted
to the improvement of the condition
of  the Russlan masses, and coger to
jead them In the right path. 1t

“The light of the world Is out,’” she
sald, repeatedly. She left the hut only
to attend mating in the school chapel,

expecting that o requiem would be
sung, \When Informed that this wis
not permitted, she fainted,

Taolstol lert o written wish that he

be buried without pomp, wreaths or
rites under “Poverty oak"” on a hillock
as o Yasnaya Poliana, where he played
ag o child and where the Jrensants
were accustomed to congregate.  The
funeral wiill be held on Tuesday, and
the police have just been mobilized to
prevent publie demonstration,

lessly o verdict of Dr. Thtehurowsky
and Dr. Usoff, twa of the leading heart
specinlists of Moscow, who hnd been
hurriedly called into consultation.

The fornier had carried "'olstol safely
throngh a similar crisis in 1801 In the
Crimeg and the hopes of the people
rested on him.

The examination was bhrief, Iasting
less than hulf an hour. Tolstof failed to
recognize cither of the physiclans, and
asked:

consulting physicians conld not hold
out a ray of hope, IHowever, they
hoped to lessen the pain of the  aged
patient, whose parting  hours  wers
mercifully free from physical suf-

fering, His heart  succumbed  shortly
after he had come from under the in-
fluence of an injected stimulant, He
died without regaining conscionsness
In the Interval between the last two at-
tacks of cardine failure, the patient
seemed to be comfortable, and his fice
was clear of paln.

HIS DEATIT WAS PEACEFUL,

Tolstol's death occurred peacefully at
6 o'clock Sunday morning, It was due
directly to heart faflure following in-
flammattion of the lungs.

He quitted his home and family ten
days ago to tind solitude in the belief
that the hand of death  was  already
upon his. True to his unswering and
uncompromising scarch for truth, he
died ax he had lived, without regon-
cilfation with the churchy his Ahving
words breathing syvmpathy for affileint-
ed humanity, “Many millions  In the
world are suffering; why are you-con-
cerned for 3 !

Only the physiclans were present in
the room at the time of his death, the
members of his family, Including his
wife, having been admitted previously,
Tolstoi was then unconsclous and never
revived, :

Members of the clergy In the  Jast
days muade pressing uttempts Lo galn
entrance to sick ,room. with o view
of Inducing him to'return ta the arms
of the church, but thvidoctors  re.
pulsed them on the ground that their
patient was too ill to recelve them.

The emperor and his ministers are
anxious that Tolstoi shall be bhuried
with the rites of the church, but the
holy synod s strongly against this
and probably ho will be buried with-

A PARTING SOUIL,

All alike  stood spellbound, knowing
that « matchless personality was de-
parting as the sunday dawn dispelled
the raw November night.

Virtually the whole populition  of
Astapovie was there, Then u volee from
the hut came quietly: *“Leo Nicholae-
vich Tolstol s dond.”

Theve was @ moment of silence. Thon
overy head was bared and there wero
soundy everywhere of sobbing,

One  calied  out,  “IHs  heart  was
bursted by his  unbounded love for
humanity,” and  this - and - similar
phrases ran from mouth to mouth to
the weeping Russians gotheved there,

Later in the day all the peasants in
the district flocked here. None was ox-
¢luded  from  the death  chamber,
through which there was . constant
stream  of  visitors, including  many
schol children,  The chamber is dee-
orated with pine branches,

The body "has been embilmed and
will be transferred to Yasnaya Poliana,
All visltors have been  given permsi-

TOLSTOI'S FUNERAL
WILL NOT BIZ ORTHODOX

St Petersburg, Nov. 20,—'The chureh
in the person of Metropolitnns Antonivs
of St. Petersburg, Viadimir of Moscow
and. Plavitn of Klev, and Louianoft,
chief procurator of the holy synod, de-
declded tonight to Jeave things as they
are with respect to Tolstoi,

A plenary synod has not heen called
and telegraphic instructions have heen
dispatched to the bishops informing
them that requlems wera not permis-
sible.  Burial according to the rites of
the orthodox church s considered out
af the questfon,

The government intonds, aceording to
the announcement, to co-operate with
the church in the enforeement of ity
decision, although the cmperor  and
Premier Stolypin have indleated  thelr
desire that the groat Russian be hurled
with the Russian rites,

Ropeatedly advances have heen made
which would permit the lifting of the
han of  excommunication decread
against Tolstol in 1901, The Maotropo-
Htan Antonius himself sent a telegram
urging Tolstol to make his peace with
the church, and representatives of the
church were sont to Astapova for the
purpose of hringlng the count iInto the
fold.

Messages from Optina, Shamardino
and Astapovae have indicated that at the
end Tolstol was  held  a prisoner by
the onemies of the church, no monk,
priest or hishop having been permitted
to sce him.  Nor did they receive the
glightest retraction from Tolstoi In the
position which he assumed towiards the
chureh some years ago,

It is pointed out that Tolstoi was
the subject of the milder of penaltics,

that he was not  anathematized, and
that a priest on hls own consclence
could ofticinte at 4 requilem such  as

was held today under the auspices of
the couneil of the empire on the initia-
tive of Michael Stakoviteh, marghal of
nobility.,

Another requiem will be sung in the
duma by radical priests tomorrow. The
veneration for Tolstol s so great that
even the reactionary  parties  in the
duma have been obliged to issue state-
ments leaving the members free to hon-
or his memory.

Meetings of literary and other socle-
ties wore heid tonight to decide what
share they will take in the mourning for
Count Tolstol.  Many private theators
wera: elosed tonight and will be .closed
again on the duy of the funeral,

A strict censorship is being exercised
over the Russian press in the publica-
tion of news concerning Tolstoi’s death,
