In the meantime; Hon, John W. Fos-
ter, ex-gecrctary of stiate, tells us, in
an  addresa just lssucd  jn o pamphlet
form by the International School of
Tence, Boston, that war is not inevit-

able.

Mr Toster reviews history and finds
that the Revolutionary War could not
have occurred in this century, and he
quotes the following from the Tondon
Times as reflecting the gsentiment of the
government and the people on the
question of Canadian independence:

‘“We have been taught wisdom by
experience, dnd the most yvaluable as
well as the most costly of our legsons
has been taught by the barren issue of
a confifet with o provinee which from
remongtrance drifted to rebelllon and
crowned rebellion  with  independence.
We should not go to war for the sterile
honor of retaining a reluctant colony
in subjection. “We should not pur-
chace an unwilling obedience by the
outlay of treasure or blood."

Accordingly, Mr. Foster concludes,
thero could be no Revolutionary wWar
in this age. If Canade were to demand
independence today, it would not meet
with armed opposition,

Mr. Foster next shows that the war
of 1812 was far from being Inevitable.
That confiict, though justifiable, was
against the better sentiment of the
country, The President, Mp. Madison,
Mr.. Foster says, did all in his power
1o prevent it, but he was overruled by
a fow flery spirits in Congress known
ns the “War Hawks,” Henry Clay and
John (. Calhoun, The declaration of
war was passed by Congress after a
long and heated debate, a large mi-
nority vote being cast agalnst it, Flve
days after this action, but unknown
in America owing to the slow means
of communication, the Orders in Coun-
il were repealed, and thus the main
cauce of the war was removed. But
the fateful declsion had been made, and
Mr. Clay predicted the conquest of Can-
ada and that we would dictate pence
nt Quebee or Halifax. But our armies
crossed the frontier only to be driven
back In  defeat, and though we
gained some glory on the wuter, the
conflict was barren of results. “Never
was 1 war more fruitless in its conclu-
gfon. Tt was neither inevitable nor nec-

essary.'’

The second foreign conflict, that with
Mexlco, Mr. Foster shows, wus pro-
voked on our part, It was lurgely in-
spired by the gpirit of slavery exten-
slon. Although the annexation of Tex-
as, o revolted colony of Mexico, led
to the armed contest, the immedinte
cauge of the contlict was i disputed
question of territory, We nad a similar
digpute with Great Britain, but that
country had @ strong army and navy
at the time, and we came to terms,
awhile we sent an army to occupy the
territory in dispute with Mexico.

It would appear from this that the
temperance question {8 of overwhelm-
ing importance, It may not always
have Leen handled with wisdom, but it
presents o problem that must. be ap-
proached with the highest and  best
statesmanship,  If the future of na-
tiong depends upor its correct solution,
ft cannot be turned over to those who
can see no further than to the boundary
line of their own personal interests,

INCREASED FREIGIHTS,
If the testimony of * Mr. Barlow as
to the effect of the proposed increase
on freight rates is literally true, then
we think that the increase should not
be made.,
He declared the proposed advance put
44 per cent of the burden on the first

class frefght and that substantially 75

per cent of the burden rested on ship-
pers of first, second and third classes

of freight. He estimated that substan-

tinlly 101-10 of the total railroad ton-
nage in the territory affected would
bear the burden of the advance,

He also said that substantially 85 per
cent of the total increase would be on
clags rates and 156 per cent on com-
modity rates. His contention was that
the big shippers would not bear as
much of the burden as the small ship-
pers and that the shippers under class
rates during the past decade had con-
tributed their full share of the pro-
posed Increased rates,

These statements were controverted
by the railroad representatives, especl-
ally the assertion that any increased
freight rate always fell on the consum-
er. This was questioned by Chalrman
Knapp, who asked the witness how
he tigured that an increase of less than
5 mills on a pair of shoes “when the in-
crease of freight rates promised gen-
cral prosgperity’” would be reflected on
the price of shoes ooman wore.

As this point seems to be merely a
question of fact, it would be settled by
investigation,  Certainly the publie will
object to the placing of any further
burdens, in sway of higher prices, on
the consumer.
