MUCH IS EXPECTED
FROM TARIFF BOARD

Auburn, N, Y., Dec. Z2.—Addresses
were delivered here tonight at the an-
nual banquet of the Auburn Business-
men's asgsociation by President Jacob
‘Gould Schurman of Cornell, and Wil-
Ham  Miller  Colller, former TUnited
States minlster to Spain, Both speak-
ers dlscussed national problems.

President  Schurman, speaking on
“Progressive  Politles,” said:

President Taft’'s taviff  hoard will
turn on the light. We ‘have never be-
fore in.all the history of the country
had such a provision for shedding thoe
pure light of truth on the taviff ques-
tion. This subject was obscured by
prejudice, by passion, by ignorance,
and by conflicting interests,

“The tariff board will be a source,
in Bacon's phrase, of ‘dry light,! And
there is no field in which ‘dry light'
{4 more urgently needed.

‘“The general public certainly be-
lleves, and this belief 18 one of the
most vital factors in modern politics,
that the tariff confers @& monopoly on

press the consuming publie. The tar-
iff board should be able to tell us how
far this nccusation is justifiable and
to recommend tariff amendments for
th(; correction of such an intolerable
evil” -

Speaking of the trust question now
hefore tho supreme court of the Unlted
States Mr. Schurman said:

“If It turns out that the existing
Sherman anti-trust law is insufficient
for the protection of the people agulnst
monopoly, and If the federal govern-
ment has not already exhausted all
the power conferred ‘upon ‘it by the
interstate clause of the Constitution, it
will devolve upon Congress to amend
and ‘strengthen the anti-trust law,

“1f, on the other hand, the federal
government should be left powerless to
regulate the big industrial corpora-
tions, then an amendment of the Con-
stitutlon undoubtedly would he ef-
fected or attempted In the way pre-
scribed by the Constitution itself. An
amendment of the Constitution would,
of courze, be a long and difficult un-
dertaking.

“But it is  quite possible that no
amendment of the Constitutlon will be

necedsary, 'This seoms to be the as-
sumption of President Taft and other
eminent  lawyers.  Presldent  Taft's
plang for the federal incorporation of
these” blg industrial corporations af-
fords a most promising outlook for

the solution of this problem.”
