ROGRISSES In the schools of
Salt Lake City during the pres-
ent vear hias been marked by
substantial gaing along the lines
of distinetive work in the handling of
the subnormal ¢hild, comprising cor-
rective work for physicial and moental
defietency in children between the
ages of 6 to I8 yeard Among  the
;.h,\-slv:\l defects which render mentil
progressy in school studies extremely
dugelsh, or quite fmpossible are the
following:  Children with defective
svesight, but not blind; chiidren with
f ective hearing, but not deaf; chil-
dren with defective speech,  though
wot mute; children with defective lo-
comotion; children — with  disordercd
pervous  system,  and children  with
other physical defects or dizorders,
Many children are  afflicted & with
mental deficiency whieh s depriving
them of o comnmon school edueation,
A these are considered to be an un-
f: burden on the teacher, an  unjusy
hindrance to the other pupils, and o
detriment to themselves, so long  as
they are in the regular ¢
publie schools, Among this « §oave
children who have  never  attended
sehtonl on account of extremn mental
1o nindaed.

children who have withdrawn
from the schools by parent or
guardian after the children have de-
monstrated their apparvent incapacity
to progress In school studics; children
who have been excluded from the
schools by the teacher, school board
or-juvenile court beciuse of incor-
rigibility coupled with apparent in-
capacity to - progress in school
vtuares, or hecause of manirest in-
capacity to do so; children who are in
school, of one of the following types:
Arrested development in general, with
no progress from the heginning: re-
tarded development in general after
some little progress at the beginning,
arrested development in particular
i arvithmetic, with general progress in
other studles from the beginning: re-
f tarded development in general, aften
sencral progress trom the hoeginning,
The state hag provided no means for
tho care of subnormal chilidren com-
ing under any of these headings, they
are unabie to recelve anywhere nearly
the proper beneflt through mass in-
struction, and ordinary methods avall-
able in the regular elasses in the coma
mon schools, and therefore must ba
provided with individual instruction
and special training, and possibly also
medical or surgical treatment, and this
is what the publie schools have sought
to provide, ns far asy possible under
existing conditions. A depnrt-
ment  has  been instituted in the
pubiic schools for the study and in-
struction of subnormal children, under
the direction of George S, Gibbs, and
very satisfactory progress s being
k made in the way of relieving.  the
teachers and normal children of the
handicap of the subnormal children,
and with marked benefit to the lat-
er,

The ungraded room is also one of the
developments of the tim The coursa
of study has been prepared as a guide
for the instruction of the average boy
or girl, although the needs of the child
above or below the average have not
been overlooked., In- the ungraded
room  the backward child may ha
siven spectal  individaal  instruction
for a time to enable him to keep up
with his clasg, without the necessity
for holding back an entire class on we-
count of a single backward pupil.

A few years ago the board of edu-
cittion established in the Bryant bhuild-
ng a department of instruction i
which elective work below
«chool was to be carried on,
lapping the high school on one side
and the grammar department on the
other. \While the departmoent was (dis-
continued for a time, the idea was re-
vived and the work iz now in cffect
and operation, According to the ox-
lerience of the schols in the city, 75
per cent of the eighth grade graduates
continue their studies in the high
school, Some of the work of the higher

fades in the grammer school i nof
adapted to the individunl needs of
miny of the pupils, and which might
heccarried on to better advantage in
the high school than in the carlier
arades, and the plan is being carried

IFor the present year the bhoard of
cducation hag appropriated the sum of
$2,000 for the purchase of  art  and
choice pleceg of  art afuanry  and
fricze work for the walls hoen
pliced in w number of the sehool
buildings, Some art picces have bheen
contributed by *vesticnty of the city.
Te the Ladies' Literary soctety. of this
city Is due the credit for sturting tho
movement for art decoration in thoe
public schools, and has resulted in
the board taking the muatter up with
substantial evidences of approval.

SCHOOL, ATHLETIC

In the line of athletics in the grade
schools, rugby football has bheor 1=

[n all the new buildings now under
construction, and those yet to he
crected, the needs of the child is the
flrst consideration, and the architee-
ture of the building is  adapted to
those needs, The present year has heen
a mogt successtul one in the Salt Laka
City schools, with prospects bhright for
most excellent progress in the ruture.

State Schools

During 191 0

Marked by the crection of 35 new
schoolhouses at o cost of more than
half a million doliars; by an increase
in school population of 4,04 ind by an
increase of property valuation of over
3400,000, the year with the state schocola
has been a highly prosperous one, The
yvear has also been characterized by the
introduction of a new course of study,
prepared by o special committee ap-
pointed for the purpose, including the
study  of agriculture in the cighth
griades, The committee was com-
posed of State Superintendent A, .
Nelson, Prof, Mosiah Hall of the state
university, G, N, Child, superintendent
of the Utah county schools; Joseph Fin-
linson, superintendent of the Millard
county schools, and R. V. Larsen, su-
perintendent of the Cache county
schools.  The new course includes com-
prehensive outlines of the subjects to
be taught, besides many suggestions
helpfal to teachers, [t was adopted
and put into effect early Iin December,
and is calculated to be of great benefit
to the schools in the future.

The school population of the state is
now 108,024, A8t year the  school
cnumeration showed a school populia-
tion of 104,876, a gain of 4,048, In the
Digh schools of the state there are 3,362
pupils in attendance,  The number of
pupils enrolled jn the common schools
in the state is §6,901, which is 7 per
cent of the school population, The
average number in daily attendance is
67,084, During the year the graduates
from the c¢ommon schools numbered
3,812, and there were 3680 graduates
from the state high schoolg,  There are
2355 teachers employed in the state
schools, whose total compensation for

the year amounted to §$1,313,640,  The
average salary of male teachers
throughout the state s $00.05 per
month, and for female teachers the
average salary is $57 The number
of school houses owned by the districts
in the state is 685. The total amount
expended for educational purposes dur-
ing the venr wae €2 Q2207290 and  the
total valuation of school proper i
5,002,801.46, as compared with

818,99 o year ago,

Supt. Nelson has visited all the pub-
lie schools in the state during the year,
and has found a spirit of progress ex-
tant in all sections, New  bulldings
have been erected for school purposes in
many of the outlying districts, promi-
nent among which may be mentioned
new and modern structures in Emery
county, Juab county, Rich county, San-
pete, Sevier, Tooele and Wasatceh coun-
ties,  The number and location of new
school  buildings erected during  the
vear, together with their cost, is given
herewith:

Three supervisors bhesides the sup-
erintendent are engaged by the board
namely: Primary  supervisor, Ml
Libbie ldwards; drawing supervisor,
Anor \Whipple; and musie supervisor,
Mr, M. . Christopherson.  The pri-
mary supervisor hus supervision over
the beginners, the first, the second
and the taird grades. The drawing
and the mus ipervisors  have
charge of their respective  subjects.
The supervisors vigit the schools reg-
ularly oncz @ month and report on
the work in their vespective subjects
to the board of education.  The board
holds  its rogulir  meeting  every
Thursday 40 pom. ipervision of
the upper ades is left to the super-
intendent,

IJach teacher attends o grade meet-
ing once a month, The program for
such grade meetings s made at (he
beginning of the school year. Prin-
cipals alse hold hly meong,

The attendance and the punctuwlity
of pupils are very satisfactory. The
tirst month's report of attendance this
year  showed o total enrolment of
3,827 and 188 vardy marks for the
month, an average of less than 10 a
day tfor the entire district. The total
reglstration of the district s 4,331,
The enrolment is thercfore about §7
per cent of the enumeration,  Many
of those represented in the remaining
13 per cent are only 6 and 7 years old
and thercfore exempt from the com-
pulsory school law., Many are also
going to higher schools.  So that the
cnrolment is almost complete.

The cnrolment in the Granite high
school has risen from 90 Jast yvear to
141, 'The high =zchool is now doing
four years of regular  high  school
work begides  sewing, cooking, and
shap work,

The high school grounds contain 14
acres,  About four acres of thls has
been set aside for an athletic cam-
pus surrounded by a fence eight feet
in height, and provided with seats for
spectators,  Most of the work on this
fence and seitts was done by pupils.

People who at first looked upon the
county  consolidation of schools plan
with disfavor now see the advantage
of such plan. crything  is  based
upon a business and methodical basls,
None  but  the  best  recommended
teachers are employed in the district.
And the matter of compuisory attend-
ance is so promptly attended to that
non-attendance is practically a thing
of the past.

Every child in the district is placed
upon  nearly the same  educational
hasie of gradation awl  attendance.
Lonz distance puplls and pupils in
sparsely settled distriets can now got
to school on time. The county coms-
missioners have b en willing to help
