Flour,
wheat, corn, hams and shoulders, ba-
con, fresh beef and live cattle show o
marked decrease for November when
compared with the like month and the
11 months cnding with November of
Inst year. The exports of corn show
an increase for the 11 monthe ending
with November, but for the month it-
self o decrease is noted.
Manufactured articles, on the other
hand, show, in practically all eases, in-
CTenses, Lumber, agricultural imple-
ments, builders' hardware and tools and
numerous  other  commodities  show
preater exports, hoth for the month of
November and for the 11 months end-
ing with that month, when comparee
with the corresponding perlods of last
year,

The total domestic exports for No-
vember, 1010, are valued at 2041 mil-
liong of dollars as compared with 19007
millions for the same month last year,
The exports for the 11 months ending
with  November, 1910, amounted to
1,602.4 milions.  For the corrvesponding
11 months of last year, the total domest-
ie exports aggregated $1,531,000,000.
