Editor's Correspondence.
Nashville, August Dth, 1805.

I have had a long interview with John BelL He
i ten years older, in appearance, than when the war
began.

He talks very freoly about the rebellion, and in op-

position to it. He says the secessionists in the South
are all lunatics without any lucid intervals that is

to say they are crazy all the time. I believe it is a
principle in law, that if a lunatic have lucid inter-

val at timer, he is responsible for acts perpetrated
in thoe intervals. And medical writers say that
iunatic? without lucid intervals are incurable.

I accompanied the old gentleman, to the head-

quarters of General Thomas, and after a short but
agreeable interview with the General, we went to
the office of the Provost Marshal General, where
xhe old gentleman took the amnesty oath, and placed
hinwelf right on the record.

The London correspondent of the New York Times

In a country'where great magazines of .gunpow-
der are frequently exploding and causing immense
destruction, people may be interested in a reported
discovery of Mr. Gale, an English electrician. It is
a method of making gunpowder The
process is said to be simple and effective, the cost
inning, aim mo puwuer is not injured, in nve min-
utes a barrel of powder can be made
and in the same time its explosive properties can be
restored. If this is true, the Government can re-
move the dread which now attaches to its great
powder deposits near London and other large towns

that is, they do so in a few years, if they set about
it. There must be a commission appointed, which
could be got at in two years with a little pressure.
Two years could be spent in experiments and a year
in drawing up a report. Unless the matter was for-

gotten, in three or four years it might be brought
into practical operation.

The Great Criminal.

" Droit de Gens,'' (the u Law of Nation, or Princi
ples of the Law of Nature applied to the Affairs of
Nations and Sovereigns,'" first published in 1758,)
in which he treats 'Of Civil War," he distinctly
states how such great, public criminals as Jefferson
Davis and colleagues may be justly treated.

drumming, the people frighten away some of the

An old gentleman by this name is a Senator in
Congress from Kentucky, and has been making
speeches this summer in opposition to the emancipa
tion of the to the amendments tor..,i.,,J L?n!:the and to abolitionists eenerallv. A
man of the same name was in the other branch of
Congress from Kentucky in 1840, and made a speech
on the other side. He prepared his speech with
great care, and published it in pamphlet form, and
circulated it extensively. It was then regarded as
an able speech. We would like to have some Ken-

tucky papers tell us what relation Senator Davis
sustains to Representative Davis. Is Garrett of
1840 not this same old Garrett of 1865? Here is an
extract from his speech in 1840:

' I admit that slavery is the fruitful source of many
social and moral evils; and if my fiat could eradi-
cate it from America, and translate all African
slaves to the land of their forefathers, another sun
should not rise to reveal thii blotch on my country's
escutcheon.

I myself believe that the mandate has gone forth,
that involuntary servitude shall cease to exist in
Christendom. It was pronounced when Somerset
was adjadged to have become free by touching the
soil of England; and the process-o- f its execution is
seen in the abolition of the slave trade upon the
high teaa, first by the United States, then by Great
Britain, and subsequently, with a single exception,
by all the maratime powers of the world, most of
Christendom having declared that trade to be pi-

racy, and in the abolition of slavery in the British
West Indian Islands. France is preparing to ab-

rogate it in her colonies ; and it is in the course of
events that it shall go on to final consummation.
The measures of these people will form obstacles to
its progress, but its onward march is certain and re-

sistless though it must be slow, as was that of civi-
lization upon a barbaric and benighted world. It
will be first swept from the agricultural States, and
will linger long and obstinately in those that grow
cotton. That great staple will never be cultivated
but to a limited extent by free, particularly by
white, labor ; and whenever slavery ceases in the
States that grow it, as a necessary consequence, those
that are agricultural will lose the principal market
for their stock, their meats, and their breadstuff.

There is a powerful combination of the principal
interests of those great sections of the Confederacy,
to perpetuate slavery in the cotton region. When
and how it is to yield anally, is deep in the future,
and known only to Omniscience. If a conjecture
might be allowed, it would not be unreasonable to
say that the black dynasties that will, before another
century, have established an undisputed sway in
all the Islands of the West Indies, will open wide
their arms to receive the migratory hosts of their
race which will roll from our continent like waves
across the Carribean Sea.

Dear UrcViren: Living inyourtnidst interested

As to the other alternative it is compassed whh
embarrassments. Many difficulties are involved.
We have not been invited, and it is indelicate to
presume upon a welcome. Withal these are ques-
tions of etiquette and conscience of cannons or or-
dination and forni3 of Itinerancy and discipline,
which no man or congregation can sottlo. They
belong to Conferences and Conventions.

In tho present state of affairs if either proposi-
tion were presented and urged, nothing but strife,
discord alienation and dismemberment would fol-
low. He who speculates theorizes upon the possi-
bilities the contingencies of the future and as-

sumes that the logic of events or the policy of oth-
ers will force us to a choice between the alternatives
mentioned, and thus seeks to precipitate an issue
upon us, in my judgment acts unwisely, indiscreetly
and those who are excited or misled by such coun-
sellors involve themselves in very unnecessary dis-

quietude. No, " In patience let us possess our souls."
We are not children to be tossed about with every
kind of doctrine. Nor are we subject to the dicta-
tion of others. Our church relations are not ent

upon the fortunes of war. There need be
no restlessness no apprehension and there ought
to be no premature excitement no hasty decision.
The Annual Conferences will meet this i all and
Winter; and the General Conference in April or
May next. These bodies will embody the piety and
the intelligence of the Ministry and will be thor-
oughly informed of the will and wishes of the peo-
ple. Through these organs the Church will speak
omcialiy authoritatively, in the meantime let
every preacher do his work make full proof of his
ministry, both among whites and blacks. Let the
membership live in peace be devout and strive for
the revival of the work of God.

For one I abhor strife, controversy, and pray
daily for the peace of Jerusalem. After much re-
flection, my deliberate judgment is, that our true
policy is to maintain ourpresent organization. Here-
in is unity, peace and prosperity. Proposed amal-
gamation with every other communion, we shall
divide, scatter and be lost Believe me brethren, in
giving this opinion, I am not taking counsel of big-
otry or prejudice of sectional pride or political
animosity but of my convictions of what is most
conducive of peace, and most for the glory of God.

Accepting the issues of the war as the will of
God in reference to the unity of the nation and the
government, let us all lead a quiet and peaceable life
in all godliness and honesty. Do not leave your loy-

alty in doubt by unmanly repinings by querrulous
complaint, or by refusing the terms of offered am-

nesty. Qualify yourselves for the duties of citize-
nshipfor the speedy restoration of civil govsrn-men- t.

Let us seek to repair the desolations of the
land by a prompt and vigorous industry and pre-
vent further demoralization of society by multiplied
works of faith and love.

At an early day there will be a meeting of the
bishops an announcement of the time of the Con-

ference and our address to the Churches. Pardon
me if I have trespassed in following my own judg-
ment and the advice of sundry brethren, by send-
ing to you this brotherly epistle. May tho Great
Head of the Church give us the spirit of power,
and lovo, and a souud mind.

Public Speaking at Columbia.
Secretary Fletcher on yesterday made a speech

to about nino hundred persons at the Market
houso in Columbia. Ho was heard with unusual
attention. His first argument was an elaborate ex-
position as to the legitimacy of the State Govern-
ment. He argued that it was a rightful political
organization, emanating from the United States,
and that even outsido of that sanction, it was legiti-
mate as tho action of the loyal peoplo of Tennessee.
Following this, he discussed the constitutionality
and the expediency of tho franchise law, telling the
peoplo that the Legislature had passed the act with
great reluctance, after long deliberation and much
discussion, and only on conviction of its necessity,
reserving tho right to alter, amend or abolish it at
tho next session. Had tho peoplo accepted the issue
quietly, and in a law-abidi- spirit, the members
would have probably repealed the act within ten
days after meeting. As it was, it was likely a
stronger bill would be passed in October. Mr.
Fletcher concluded by a defense ot lov. Brownlow s
appointments, showing wherein they were constitu-
tional, expedient, and were necessary. After speak-
ing an hour and a half, he retired from the stand,
feeling that he had made a dep impression on the
minds of the assemblage.

He was followed by General Pillow, who frankly
acknowledged that the South, though fighting gal-
lantly, had been as gallantly whipped. Ho endorsed
tho State Government, and said the people had the
right to organize law and order just as they had
done ; that the franchise law was correct in princi-
ple. For one, he should abide by it, and he advised
all others like situated to obey it. He continued in
this style for some fifteon minutes, making a tem-
perate, sensible and spirited speech. Ho coincided
with the Secretary in the main in the positions that
had been taken by him in his previous remarks.

Our Foreign Relations Their Satisfac-
tory Aspect.

The steady rise of our bonds in the European
market, and the enlarged demands that has recent-
ly sprung up for them there, is aa evidence of the
satisfactory relations of European Governments
with our own. It wa3 feared for a time, that the
Mexican enlistments in this city, fictitious though
they were know to be here, might lead to remon-
strances on the part of France, and our credit was
in consequence for a short time unfavorably affect-
ed ; but the speedy and complete collapse of tho
entire movement, and the prompt action of the
Government in preventing the sailing of a suspi-
cious vessel from San Francisco, quickly restored
confidence abroad.

The fact is, if we may take the solemn allega-
tions of the leading statesmen of England and
France, there is nothing they are more anxious to
maintain than peace with the United States ; and
to that end, they will adopt all possible measures.
England is even willing to discuss the question of
paying damages for the injuries inflicted by the Al-

abama ; and the official mouthpiece of the French
Empire proclaims the anxiety of his government to
find some feasible mode of escape from Mexico.
There is no doubt that our government meets all
this in a like conciliatory spirit; and there i3 no
doubt that therein it is supported by the great body
of the American people. N. V. Times.

We give below a condensed abstract of the pro-
visions ia the Constitution of the late Slave States
In force immediately prior to the ordinances of se-

cession, so far as they bear on the question of the
right of suffrage. It will be sean that no two of
them entirely agree in any othtr respect than that
of excluding minors, blacka, and females from vot-
ing.

PKLAWASX,
by her constitution as revised in 1831, Art 4, Sec 1,

gives the elective franchise to "every free white 4

male citizen ol the age of twenty-tw- o years, or up-
wards," who has resided one year in the State and
the last month thereof in the county, and. wh has
within two years paid a countv tax. assessed at least
six months before the election ; every free white
male citizen over twenty-on- e and under twenty-tw- o

may vote without paying any tax. Soldiers quar-
tered in the State are not made voters thereby, idiots,
insane persons, paupers and felons, are excluded
from voting, and the Legislature may impose for-

feiture of the right of suffrage as a punishment for
crime. , "

iLABVLANJJ,

by her constitution, adopted in 1851, Art 1, Sec. 1,

allows " every free white male person of twenty-on- e

years of age, or upwards," who has resided one
vear in the State, six months in the county, and is a
citizen of the United States, to vote in the election
district in which he resides, but no adult convicted
of any infamous crime unless pardoned, and no-- lu
natic or person non compos mentis snaii vose.

VIRGINIA, ,

by her old constitution of 1851, admitted to vote
" every whito mala citizen of Virginia of twenty-wh- o

has resided two years in the State
and twelve montha in the county, except persons of
unsound mind, paupers, omcers,
soldiers, seamen, or marines in the United Service,
or persons convicted of bribery, or some infamous
offense; persons in the military and naval United
States' service not to be deemed residents by virtue
of being stationed therein.

NORTH cabolina,
bv her constitution of 1776, prescribed three bases
of suffrage:

1. All freemen twenty-on- e years 010, wno nave
lived in the countv twelve months, and have had a
free hold of fifty acres for six months, may vote for
a member of the Senate.

2. All trxkmxn of like age and residence who
have paid public taxes, may vote for members of the
House of Commons for the county.

3. The above two classes may, u residing or own-
ing a freehold in a town, vote for members of the
House of Commons for sueh town : provided, they
shall not already have voted for a member for the
county, and vice versa.

By the constitution, as amended in 1335, all free-
men twenty-on- e years of age, living twelve months
in the State, aad owning & freehold of fifty acres for
six months, should vote, except that

" No free negro, free mulatto, or free person of
mixed blood, descended from negro ancestors to the
fourth generation inclusive, (though one ancestor of
each generation may have been a white person,)
shall vote for members of the Senate and House of
Commons."

It strikes us that the above clause is rather sovere
on the white blood.

SOUTH CAROLINA,

by her constitution of 1790, prescribed that every
free white man, of the age of twenty-on- e years, be-

ing a citizen, and two yean a resident of the State,
having owned a freehold of fifty acres, or a town
lot for six months, or, in default thereof, having paid
a tax of three shillings sterling, shall vote for mem-

bers of either house. No person, however, waa eli-

gible to such seat except a free white man, of the
age of twenty-on- e years a citizen, and for three
years a resident of the State and, if a resident in
the district, he must own 500 acres of land and ten
negroes, or real estate to the value of 150 sterling;
if a non-reside- he shall own a freehold therein
worth 500 sterling.

This was amended in 1803, giving the suffrage to
" every free white man of the age of twenty-on- e

years, (paupers, officers and pri-

vates U. S. A. excepted) being a citizen and a resi-

dent for two years, with a freehold of fifty acres or
a town lot for six months in the district, or in de-

fault thereof being himself for six months a resident
of the district''

GEORGIA,

by her constitution adopted in 1798, declares that
" the electors of the General Assembly shall be cit-

izens and inhabitants of the State, shall have paid
all taxes required of them, and resided six months
in the county."

KENTUCKY.

bv ker constitution adopted in 1830, makes -- every
freo white male citizen of the age of twenty-on- e

years ' who has resided two years in the State, one
year in the county and sixty days in ir.e precmci.

TENNESSEE,

hv her former constitution adopted in 1834, gave the
elective franchise to every free white man of the age
of twenty-on- e years being a citizen 01 me uniieo.
States, and for six months a citizen 01 tne county ;

provided, that all persons of color who are compe-
tent witnesses in a court of iustice against a white
man may also vote.

LOUISIANA,

by the old constitution of July 31st 1852, gave the
ballot to evcrv free white male who has attained
thA ntm of twentv-on- e vears. and has resided twelve
months in tho State and six months in the parish.

MISSISSIPPI

niakeb every tree white male person of twenty-on- e

years 01 age, wno snaii oe a ciueu ui mo imuou
States, who has resided one year in the State and
lour months in tne county, a quaunca elector.

ALABAMA

is the same as Mississippi, with the substitution of
of three months' residence in the county.

FLORIDA

limits the suffrage to - every freo white male person"
of twenty-on- e years of age, a citizen of the United
States, two years a resident of the State, and six
months of the county duly enrolled in the militia

and duly registered, provided that no soldier or
seamen quartered therein shall be deemed a resident,
and the legislature may exclude from voting for
crime.

ARKANSAS

niake every free white male citizen of the United
States, twenty-on- e years of age, who shall have re-

sided six months in the State, a qualified voter in the
district where he resides, except that no soldier, sea-

man or marine in the United States service can vote
in the States. ,

TEXAS

gives the vote to -- qvery free male person1' who
shall have attained the age of twenty-on- e years, a
citizen of the United States or of the Republic of
Texas, one year a resident of the State and six
months of the county, (Indians not taxed, Africans
and the descendants of Africans excepted.)
